It does not seem piobable that there is any other country of c(]ual size and im-

portance that has to import from abroad practically the f;ruat mass of the nccessariiw

of life. How far it may be poosible to reme<ly this biglily unsatisfactory state of

matters, I am not in a position to form an opinion at present, as I am not sufti-

ciently acquainted with the soil and climate to be able to say what better farming

and grazing could do for this Colony. But it seem.s certain that excellent potatoes,

cabbages and other products are grown here, and that .such cultivation could lie

greatly extended. That the cereals ctm be successfully cultivated on a large scale is,

it appears, open to some doubt. It has to be remembered that the population,

speaking generally, is not agricultural but piscatorial. This would seem to point

towards the introduction of agricultural immigrants, on such encouraging terms

in the form of free grants of land, and advances in money, as are given in

Australia or Canada. This, of course, assumes that soil and climate are not un-

suitable to such industries.

It will be observed that flour, and not wheat, is im[K)rted here. This seems

strange at a place like .St. John's, where there is water power close at hand ; and in

a country where the bye-pri> ' icts of the wheat mill would be so useful as food for

cattle and horses, forage for .vhich is so largely imported at present. Both Hour
and wheat are exempt from duty. It appears there i no flour mill in the

Colony.

As is the case with placer miners, for example, one constantly hears that

a number of fishermen have done extremely well, while others on the same ground

have got very little.

In writing this rop.)rt I have becm able, through tho oourtciy of the Hon. E. M.

Jackman, to make use of the tables of imiwrls and exiiorls for the years 1902-03

and 1903-04, now in the hands of the printer.

The Newfoundland Customs returns are pro|Miretl more with v, view to show

from what sources the revenue of the Colony is obtained than to give complete and

precise informaUon wUh regard to the details of the foreign trade of the country.

This is made clear from the one fact alone that imjwrts to the value of $140,902 in

1902-03, and of $)6('.,910 in 1903-04, are left as unsijecified, and are entered in the

returns under the name of the imiwrtor, with the value and the oountry from

which imp«>rte«l, but without any clue as U) what the articles imported really were.

To this extent, therefore, the classified lists of imi^rts given in this report are in-

complete, and tiiey cannot be completed, l)et«usc full and specific entries were not

passed for those goods, all of which were admitted free under the existing tariff.

The details of thesT unspecified imiiorts will be found in Table II., as far as

they are obtainable, for the two years in questior.

Movements w thk Tr.\i»k of the Colony.

In examining the variations of the U)tal trade of the Colony over a series of

consecutive years, it has not been found practicable to go back beyond the year

1888. From that date the reconl has licen brought up in Table I. to the 30th of

June, 1904 It will be observed that the fiscal year was synchronous with the

calendar year up to the end of 1894, from which time onwards the fiscal year has

ended with June in each year. In table I. there is thus an omission from the

figures of the first six months of 189.">.

A very superficial glance at the Customs returns of this Colony shows one that

imjiorts and exports naturally arrange themselves into four groups, trade to the

United Kingdom, to Canada, to the United States, and to Elsewhere.

This arrangement has been followed in this report, and in the different tables

prepared for it.



In Tftble I. the trade of the Colony on the plan above inUioated, u shown for

a period of 1ft years, a lapse of time that is sufficiently long to give trustworthy in-

dications as to the natural trend of trade.

The first point that presents itaelf on an examination of that table is the

strongly marked rise and fall that take place in the value of the total trade of the

Colony. To illustmte this it will be sufficient to contrast the total trade of the three

following years, thus :

—

1888. Total trade, 114,816,453 100.0 per cent.

1897-98. '* " 10,415,796 70.3 "

1903-04. " " 19,830,561 133.8 '

The figure that was reached in 1888 was not attained again till 1899-1900.

From the latter date till now the increase in the value of the total trade has been

so progressive and important that at the present time the total trade of the Colony

with other countries amounts in round numbers to 120,000,000, or to £4,000,000.

This on the basis of the total foreign trade of 1903-04 gives per head of the popula-

tion of 225,000 souls the sum of 188.135, which at the statutory rate of conversion

(£1 = t4.86f ) is equal to £18 Is. lOd.

The actual figures for 1903-04 were $9,448,664 (£1,941,772), imports ; and

110,381,897 (£2, 133,558), exi>orl8 ; the exact total being «19,830,561 (£4,075,331).

The fluctuations in the foreign trade of Newfoundland are so considerable that

comparison of one year with another might in some cases be seriously misleading.

A tnier and safer estimate may be arrived at by comparing the first five years of

the series, 1888-1892, with the last five years, ending with June, 1904.

If this is done with regard to the trade between the Colony and the United

Kingdom, it will be found that there has been an absolute decrease of 2.35 per cent.

in that branch of the Colony's trade.

If the reports from the United Kingdom during the first <|uinqueni.ial period

are compared with those of the last one, it will tie found that there is an absolute

decrease of 7.18 per cent

A similar comparisoti uf the exports to the Unite<l Kingdom, however, shows

an absolute increase of 3.8 per cent

If, in the same way, the total trade of the Colony for the first five years is

compared with that of the lust five yours, then it is fuuiul that there is an absolutp

increase of 31.87 per cent

Aoooiding tit these figures the trade with the United Kingdom has lost in

volume about one-fifth in sixteen years ; but this absolute decrease is much lew

than the relative loss compared to trade with other countries). In 1888 the trade

with the United Kingdom was 38.0 per cent, of the whole, as against 17.3 per

cent with Gaiuula, 13. 1 per cent, with the United States, and 31.4 per cent, with

all oUier countries ; while in 1903-04 the trade with the United Kingdom repre-

sented only 22.5 per cent of the whole, against 22.8 per cent with Canada, 22.5

with the United SUtes, and 32.1 with all other places.

It will be observed from Table I. that the present state of the Colony's trade

as regards the yearly balance is greatly better than it was a few years ago. During

the nine years, 1888 to 1896-7, the value of imports exceeded that of exiwrts by

ll,110,5>50, the imports exceeding the exports in five years out of the nine.

These figures show cleariy that as regards imporU the United Kingdom has

come from the first position to occupy the third, and that, too. a bad third. Cana-

dian imports occupy the first pUce at present, and it will be noticed that iniports

from the Dominion now cloBely approximate what they were from the United Kmg-

dom sixteen years ago. Canada has. therefore, more to do with the displacement

of the United Kingdom in Newfoundland imports than the United States has.

Of all imports into this Colony those that may be designated as food form the

most serious class. An inspection of Table IV. will show in detail of what these

articles consisted during the two last years, when the cost to this countiy was, in

1902-03, 13,815,875, or 45 per cent, of total imports ; 1903-04, 14,144,456, or 43

per cent of total importa.

Of this comparatively great expenditure, which amounted in 1903-04 to 118.42

per head of the population, the following may be termed

Animal Products.

Aa far aa on« can judge from the finures for the two laat yean, importa from

the Unitad Kingdom showed a greater adTanoe than from any other country in

hardware, dry goodn, coal, small waiw, nHulyouMleB, hemp, yam, and grooeriea.

Some 15,000 to 20,000 tons of anthracite coal is used here for heating pur-

poaee, mostly of a domestic character, and this has to be imported from the United

States. The importa of English coal will in future probably depend largely on the

supfdy required by the Imperial Navy. The tendency is to import the ordinary

woiUng coal for railway and similar use from Canada. The trade in leather and

leatherware is lort to the United Kingdom, and is likely to be nearly evenly divid-

ed between Canada and the United States. Machinery it is clear is to be imported

in future principally from the United Statee.

It seems strange that the United Kingdom should have so small a share in the

salt trade.

5. Chateau Bay prexentetl a fair example of the liiihrador li»hing sUition at

the time of our visit there. Some thirteen families had eome thither for the three

or four months of the lishing season, each consisting of three or four men. They

were all from Carlxtnear. The fishing is carried on princiiKiUy by the cod-trai).

Four of the families had only one trap each ; the others had each two traps. The

fishing, which is exclusively for cod, tliough they .sometimes gel salmon in the

trai>8, was fairly good, but the weather was not very favorable for drying or catch-

ing fish, and ice was still at that date, the iM'ginniiig of -Vugust, inconveniently in

he way. A small steamer comes to Chateau Hay alnmt onue a week from Battle

Harbor with «ilt and [trovisions, to take away lish. The fishery here would have

been Mter had they not, as fre<iuenily happens on this coast, run short of sjilt.

Some of the lisbermen bring their wives and children with them. The sick are oc-

casionally visiteil by Dr. (Jrenfell ; at other limes they are sent to him, if he can

be found, or lo the nearest establishment of the Iloyal National Mis-sion to Deep-

Sea Fishermen. Here I had the lirst practical illu.stration of the need of such es-

tablishments on the coast, by several jieople applying to myself for medical iisHist-

ance. In future visits to Uibrador I shall go better provided to nieei such calls.

Last lime, unfortunately, I lould do little more than try to have nietlicines sent

them from the hospital at Battle Harbor. On the slopes of the hills around the

bay, which is al»out four miles long and a mile wide, theie is a considerable (pian-

tity of small trees, cbietly spruce, but with some larch and birch, from which lire-

wootl can Iw obtained. .V small unenclosid graveyard at the east end of the bay

shews that in recent years al least, stmie twenty or thirty |>ersons have never re-

turned from the tishery at Chateau Bay.

On the day wo reached Chateiiu Biiy I was courteously allowed l)y the Honor-

able the C'ominissioner of Works of Canada to us»! tlie Dominion telegraph for

transmitting time signals for the purpose of determining the gi^ographical posilit)n

of Chateau Bay. The same day connnuniettion was opened with Dr. Otto Klotz,

Cleodetic Astronomical Ob.server to the (iovermnent of Canada, a gentleman that

has had |»erhaps uni(iue ixperitiice, and has performetl splendid work, in deter-

mining the longitude of places far apart, using the most exact m iliods known to

that branch of the science. Dr. Klotz wa.-< then .it Tidoiisac, on the Gulf of St.

Lawrence, and in the kindest manner set about making arrangements for the inter-

change of elrelric time signals, not an easy matter over a single wire at such long

distances, through so many stations, and by a stafl not used to cuch work.

We remainetl at Chateau liay from the 1st to the tith August, and experienced
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there for the lintl time tlie t-xtreme diUkully <>f carrying "Ut aslroiiKinical olisurva-

vatiiiiis on the C<)ii>it of lAlirador. Tiiiic sinnals wire cxchaiifjcil with Dr. Klotz,

aiul on several oecjiHions when the weather wa.s favDnilile, lliat is when tlrv ami
with no Ihiinderstorni on the way, in a manner tiiat was (|uite siitisfaetory

; hut in

the courHC of the six iliiy.s spent there we wer- never ihle to observe a sln^^le star for

tiie astronomiail part of the work. Only a few nliMrvations were ohtjiined from

the sun. and from two planets that liappened to lie in a .-uitalile p(..-ition, between

7 and tl in the mornin);.

Althoii^^h much ti u luil; l.y li.iy .. .1 by ni^'ht was j^iven to the.-e oh.serva-

tions. the result can on. • !>. ui a|)|ii.ixl' late. and by ncaiH ,111 <'xaet, diitermi-

nation of the olKservin^ . ,• t '"'b' |).>Mtion of 'rid..ii.-ai' ha.- not yet been linally

ealcuhited, and eonae«|Uunlly tlie error of our ebroiioinelers has not yet been work-

ed out.

Here also we had our lir.«t experiitue of the ^'reat dillieulty enc:ounten!d on
the Coast of L-ibrador in iltliTiniuin;; the variati if tbi' eoinpxss. Owing to

reasons thiit were not app.irenl, the magnetic m 'edlc tvouM not in any of our in-

struments settle in any position, but would in a few minutes of time vary by lifteen

or twenty minutes of are. «'. Ii.kI the a<lvanlaj;c of the a^si-tane.! of Captain
Tooker. R. X , in makin« these ob.-iervalioiis ; but tboU','li that gentleman is one of

the most skilful and expijrimced byilro;;rapliie surveyors of the day, we did not

sueeeed in ohtainiii},' a .satisfaelory eltuidation of the eurion< beb.iviour of the needle.

At times tht? needle appeared, both hiTe .iml elsewhere on this eoast, to be to some
extent intlueneed by the proximity of our own bodies.

(i. There is no land on or neat Chateau I5ay lit for enlliv.ition. M three or

four .sheltered spots a few scjuare yards of the best land proc.ur.ible had been tilled,

riddy manured, and planted with erueiferous plants \UH owiiij; to the want of

warmth, the eal)baj;e. ^'reens .nid turnips were then only tw • three inehes hi,<<h.

The rowan tree, the fruit of wbieli was already red at St. .lohn's, w:us oidy in early

(lour at Chateau Hay. The severity of the elimate, and the poverty of the soil

are well illustrated by the lareh trees that urow on the bills there. Many speei-

mens were met with in full llowif, not inort- than from six to twelve inehes hi^li.

yet eoverinn several sipiare yards of snrfaee. A furlber example of this is very ob-

vious in the Cloudheriy -her.' e.illed ' \',::kr .\pple." which, in Se .tlaml, at oT'-

of North Latitude, would hardly be met with at less than l2tH) or lolH) feet of alti-

tude, yet grows freely at sea level at Chateau liay in Latitude .'I'J^' N.

There is hanlly any jrrass on this part of tie' eountry. but the mo.ss that is

eaten hy the earibou. and therefore by reindeer, is plentiful. So is the eraid>errv.

<-all(Ml here • the I'artrid«;e Itetry." There are son .•iribmi in the hills not far

from Ch'iteau Bay. Kornierly they were frreatly more plentiful than is the ea.<e

now. I'artridees an- still eomnion at e.rtain seasons, aiel so are eiderdueks during

the winter. The residents of Chateau Hay entertain an opinion that is not unconi
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nioiily held on that coiiBt. that the game laws of NcwfoiiiKllaml aru not in force
there.

An eflfort was iniidu sonii- little time ago to work a mica mine on one of the
hills on the hay. It flid not .snccee<l, and l»w lieen ahandone<l. VVc visited the
siKJt and found inici, in red granilt rock, that apix-arefl to Ik) of good .luality, hut
the leaves were too small for commercial i)iirposes, not more than three or four in-

ches wjuare.

On the afternoon of the r»tli August, ConmnMlore I'aget arrived off Chateau
Bay in H. M. S. Seylln, hut left the same evening for Carlwright, in Sandwich Hay.

On the morning of Sunday, the (ith August, we had a glinnwe of the sun, ami
were ahlc to make some solar observations for longitude, at which we were lu^sisted

hy Captain Totiker, of H. M. Surveying Shiji Klllnor. When this was done we
sailed for Battle Harbor to attend church in the evening there.

7. The hills almig the coast as far as Battle Harbor present the same ap|>ear-

ance as alH>ut Chateau Bay
;
they seldom exceed 1000 fett in altitude, are rounded,

and 8lo|M! down to the sea. At St. Peter's Island there arc three or four llat-topp-

ed, iron-stone dejK)sits similar to those at Chateau Bay. One of these de|)osils

occurs also a mile or two inland on the mainland, on the .same line as those on the
adjacent Peter's Islauil. We liii-l no opportunity of obtaining specimens of this

mineral. The greyish I.H)king hills were covered by moss, and at some places by
low bushes. Nothing that could be called a tree was visible from the sea. Any
effort at agriculture of any description would be ipiite out of the (|Uestion, for the
whole country side consists practically of hard naked rock.

We passed a whaling station at Ant! s Cove, and saw alloal, and tied to a
staam whaling vessel there, a large whale tliat had l)een captui-ed on the preceding
day. We arrived in the Fiomi at Battle Harbour at three in the afternoon. It ap-
iwars that there arc some 200 iteople alwut this station during the tishing .season,

but the number of residents during winter is very much less. There is a primary
school here for children, but it is oi»en only three months in the year, having to

take its turn with two other places similarly situated in this resjiect.

The Royal National Mission to I)eei)-Sea Fishermen has a hospital here, which
is in charge of Dr. Simpson and two trained nurses, one of whom is .Mrs. Simpson.
It is a two story wooden building, with eight beds for females below, ami the same
numl)er for males on the upjHT storey. Fortunately the male ward was empty at

the lime of our visit. In the female ward were four women, from one of whom an
enormous tumour, exceetling eighty [wunds in weight, had a few days previously
been successfully removed. The condition of this hospital was in every respect

very 8ati8facU>ry. It is well stocked with medicines and instruments, well provided
with l)eds and hou.sehold furniture ; and is kept scrupulously clean. There can be
no doubt that it is of the greatest use and value to [)eople on that part of this lonely
coast.
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Tliere is no honpital on the vmxt south of (his. I.nt I iiiulerHtan.l that on*, in

At six in the evening Divine Service was hold hy Dr. Simpson of tiie D.H'p Sea
Mission. There must have Jnien from twenty to thirty tishiiifr vessels about Haltle
Hi.rlH)ur for the Sabbath, for Newfoun.lland fishermen reli};i,mslv observe the Hun-
day wiierever they may l>e, and no matter to what cinncb thev iM^long. As is

always the case in this (lolony, every imrson in the ueiKliborhood "attende<I service
which took place in a sail-loft most kindly lent for this pur|K.se by Mr (Voucher!
Manager at Battle HarUiur for Messrs. IJaine (irieve A Co. of St .John's. The loft
was crowded by men. women and children, who eonducte.l themselves in such a wav
astoleml solemnity to the occasion in spite of the fact that the building is not
without ineonvenienc for such a purpose. It -nay Im. that this impressed it.self

more forcibly on one's mind from the circumstance that there was at the same place
pr.ictically next .loor, a small and neat church building, which was not being u.sed
for any jnirpose by any one. 1 was informe.1 that it belongs to the Church of
England, but that Dr. Simpson does not have the privilog.- of holding Divine Ser-
vice in it, and hence Ih,^ necessity of celebrating in the s.iil-loft the onU- .service that
was bemg h<.|.l on that day at this part of the coast. No doubt this only re.,uires
to Ik. represented in the proper (piarter in order to open the church door to anv
evangelical service.

The fishery had Ix-en good at this place. It is practically confined to cod, but
a small number of .salmon are caught in the co.l traps. There has also lately l)een
some return to this i)art of the coast of the large h.-rrir.g that u.sed in former times
to fre<|uent I^tbrador w'- -. Had.lock and halibut are rare here.

At the establishn. ' r tin- eflicient charge of Mr. Crouchcr one coul.I see
a really m.Mlel fishing s The arrangements for drving, preparing an.l .stor-
nig fish are, on.- would think, almost perf<'ot. and the whole is kept wonderfully
cli'an. and was entirely fn'e from bad odours.

.'uringthe .summer, the steamer that s.iils from St. .fohn's every two week
proceeds by ,vny of Chateau Hay to Hallle Harbour.

A visit was paid to the wireless telegraith station erect.'d here by the New-
foundland Government. The building an.l installation api.ear.M| to b.. "thoroughly
good an.l .substantial

; bu alrea.ly menti..n.Ml, it cannot, .n a<M-..unt ..f infer-
venmg hills, eommuni(^.t." with the wirel.^s stations of the Dominion at Chateau
Hay or at Belle Isle.

Battle Harlwur, like Ch.ateau Bay, is n..t visile.1 by Ks.|uimajix, hut some
half-breeds come there occasionally.

On the hills about Battle Harlxiur there was a number .)f green spots, but no
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forest olany kind. No form of uKricultun' coulil l«' iiU*in|>l.Hl. The Btratilu'il

rocks, which nt some ilistaiue prewMit .liffon-i.l i(.lour«Ml layers, \voul<l prohably

wpU rpi>ay careful examination.

8. At a.m. on the morninn of the 7th w<' arrived at the whnlint,' station of

the Messrs. Bowrinp, at Antle's I'ove. We there saw a whale of the Fiim-lmck

si>ecieH, fi3 feet long, drawn niK>n the platform, and partly eut up. This st.alion

had up to that date captured :!:! whales this season, HI hulls and 17 cows. The

largest one cau^lit this year was 7.') feet long. They have lieen of the three varilies,

" finn-hack," " humi)-hack," and " sulphur-hotlom." Six of the seventeen cows

were i-i calf'. The largest embryo -as only six feet long. Tlu! food found in the

stomacli insisted of small crustaceans, a spe«-ies of white lish live inches long, and

a few caplin. I.ast year this station liail KM whales. Fifty men, all natives of New-

foundland, are employed .aslionv These are pai.l a fixed monthly salary. One

steamer is useil, manned by Norwegians. These work «n shares.

Two other whaling-stalions were at work on the Labrador Coast during' the

season now closed. Their catch has l>een respectively :

During the 1904 season there were only the two first Companies »' work on

the \a\. '.Coast. They cajitured in that year l");', whales, valued at Si'IM-lO,

approximaie. The great difTereiice in value for the last s<'ason is d\ie to the p<K)r

(piality of the whales and to the fall in price of whale oil. From these figures it

would appear that the average value of a wh.-vle in 1!«M was in round Lumbers

«480 ; in ISOr) it was only 82SO.

9. From Antle's Cnve we proceeded in the Fiinia on the 7th August as far as

Indian Tickle, where we spent the night. On the w.ay we p.assed many Imats at-

tending to eodtraps, whilst a few were lishing by " jigging." All were <loing well.

Herring had appeared at several places, but only a few were caught. In the after-

noon we landed at Domino i!:i,l.,H, an.l visited the wireless t.-lcgmph station

eret;ted there by the Newfoundland (iovernment. The agent of the contracting

company had gone north some five or six days pieviousl- to Indian Ilailxir, with

a view of establishing conimunieution witl' Domino, but no signals had come

through to this latter station Tbi' Domino installation h.as been built on a hill

composed of gneiss, at an altitude of about 100 fe<.t, but in a small swamp. Thr

house is very small, but is g(«id and substantial as far as it goes. The apparatus

was not working well .at the time of our visit. The o|ierator «iid that when all was
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in good order he could manage to trannmit twelvp words a iniiiulr;. There were a
8v .i« ol vesselB lyinn at Iwipino waiting f<ir a favorable wind to procewl xouth with
cargoes o( fiuh

;
and there were so many others nUmt this jiart of the coast that it

was quite clear that telegraphic coniniunication with Doniinio would lie very
useful.

The coast from Antle's Cove to Indian Tickle is all rocky, nn<l <|uite unsuitable
for any agricultural purpose. The stratified crystalline r<K!ks are Iwre, or a>vere«i

by moes and small patches of sickly gmss, sometimes at certain spots with low
creeping bushes. Near Cape St. Michael, however, there are a few small patches
of dwarfed spruce trees, but this forms a solitary exception. There seems to be
practically no soil anywhere. Between Domino and Indian Tickle there are some
low, almost flat, islands, with beaches strewn with stone or shingle. Whf-.e the
ground is nearly level, a large proportion of it is covereil by patches of marsh,
[HKils and lakes. Evai)oralion seems to l)e almost nl)sent, with the result tl.'\t the
surface is soaked with water wherever it is not solid rock. The.e werf- as ninny
fishing vessels about Indian Tickle as at Domino, but we w.-re prevented by bail

weather from paying visits there.

On this part of the coast there are some distinct old sea lieaches alH)ut one to

two score of feet above the present level of the .sea. One very striking ix-culiarity of

these hills of naked rock alons the coast is that they are scored by cracks and As-

sures in a way that reminds one of the manner in which shore mud, by drying and
contracting, becomes fissureil under a tropical sun. In the case of these I^abrador
rocks this phenomenon may, however, have been pro'lijcc 1 by the op|)osite pro-
cess, that of cooling. In any case it is very noticeable, at many places the .is-

sures have been filled up by eruptive dikes of much darker-colore<! rock, but KrcM
numbers of these cracks and fissures have not been acciipied by intrusive matter,
but remain open.

10. On the 8th August we went in the Flon/i from Indian Tickle to Cartwright,
in Sandwich Bay, where we arrivo<l at two in the afternoon. The Srt/lh had gone
to the head of the bay nearer to the mouth of the Eagle River, and the Fiomt fol-
lowed thither with the object of doing .some fishing there, while Mr. Cleminson
and I remained at Cartwright to take astronomical and other observations.

At Cartwright there is the only establishment of the Hudson Bay Company
visited by us. The buildings are large and substantial ; the anchorage is good;
and the wharf accommodation is convenient. There is a small chuuh there, but
no pastor. There is, however, a schoolmaster.

Professors Curtis and Stebbins of the renowned Lick Observatory, accompanied
by Mrs. Curtis and Mrs. Stebbins, were at this f>lace, making preparations for ob-
serving the eclipse of the sun on the morning of the 30th August. We carried out
astronomical observations to determine the geographical jjosition of their camp,
and the true north and south line. Here we found the plague of mosquitoes and

It ha<l Iwen
erected the previoun year, and the niaxl and iiUyH liiul nuffered iMttnu daimigu dur-
ing tlifl winter. Thin had heen repaire<l, and ev«rylhing iteeined, ut the time of
cmr visit, to be Hubatnntial and in good onler and condition. A ropreaenUUve of
the contracting com|mny had left this sUtion n day or two b<>fore our arrival, hav-
ing failed to tranamit ignalii to Domino, the station nearest to Indian Harliour. It

appeared, therefore, that the state of Newfoundland wireless stations on the Ubra-
dor coast was aa follows, pn)ceeding from north to south : -

1. The most northerly station, at Indian Harlwr. Houses and installation
complete to all apjHsarance, but the ap|iaratus incapable of transmitting to, or of
receiving from, the next or any other station, any signals of any kind.

2. Domino Station, some fourscore miles s«Mjth of Indian Harbor. Here tho
instruments were not working quite satisfactorily, but it was in communication
with the next station south of it.

3. American Tickle Station, about fifteen miles south of Domino Station.
This station was not visted, but it was said to be in communication with :

4. Vi nis<m Island Station, which was some fifteen miles further south than
American Tickle.

5. Battlo Harbor Station, about thirty-five miles south of Venison Island, was
in communication with that station.

Messages could therefore Ije transmitted with more or less certainty tmm
Battle Harbour northward as far as Domino, but no message could l)e sent south of
Battle Harbour, or north of Domino.

It would thus seem that the four most southerly stations that are able to com-
municate among themselves cover only some sixty-five miles of a coast line, givmg
a mean distance of nearly twenty-five miles between the stations. We were in-

forme<l by the intelligent man left in charge of the station at Indian Harbor that
the Company's representative had, before he left, declare*! that one or mote inter-

mediate stations will have to be erected to connect Indian Harbour with Domino.
We were given t<» understand that the different stations were l<K5ated by the Com-
pany's agente, and the erection carried out under their supervision, at the expense
of the Government of Newfoundland. The agents so employed had, we were in-
formed, no doubt that communication would be easy and certain from erkd to end
of the system as now laid down. Unfortunately their expectations have not been
realised. It would therefore appear that the system of wireless telegraphy is still

In one case i niati coni|ilaineil loudly to ii

meiiiher of the Moravian Mission that an enthusiastic Ainerican lady had carried

away the priiioiiial part of the mortal remains of his own gramlniDthcr. [n all

prutuihility the Innuit always buried, or set a-ide, their dead among the slalis ami
boulders of stone. They could hardly have burned them, owing to the absence of

fuel. It would liave lieen dillicult, in many ciiscs im|KiS8ible, to bury them for

want of soil.

The Innuit is still interesting as lieing a very natural, a very liunian, man.
In the same manner as the Yoruba, the Papuan, the Chinese, and the .lapamse,
he regards his dead as inemliers of his family ; and the spirit of his ancestors as a

protecting |Kiwer to lie conciliato<l by worship and devotion. How deep-rooted
this feeling is I have had good cause to learn in trying to put an end to \ii)usv

burials among a primitive people in another part of the world. In spite of evan-
gelisation this sentiment is not extinct in the Innuit.

the I.«briidor dog, page 100: "They have tieen frtMjuently known to devour the
unprotected children of their ma.sters. ' At Cartwrigbt we saw evidence that this

ferocious animal has not become more mild in disposition. A bright little boy,

son of the genial Mr. Swallield, Manager for the Hudson Biy Compmiy at Cart-
wright, ^iged alKiut half a dozen years, was last year being literally torn to pieces

by the dog-team of that old established sUition when he was rescued from their

fangs, I believe, by .Mrs. ywalliuld. Though fearfully lacerated the little fellow
has, under the care of Doctor Cirenfell I understiind, made an excellent recovery.
These dogs form a republic of their own which does not always respect the liberty

of the individual. What ap|H.'ared to be the linest dog of the team at Cartwrigbt,
a magnilicent white, long-haired animal, had been banished out of their commun-
ity by the other dogs, and, at lirst. for safety, had attached hinirelf to the Ameri-
can party. That dog dare not, under the jienalty of being torn to shreds, approach
the other dogs of the station. .Jealousy and envy >.vas supiiosed to \n- the motive
for this cruel and rigorous ostracism.

lated rocks, rise to several hundretl feet in height, and are dividetl apimrentir into
ii northern and southern group. They are men-ly deUuhed patches of the ciiidley
|»eiiiiisula. The Killinek jHuiple do still occasionally hunt there, hut they cross
over hut seldom, on aeeoniit of the dangerous nature of the interveniii); pissage.

The whole Chidley Peninsula .seems to consist of a iiiiiiiIht of islands se|>araled hy
narrow channels or tit^kle.^ of deep water. I(, like the Mutton group, apjieiirs to

litlong .-.xclusively to the natives now ahoiil the Killinek .Station of the Moravian
Mission.

Fort Burwell is a good harbor, but is the only siife and easily accessible one,
.-io far as is generally kiinvn, on that part of the coast. The Hon'ble Captain
Hlandford, of St. .John's, vvlius|K'iit .-"cveral .sea.sons alHiut the Chidley Peninsula,
says that there are a ftw good anchorages in Uie channel on this part of the coast

stranger. We lertainly s.nv no other place than Port Burwell that could Ik) calleil

a harlHiur. Captsin Blaiulford established himself on the Chidley iieninsula, and
at Port iUirwell, some doz.n or more year.^ ag... H,. tnnisferred his interest in the
istablishmeiit at the latter place to the Messrs. .lob Bros., of St. John .s, three or
four years since, and that linn in turn iiiad<' over the .statitiii to the Moravian Mis-
sion. During that occupation, and up to only a few months ago, the Xewfound-
ianders living at Port Burwell Uili.v.d tbcniselves to be in the un.piestioned juris-

diction of this colony
; but tlie present dwellers there iiiforined me that they have

been toM by Canadian ollicers that they will in fnttiiv be called on to u.se the jxtst-

From l!t02 they occuj.ied un.ler a squatter's riKht In liK)3 they were nolilied hy

the Canadian Government that <luties would he collected l.y them in future at I'ort

Burwell. During their occuiation some score of Innuit east-ooast families lived

there, catching seals and trapping. Indians sonietiaies come there to trade, but

not to fish or trap. From IHS'.t to \\m, inclusive, fifteen vessels of the Iniled

States entered Hudson's Bay, an.l only two British. While we were at I'ort Bur-

well the Canadian Government's steamer Arrlic came into this harbour. This ves

sel, under the command of the experience.1

we diverted our courw! to meet it. The occupants wore a man and a 1m>v. native
Innuit of Heliron, and they showed us where to tind the >fission ."^(ation. The
latter is huilt on the west side of a jrood harhour, to which tlie approach is excellent

and where the anchorage is good. I was received on the wharf l»y the whole of

the nitive community then preset, t at Ifohron, headed liy the thrw resident Kuro-
pear. Missionaries. They all chanted a hymn, with their heads uncovered, as I

lanile<l. The singing was soft and plaintive, and the whole scene from its surround-
ings and associations was very touching in its simplicity and genuineness.

The Hebron Station lies at ahout 5S degs. 12' X., an<l I h. !..") m. \V h
IS the nearest to the Ocean of all th< stations. It is siluateil on the mainland and
only a few isl.inds stand hctween it and the Atlantic. Tht? Itay in which it lies is

ojien to the southeast. The site of this station 's well chosen for protection from
weather, but the situation, though so admirable in all other respo3ts, has one draw-
back. There is a swamp of [terhaps half an .acre of land between the mission
buildings and the houses of the natives, which cannot be drained without consider-
able bliisting, as it lies in a saucer-shaped depression of rock. Matters have been
made worse by the removal of much of the detiitus deposited in the swamp from
the hill above it, for the construction of the houses of the natives. In carrvini' out
astronomical ob.servations at night W(^ had a vi'ry impressive denionstr.ation of the
capacity of that swamp to breed inosi|uitoes, for in all my exporienee of more than
thirty years of tropical life 1 h.id ni'ver been more erueliy treattni bv mosonitoes
than at Hebron. The mission premises arc eonimodious and substantial built f

im|M)rted timber, on stoni' foundations. This station hxs bi-en in existence no-
wunls of 70 years. The missionaries conijirise thr.'c Kin-opean couples, Mr .|n,|

Mrs. Asboi, Mr. and Mrs. Schmidt, and .Mr. and .Mrs. liolilinaii. Tliev have lieen
on this (^oast twelve, eight, and six years, respectively. Tiierr ,ire no iiativi' min-
isiers or tcacheis, but there are some native 'helpers," eldeily and experienced
men. who occasionally preside at meetings, address tlie people, and teach smi>in<'

There is thus good roosons to believe that in i very short time every Innuit on La-

bnuior will Im> a professing Christian. Monogomy is an established rule to whirh

there is no exception at Hel)ron. It ap|iears that eousins may intermarry, but no

marriage lictween brother and sister has liecn known here. Recently, however, n

widower married his own stepmother. When this marriage was celebrated the

misBion was not aware of the relationship between the parties. The caai^ shews

that among the natives such unions are not considered irregular, as no particular

notice was taken of this marriage by the nntivas. This mission is not aware

whether the britlegroom jMiys for the bridr in this community. The as.>.<!nt of the

mission w aske<l to each marriage by the suitor, and the missionary then aseitrtains

whether the parents and the girl are in favour of the match, otherwise the nuptial

ceremony is not jjerformed by the mission, (lirls are married at seventeen.

The natives at Hebron were then all living in houses composed of timlM'r,

atone and earth. Earth was hea|MHl ui>on tho outside of the walls of the house to

the roof, and in pome ca.ses right over the nxtt. The inside was not clean accord-

ing to European ide:is, and offered a very striking enntr.ist to the housi^keeping of

the wives of the mis.<<ionaries. The first thing that one notictw on entering any of

the mission houses is that by the continuous scrultbing of the passage and floors

the soft and fibrous parts of the planks in the jloorini; have boon worn away so that

the knots in the lH)ards project a quarter of an inc^h or more, aeeording to the aj,'i'

of the house. The natives have still mueli rimm left for improvement from this

example.

Accoriling to the Missionaries tiie fishermen on the roast do not oflen give

li(juor to the natives, or interfere in any way willi the family affairs of the Inimit

But it appears that the natives si)m(!tiuies obtiin from them packs of eanls, by

which they are able to indulge their passion for gamliling. One woman, it was

found, had gambled away ne.arly all the elolhes slie possessed.

Some slight incrtiment is given after serviw oxtendin<r

over a certain number of years, so that a married couplr may, I understood, re-

ceive a» much as £22 to €2.') a year. They collect no fees for marriage, baptism,

funerals, &c.

On this

remuneration, cut ofT from the civilized world for two-thinls of the year ; stfpanited

from their children ; until lat<!ly all of them, and even now most of them, bc^'ond

reach of a doctor ; exposed to the most rigorous climate in the worlfl ; deprived

of such luxuries .as change of society or of fixxl ; iniahle to procure such things as

fresh vegetables or fruit ; they remain at their |K)st.s it m.ay be, ten or twenty

years without going on lesive.

Another assist-

ant had just had to leave the station for reasons of health, liishop Martin is a

good linguiHt, and a man of high inteliigenee and educiition. He is, however, of

such a modest and unassuming dis|)08ition that many |M-o))1(> that come into contaet

with him prohalily do not b<>eome awan; that lie is a duly consetirateil Fishop, for

he is generally H|Kiken of as the " prai-seji," or president, or simply as Brothei
Martin.

As is usual at other stations, the missionaries' ipiartcrs, the ehurch or prayinj;

hall, the scliool and the work sho|>s, are all under the same roof. The huildin;j;K

are suhstantial and commodious, of wood, on stone foundations. There is a verv

goo<l jetty and landing stage at Nain, in fact every station is well provideil in that

respect. I was ahle to olitain from liishop Martin much interesting information of

a general character cone«'rning the work of the Mission.

I saw there some well furnished workslu>i)s, hut the Mission doef. not now find

it necessary to carry on industrial classes in carjientry, itc, as they ilid formerly.

Iiecause the natives themselvj-s now teach one another, even up to tlie huilding of a

hoat.

In one room there were evidences of the musical capacity of the Innuit in

some of the instruments of the hand of Nain. Then- wen' in one cu))hoaril seven

violins, one vio!inc«>llo, and ten assorted brib-s instruments The members of tlie

l>an<l were all rtl)sent from Nain engap(>d in lishing. so that we could not hear them
perform.

The Mission House has ample accommodation for all those inmates. Huch a niotle

of lifi' must exert a profound influence on the next generation of men in that local-

ity. They will doubtless become less and less " native."

A gootl example ot the resoura- and industry of the Mission was allorilwl by

the pn'sence of a small hut handsome craft, riding at anchor off the new wharf.

This vessel had been bnilt at the station.

It did not apitcar to ini- that the garden cro|)s, with th<! exceptii»n of the tur-

nips, looked as well as at Xain and Okak. It was also observe<l that the cabbage

nt Makovik were being attacked by csilerpillars. This neighl»ourh«wd has at pres-

ent no trwie, and resident settlers being also few, it is not a phice of call for the

sulisidized steamers.

It would uIno iwitm from the I'roclamntion

of .'iUth April (Ap|)en<lix D), that the miiwiim waM under the M|iocial protection of

the King. By the Royal I'loclamation of the Vth Octolwr, \HVi, iaauotl in con-

formity with the lernw of the Treaty of I'ariM, the Cocwt of l^dirador wom put

" under the care and inM|iccti(m of Ourtjovun.or of Newfoundland." It Im evident

from this that the Britiah Uovornment loiit no time in concerting tlie wihc nieuMure

of itettling the Miiwion on that coast.

The attitude of the Government towartis the MiwKion, and the terms on which

they received piotection and grants of land, is sufficiently well shewn in Governor

.Shuldham's Proclamation of 17th March, 1774 (Appendix F).

wu known to the CJovemment, which reiHstitedly expresaed "the Kings abhor-

rence " of these deeds. But it w»»uld api)ear from the records that these enormi-

ties were perpetrated, principally at least, not by the settlers, but by " irregular

orewB," by '• banditti crews," who were on the ctMst only teniiKJrarily and did not

reside in these countries. It it is plain enough that the destruction by violence of

the Esquimaux on the I^abrador coawt of Newfoundland censetl with the advent of

the Moravian Mission. It would, therefore, seem that we owe to the Mission the

fact that the Innuit race now exists still ax such.

That the aboriginal population of the I.,abrador coast was considerable where

there is now not a single person is clear from a letter from the (lovernor of New-

foundland to the Govornor of (Juebec, of 14th August, 17G7, in which it is state*!

that " 800 of the savages were then encuni|)ed under the protection of the King'K

ships in Chateau Bay." Natives have ceased to exist on the several hundred

miles of the I^brador coast that lies south of the Moravian establishments.

It now becomes a (|ueetion of great interest whether what survives of the In-

nuit race may, under the guidance and care of the Mission, and after wee<ling out

by so much epidemic disease, become accustomed to their changed circumstances,

steady themselves in numbere, and then begin a new growth. This i» not hope-

less, because, as was found at Killinek by actual observation, and as is demonstrat-

ed by the survival of so many of the rac^ after the recurrent ravages of epidemic

disease, the birth rate is high. In that prime factor in the problem, in the devo-

tion of the Mission, and in the aid and 8upix>rt they will continue to have from

this Uovernment, there is hope.

43. On the 27th we called in at the tishing centre at Turnavik. The harlxju r

there is very small but extremely good, and very piotureHiiue. The esfjiblishnioiil

was under the care of Captrin Bartlett, and its condition was ceitainly crwlitabie to

that gentleman. There had been a fair tishing, but it had rather fallen off during

the week prior to our visit. The Sabbath was bein-* fully otwerveJ, with complete

cessation from all work, by all the fishermen about the station. Captain liartlett,

like all other agents on the coast, was to proceed south eariy iii Oclol)er. His

house, a good, comfortable, clean, substantial dwelling, will then be occupied by a

Mr. Evans, who is a permanent resident on the coast. Mr. Evans traits and shiwt*

in winter. There are many foxes to be had on that jwrt of the cojist. Last year

grouse were very plentiful in that district. Mr. Evans wan of opinion that this wut

caused by the gieat forest (ires that raged inlantl 'luring the previous summer, and

drove the binis down on the naked coast, where there was nothing to bun-.. Some

men killed 700 to SOO jrouse each. The snow sleighc were often loadevl with

them. This took place at a time when the killing of these birds was prohibited by

the law of Newfoundland, a fact which not imprtibably wius unknown to thtM-

hunters and trappers ; but in any case they would believe that the law ilid not ap-

ply to the I^ibrador coast, even if they knew it was the law of Newfoundland.

We jjaswed the night very i|uietly and coinforUibly on the Fiona in lyong

Tickle.

m
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44. We left our anchorage at Ix)ng Tickle at ilaylight on the 2>*lh Augurt and
in the forenoon landml at Holton Island, a St. John's fishing station. They had
n.-arly finished a fair HshinK at this place. I^arge qimntilies of fish wnro spread out
on rockB and stones drying. The fishing cstahlishinents wore all husy washing the
Halt off the fish that were being taken out of the stacked piles, in which they had
lain covered by salt spread Mween the lajrcrs for alsiiit three weeks. From these
piles they were being put into large tubs where they were ooused by mops, in sea

water, to remove the adherent salt. Then the fish were thrown by a steel pitch-

fork into a large trough, whence they are stacked to drip Iwfore they are put out on
the stones to dry in the sun. The drying takes three days of goo<l sunny weather.
The livers were being put into great puncheons where they were left to fennent,

gradually giving out cml-liver oil, which in the unrefined state is nwuly as dark as

l>orter, and looks in that conditicn rather unp.ilatal>le. About flO cwU. of (ish

there will yield one puncheon of livers.

4.'). At one o clock we landed .at Horse HarlM)ur, one of the principal fishing

centres of the coast. There they had hn-l :> very prospi'rou.t fishing, and would
lo.id over 40,0()0 cwts. of dry fish. Tin f«icks (small hills) were more than half

rnvered with drying fish, which presenteil a splendid api)earance. With Mr. Par-

sons, the able representative of C. Dawe it Co. I saw .Mome lots of the largest and
best (ish we had seen during the season. They were being carefully preparetl, and
li)oke<l clean and pleasing. The harbour is a fine one, and al>8oiutely pMtecte<l

from everything. A store is kept there for supplying employees and '•settlors"

.luring the fishing season. We left Horse Harbour at 1.^) p. m. for Inilian Har-
U)iir, much pleased with what we hail seen. At Indian Harlmur astronomical ob-
s'Tvations were again made to determine the nite of our chronometer, as we had
made similar olwervations here on our journey northwards. The fishing had not
Ill-en very suoeessful at this place. The ships waiting for carjjoe.^ were then loading.

Another visit was paid to the hospitjil of the Deep .Sea .Mission at this pl.ice,

llie diKtor and nurs*- of which had been kept busy linring our absence. We were
very glad to Irarn tliat the OHicerof the Hudson Biiy Company that we had
brought from Cartwright in a criticid condition had, with hospitji! care, made a
viry giKKl recovery, and had already left. There were still one or two cdnxales-
ciMits from diptheria and typhoid fever in hospital.

40. The weather had for some days been all that could \w wishwl. In tlip

• vening of the '28th there was a display of a brilliant aurora, whic!) Iiee.ime obscur-
iil by clouiis from the e.a.st All daylight next morninj; the fog was so dense that
iini' could barely see one end of the Flmui from the other end. In spite of this, the
Hon. Captain Dawe and Cijitjiin English nianiged to get the steamer outside, and
to make way for Cartwright. The sea Iteeaine very itoisterons in a strong bre«'w,

Imt wc arrived at Cartwright between one and two in the afternocin. It Wiis found
lliat I'mfessor Curtis and .Stebbins, of the famous Lick ( )bserv;ilory, had all their

pri'panitions complete for oliserving the eclipse of the sun ne.xt inorning. It was
inaii){p.l that with our theodolites and ehrononietirs w should nbserve cnntrtct ot

lliesunand moon. Next morning, however, was dull and ilnudy, with fog hang-
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ing about the hills, ami with only occasional breakR, imperfect and for short inter-

vals, in the slowly moving clotjds. The only glimi>s<>H had of Iho wliiwo l>egan

when the moon hod already covepwl about a fifth of the sun, down to tlio timr

when the eclipse was about one-fourth from totality, after which wc aaw nothing'

more for about an hour, when the sun came out brilliantly. We learned after-

wards that twenty miles further down the coast the whole ccliiwe was perfectly visi-

ble from beginning to end.

At noon on the 30th I went on boani the Scylln to proceeil direct to St. John'n

to receive there His Sereno Highness, Roar Admiral Prince Louis of Batlcnbt-rR,

with the first division of the Cruiser Squadron under hiscommand. Messrs. Ueevc

and Cleminson were left to proceed to Chateau Bay, to exchange time signals with

Dr. Klot> by telegraph, which they succeede*! in doing. The exact results have

not Iteen obtainod from Canada, where the position of their own geo<letic wnUv is

lieing correcte<l, so that we are not yet able to determine our meridian distances,

which will dei)end on the starting point in Canada. After a fine weather passaKc

on the .Sriflln, we reached St John's at a.m. on the 1st September.

47. The meteorology of Ijibrador is a subject of much interest, and some at-

tention was, therefor given to it during this visit to the coiist In 1882 the fier-

man Seewarte sent as a delegate to the Coiist of I.Abrador Dr. Koch, later Profes-sor

of Physics at Freiburg, to establish six Meteorological Stations of the Second ("lass,

ai Hope<lale, Zoar, Nain, Okak, Hebron, and Rama. Oliservations were to be un-

dertaken by the Moravian Missionaries at these several Stations, and to be continu-

ed after the return to Germany of Dr. Koch. The readings were taken at 8 a.m..

2 p.m. and 8 p.m., each day. The observations embraced Air P^es8ur<^ Air Tem-

perature, Clouds, Wind, and Precipitation. Each Station was furnished with the

following instruments :—

Mercurial Barometer ; Spirit Thermometer ; Maximum Thermometer ; Mini-

mum Thermometer ; Rain Gauge.

The records of these observations, extending over several years, have btou

published in Germany by the Deutsche Seewarte in extenso. From these publicn-

tions for the years 1884 to 1888, and for 1800 to 18.11, the figures comprised in Ibf

following Tables havr been extracted. The observations have been grsidually dis-

;'oniinued at most of the Stations, but are still fully carrie 1 out at Hebron, though

they do not ap|>ear to be published of l.atc. They cannot l)c carrieil out fully in

winter for Precipitation, on account of the wind <lriving the snow p.ast, or into, the

rain guage ; the results arrived at give a Rainfall of about 33 inches. The observn-

tions on winil are not accurate by reason of the protecteil position .of the Stations.

The Tables mentioned Mow will be found .is Appendices I to O respectively.

Table I. cintains, as an example of the day-to-dny variations of temiH>rafur<',

the complete record for the year 185)1. given on the Centigrade .as well .is nn the

Fahn-nheit scale. These observations were taken from the ordin.ary spirit ther-

III. shews in Ontrigradc and in Fahrenheit degrees the mean c.f all the
monthly mean tem|)eratiires taken at the six stations ; thus, for example, the mean
ti<m|)eraturo for January (-2;{.3.'» C, -KU F. ) repn-sents the mean Ha. ni. teni-
[H-rftture for thirty-five Januaries.

Table I',', is a resumi' of the results contained in Tables I., II., ami III., and
r(>duci>s to the simplest form the mean annual temperature for the mmilier of vears
slated in the Table at each Station. These roadiiigs refer to the tnin|MT:itun>'as it

stood at Ha.m. ewh day of the whole year. Thesi- annual mean teni|M>ratures are
L'iven in Ontigrade and Fahrenheit degrees The menu annual S a. m. temiM>ra
tnre of the Six Stations ( .'>..!7 C. ; 22.23 F. ) thus refers to the mean temin«rature
for thirty-five years, but not to thirty-five consecutive years.

Tables V. and VI. present the results of ol>servations taken by the maximum
iind minimum thermometers It would api)ear thatthert> has been very gn^at dilli-

( ulty in obtaining continuous readings from these instruments, either through their
iH'coming unserviceable or from breakage. Observations for complete years have,
liowever, been found for the Hebron Station for IHSK) an<l ISid, and these arc
uiven in Table V., which sets out the greatest maximum and minimum thermome-
ti'rs for each month of those two years.

Table VI. in the same way repnxluces all the maximum and minimum re-
sults from the records at all thcdifTerent Stations at which the maximum or mini-
nunn thermometers could he read during the warmest and the coldest months of
the year ; thus, if these instruments were observed for .fanuary and Februarv, or
for July and August, the highest and lowest tem|)er.ttures for the year wouid be
thereby respectively recorded, although the instruments mav not have lieeii in use
iluring the other months of the year. Advantage has been" taken of this to make
T.'ible VI. as full ttit jMwsible.

Table VII gives tem|>erature olwervntions a.= far as thev have been taken, ui*
to the present time, nt Port Burwell.

48. Some attention was given during my visit to the Exports from Librador.
It is not possible to expn>ss exactiv in figures the commercial value of Labrador to
this colony but the following information, tor which I am indebte<l to Mr. Le-
Mes.surier, will give an idea sufficiently near the truth for all present practical
puriKwes ;

I know you re«|uire teachers, and alsi. what .sort of teaehers ynu need to
secure your welfare. I wished very much to se«« with my own eyes the kind r.f

work that has heen done, and is now heing .lone, among you by the Monivian Mis-
sionaries, because I had not previously met them at work in aiiv countrv. All
this I wLshed to se<' as the servant of the King, that I might Ix- able to tell him
truly all about yon and you' country. Now I have met many of you at Killinek,
Hebron, Okak. Hojiedale and Nain, and I have .seen the work of the missionaries
that live among you. That work is a great one, as good as it cnul.l be. Here, and
at all the other station.s, yon live in jx'ace, in tolerable comfort, you <lo not .lie ..f

hunger and neglect, you suffer no wr.mg from strangers or from any .(uarter. and
your rights are preservwl.

This shewK m* that, if there is still much to do,

you are fit to do it. Now one thing troubles me sorely. I have seen that ycur

land is very large ; it is a great country, and it would take many weeks to travel

over it.

Already you are truly but

few compared to the size of your land I now wish to urge on you very strongly

to give good hee«l to the a«lvice you receive in all matters from Dr. Button of Okak,

of your own Mission, and from Dr. Grenfell. One thing they and the Missionaries

will tell you of is this : your houses nee«l improving. Of course your houses aro

better than those your fail ers had ; but that is not enough, and you require to

. make them still belter. In order that houses may be healthy to those that live in

them the houses must bo kept (juite dry and clean inside, and the ground about

them must also be kept clean. No dirt of any kind should be allowe<l to remain

in the houses you live in. It would help very n-nch to keep your children alive

if you would improve your houst*.

Now, remember, when any one of your families gels sick, you should go at

oni« to the missionary or doctor, and tell him. And always get a doctor to s.-p

the sick as soon as you can, and see that his onlers are well carried out. If you

will altend to these things your people will no longer decrease.

I have come from Newfoundland us the Kinu's (Jovernor to visit you and your
lieople in Labrador. I have been to all the stjitions north of this except Xat^hvak,

and as I found you were all here at the lishinjr, I have eoiue to this place to visit

you. I have been much surprised to tind that all your |ieo|ile live such gooil lives

as they do. I did not cxjKict to find you so advanced as you are. and I have won-
dered at all you have done under the teaching ot the .Moravian .Missionaries. But
I am more delighted by my visit to this place than to any other. I stiall tell you
why. I have come on Sunday morniris^. and you did not know that I was to be

here at all. Nothing was thus put in order for my visit, and I have Ikhmi al)lc to

see how you spend the Sabbath in your ordinary life. .Vow, I linil you all at per-

fect rest, and, although the day is remarkably fine for fishing and v rking, no one
in this harbour is at work on this day. I was born in a inuntry. and I have just

come from a colony, where the Sabbath is very strictly kei)t by every |(erson. In

many countries it is not so. You will, therefore, know how f,'lad I am to come
in here when not ex|)ected, and to find you all keeping the S ilihath as if you were
of my own jHJople in my own lanil. Here I sw you coinpljiely away from the

control and example of the missionaries, yet observing this day :is if you were

directly under the eye and influence of your teachers. I had not expected that I

should ever sit in a church built by the Iniiuit alone, and be present at a .scrvi(;e

There are no initMionarie8 here now, and I tell yuu freely and frankly what I

think of them and their work among you. I xee clearly that they are to you very

g*jwl and very faithful friend^t. You xhould know that they leiive all they love be-

hind them in their own country, and they come here to work among you for tlu'

love they \mit to Uod. That they reganl as a duty to God, and to that they

attach more value than to getting money. In their own country they could earn

much. I)r Grenfell, who is here, could do the same. It is to please God that

these misuionaries remain among you, to do for you, for His sake, all that is \«<!'-

aible. 'I'bey know that in God's sight we are all alike, whatever may Ik; our

country or our colour.

Christian

people, I am troubled to see that you are so few, and that you do not fill up thf

land, which is rather becoming empty. I have spoken to your peojile at Nain and

at the other .Stations, and have askvd them to relaie to you all my words, for I

wish greatly that by building lieltcr bouses, looking after the sick, and making

your women and children more citsy and comfortable, you may be able to bring up

more children to till the land, and to lool, after you, to help you, when V"':

are old.

Now you will not forget that I have come here only as the .servant of out

Great Chief, who is your King, and who has sent me here that I may tell him all

al)out you and your country, and what you have done, ii.< well as what you .should

be careful of in future. My la-st words to you arc to listen to the missionaries in

all things, ar.d to do what your own doctor .nl Okak, and Dr. Grenfell, tell

you t ) do.

" Your Majesty having been pleaaed by your Order in Council of the 20th of

Febnury last to refer unto this Committee a Repreeeentation from the liunlH Coni-

miasioners for Trade and Plantations setting forth that they have Irnd under thtiir

consideration a memorial prewntetl by the Earl of Hillsborough, one of Your
Majesty's Principal Seoretvys of Mate on behalf of the Society of Unitas Frntrum,

stating that the said Society are desirous of prosecuting their intention of eHtal>lit>h-

ing a Mission on the Western Coast of Labrador for the purpose of civilizing and
instructing the savages called Esquimaux, inhabiting that Coast ; in which under-

taking the memorialists represent that they have already taken some steiis in con-

sequence of encouragement received from the Board in 1766 ; but that there is ii

necessity of having permission to occupy such a quantity of land on that Continent

as may induce the Esi|uimnux to oettit* uniund the .MiKHiuii.iries ; that for thiv

purpose they have pitched u|)on Eii<|uimuiix Buy, uud praying fur a grant on that

spot of one hundred thousand acres of land, or about twelve uiilm 8(]uure, with

libeKy in common of other British Hubjecttt of tithing and trading on that Coa^t.

But the exports to Canada and the United States nrv

swollen by the increased production, as well as by the diminution in exports to the

United Kingdom.

The slate is exporte<l to the Unitwl Kingdom almost exrlusivrly. The copper

ore is dividetl between the United Kiigdom and the Uniletl States. Iron ores arc

now sent chiefly to (Miiada and Holland, nearly two-thirds of the whole to the

former country.

These vessels are generally from St Malo and Qranville.

They have to bring to France the whole produce of their fishing. They nay, how-

ever, tranship their fish at St. Pierre into an ocean-going vessel, or deposit it tem-

porarily at Saint Pierie.

The mean price of dry cod during the seven Inst ycnre wiw »4.49. which would

give an average yield per man to the Bank fisherinon of •312.a') a year.

The figures for the last four years would m^m to indicate a somewhat serione

falling off in the Bank liHhery, hulh absolutely, and relatively to ilif total export.

The reason for the present condition of the Bank fishery is worthy of chwe at-

tention.

0.5. The connection of this Colony with the Bank fishery has not on the whole

been a happy one. Foreign nations saw that this open-sea fishery would l>e of

immense value to them as a source of food and wealth, but of perhai^ slill greater

imiwrtance as furnishing real seamen when they should bo required to man the

national fighting fleet. It was cheaper to jiay largo bounties to these fishermen

than to employ them permanently as seamen in the Royal Navy of France. Seve-

rn' times during war, however, as for examjtlo from l7i>:! to 1X1.5, British fisher-

men had a practical nionoiwly of the Bann fishery, when, as may be seen from

Table VII. of my Report Cd.

68. Probably the lincst lish found in those waters is the Caplin, a small and

beautiful greenish, silvery fish, a deep-sea member of the Salmon family, called by

the Si>aniards Anchova, by the Portuguese Caiwlina, by the French Caplin. It is

of excellent tlavour, free of bone, and so abundant as to l)e largely usetl as manure.

It is said that this fine lish cannot Iw canned ; that experience has proved thin.

That exjieriments carried out with skill and perseverance will eventually denion-

strite the contrary, may In; confidently exi>ectetl. Caplin hiis Ijcen e.tiwrted jus

below during the four last years, as expressed in l>arrels.
