OUR ELLIOT ANCESTORS OF NEW ENGLAND
and MANY POINTS WEST'

DANIEL ELLIOT [Son of DANIEL], the ancestor of the ELLIOTTS [ELLIOTS] of
Croydon, and (Hannah CLOYES), daughter of Peter and Hannah [LITTLETON] CLOYES, were
married in 1686 in Salem, Massachusetts. Daniel, Elizabeth, and Mary are listed in
the records of the First Church of Salem, MA, in Nov 1681 as the children of Mary
LAMBERT ELLIOT. It was noted that "Wheatland reads the same, VII, 127. The LAMBERTS
were fishermen and mariners: cf. Perley II, 236."

Salem was the witchcraft center in the early years [1692-93] of our country.
Peter's (second) wife, Sarah TOWNE [widow of Edmond Bridges], was convicted and
imprisoned for witchcraft while her two sisters, Rebecca Nurse and Mary Espy, were
hanged. Daniel Elliot testified in behalf of his stepmother-in-law and her sisters.
Peter Cloyes removed from Salem quickly after release of his wife from prison in 1693.
"In the spring of 1693 members of the Towne, Bridges, Barton, Cloyes, and Elliot
families, from Salem Village, started to settle in the plantation of Framingham."New
England Historical and Genealogical Register, 84:405 [October, 1930] [See APPENDIX "B"
for family of John and Jane CLOYES.] Daniel's family moved to Oxford, MA, in 1713.

DANIEL, Sr., and his two eldest sons, DANIEL and EBENEZER, were among the

grantees of Oxford in 1713. It is recorded in the "History of Oxford" [MA.]. .
Daniels - "DANIEL ELLIOT, father and son of the same name, two of the 30 original
settlers.”" "DANIEL, Sr., had 1lived at Sudbury or Marlboro, and came here from

Framington and had seven sons. He took up the mill lot H. 135 and in 1715, by the
town's permission; resigned this to his sons, EBENEZER and JAMES, and went a short
distance up the stream and settled at the Pope farm, H. 132. Before March 1720 he had
removed to Sutton, and that year sold his home lot and half the mill to Richard
Moore.) EBENEZER and JAMES remained but a short time but gave place to Jonathan
Provender, [who had bought a fourth part of the mill], they removing to Sutton.
DANIEL, Jr., purchased land in Sutton in 1722; DANIEL, Sr., on June 28, 1728; and

JAMES on July 15, 1734, "adjoining his other land where he now lives". It may be
noted that Jonathan Provender was the brother-in-law of DANIEL, Jr. Sarah [Provender]
Elliot and Jonathan's father was John Provender. "Records of Oxford, Mass.", by
Freeland states: "In 1715, two years subsequently to the English settlement, Bernon

[Gabriel Bernon of Narraganset] gave the stones and irons of the grist-mill to DANIEL
ELLIOT on condition a mill be built in a specified time."

A number of descendants of Daniel served in the War for Independence. The
following are some of those listed in DAR records.

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CHAPTER - 1 -
OUR ELLIOT ANCESTORS OF SALEM & SUTTON, MASSACHUSETTS

Daniel ELLIOT was born ca 1630 and died before 1681. One can only speculate where

he originated. He could have come from England or Scotland. Many Elliot's
existed on both sides of the border of Scotland and England. The continuous
war with England encouraged many Scots to move to Ulster in Northern Ireland.
Others were taken prisoner and brought to the New World and the son, Daniel,
may have been one of these! Many of the early settlers of Sutton were Scotch-
Irish from Ulster that came the time Sutton was first settled between 1704-18.
Since our Elliots, who arrived in the New World three- quarters of a century
earlier, made strong ties with these settlers, it would appear very likely our

Elliots had very strong Scotland ties. This compiler believes the evidence
strongly indicates that they were Scotch-Irish from Ulster. It is reported a
number of the Elliot Clan moved to Ulster as early as 1607. [See APPENDIX "A"
for are view of the 'ELLIOT's of SCOTLAND]. He married Mary LAMBERT. The
LAMBERTS were fishermen and mariners. The First Church of Salem in Nov 1681
listed Mary and the following three children;

DANIEL ELLIOT [2] [l1. Daniel 1] b. ca 1661 and married in 1686 to Hannah CLOYES

born ca 1665. She was the daughter of Peter and Hannah [LITTLEFIELD] CLOYES
born ca 1640 [See APPENDIX "C" for details of her family]. Hannah's father,
Edmund LITTLEFIELD, was born in England ca 1600 and is said to have come to
America from Litchfield or Southampton and landed in Boston on 26 May 1636.
His wife was Agnes [Annis] AUSTIN who was born about 1600, the daughter of
Richard AUSTIN, of Litchfield, Hants, England, who probably arrived here in
1638. Edmund LITTLEFIELD was probably the richest man in Wells, Maine, and was

a farmer and miller. His will mentions mills, stock, cattle, and lands.
Daniel appeared on the witness stand on behalf of his stepmother who was
accused of “witchcraft' in Salem Village in 1692. They removed a short later
to Framingham (known earlier as East Salem) and then to Oxford ca 1713. He

took up a mill lot near H. 135 and in 1715 with the town's permission resigned
this to his sons, Ebenezer and James, and went a short distance up the stream
and settled at the Pope farm, H. 132. Before March 1720 he removed to Sutton
and records show him there 28 Jun 1728, having purchased 25 acres in the fifth
division adjacent to land of his son Daniel, Jr. Record of Sutton of 20 Dec
1731 show Daniel, Sr., served on the "2nd seet" of the jury with son, Daniel,
serving on the "4th seat". James, probably another son, served on the "fore
seet ye side galley". Many Elliot descendants with neighbors removed from
Sutton to Croydon Twp, Cheshire Co [later named Sullivan Co], NH, just prior to
and after the Revolutionary War. Township clerks of Croydon Twp, Sullivan Co,
NH, put much of this material together - Alonzo Allen prior to 1880 and Dana S.
Gross who succeeded him. Mr. Gross added a ninth son, Joseph, and this
compiler isn't familiar with his source of this information. Joseph had an
unmarried sister, Elizabeth, died in 1760, who should also be a part of this
family if Joseph belongs. The fact she only mentioned Joseph in her will and
no other brothers makes this compiler feel they were not siblings of this
family. However, it is possible Joseph was the only surviving sibling in 1760.

Daniel ELLIOT [3] [4. Daniel 2, 1] born 17 Aug 1687 married on 12 Feb 1707 to
Sarah PROVENDER of Framingham, MA.

Ebenezer and James. Daniel's home lot was on the Town's Plain, east side of
the eight-rod way, and was owner of the mills. Other records list his property
in Oxford as the N.E. side of Main Street, corner of Federal Hill Road. A tiny
brook with a bridge went thru his property. The brook is still called Elliot's
Mill Brook. His father had this mill. He sold his whole estate in 1716 and
removed to Sutton, buying land there in 1722.

CHAPTER - 2 -
OUR CROYDON TWP, NH, ANCESTORS & RELATIVES
SKETCH of CROYDON

CROYDON, in the county of Sullivan, in 1966, was a residential town, bounded on
the north by Grantham, east by Springfield and Sunapee south of Newport and west by
Cornish. Most of its 24,064 acres are covered with rocks and forests. The soil is
generally unproductive; 1its scenery is wild and picturesque. The terrain is rugged.
The highest elevation in Sullivan County, Croydon Mountain, rises
2780 feet above sea level. The other elevations are Pinnacle and Sugar Hill in the
central part of town, Baptist Hill in the southern, Pine Hill in the northern, and
Baltimore and Camel's Hump in the southwestern section of town.

Three hundred and twenty acres are covered by water, Lake Coniston [formerly
Long Lake] Rocky Bound and Spectacle in the eastern and Governor's Pond in the
southwestern part of the town are the principal bodies of water. The north branch of
Sugar River [splits the old JOHN ELLIOT farm] flows through town in a southwesterly
direction. Other streams are Beaver, Ash Swamp, and Long Pond Brooks.

The population is centered in two villages. East Village is situated on the
north branch of Sugar River at the head of Spectacle Pond [JOHN ELLIOT is interred in
cemetery overlooking Spectacle Pond] and on the main road from Newport to Lebanon.
Here can be found the town hall, library, school, store, and
Congregational Church. Many homes are in this area or at Croydon Flat which is
located at the junction of Sugar River and Beaver Brook and at the head of the
extended meadows below. In addition to residences, there is a rest home and a church
in this area. Many condos were being built in the area in 1987. Dennis Howard,
present [1999] resident and owner of the old John Elliot farm, had nothing good to say
about their intrusion into his beautiful environment that their land they had given
much care had a large input. This compiler noted they were out of sight from his home
[built by EZRA ELLIOT] and his reply was, "I can see them when I mow my hay!"

The charter of Croydon 1is dated May 31, 1763, with the first settlement in
1766. Many of the settlers moved up from Sutton, Worcester Co, MA. This area of
Massachusetts was settled starting about 1714 by largely Scotch-Irish, a rugged breed
of Presbyterians who had first been shipped across the Irish Sea to Ulster in the
Seventeenth century, only to decide again for a start in the New World in the early

Eighteenth. The French-Indian War ended in 1759 and many young men from Sutton
participated with

a group of rangers - some lost there lives and are interred at Crown Point, NY. Some
of the survivors were early settlers of Croydon, probably having passed that way
during the conflict with the French and Indians. "The men and women of this Scotch-

Irish breed along the frontier did not carry the abhorrence of the wilderness
ingrained in generations of Puritan farmers, in whom a love for the woods was once
even considered sinful and a punishable crime." [Quote from Wm. F. Robinson in his
book, MOUNTAIN NEW ENGLAND.] The early pioneers cleared many of the steep hillsides
that made productive pastures for a

short period. Much of these glacial ridges were covered by mature white pine that
stood 150 feet tall and 12 feet in diameter. Dennis Howard [proprietor of the former
John ELLIOT land] reported in 1990 that they allowed one of these giants to be removed
along with several hundred board feet of veneer oak from the glacial ridge east of
their 1830 home built by Ezra ELLIOT, son of John. The revenue was put to good use by
restoring the roof of this fine old house.

Sheep and wool production became the major agriculture enterprise after the
pines were harvested. In the spring maple syrup and sugar production was a big
enterprise for families like John
ELLIOT. Dennis Howard's father, Henry, was tapping nearly 200 trees in 1965 when this

compiler paid the first wvisit to this farm. [John ELLIOT moved there some time
between 16 Jun 1782 when Comfort's oldest half-brother was born and his oldest half-
sister who was born in Croydon 12 Jun 1784. Lemuel ROWELL arrived later but prior to

1794 as daughter and Comfort's bride, Martha, was born there 7 May 1794.] Population



peaked in 1820 at 1060 and has remained below 400 since 1900. [Comfort and Martha
left in 1836 shortly after the population peak - the thin soil resource was expended
by 1830. There were one hundred and seventeen farmers in 1850 listed in Croydon Twp.
while only one existed 1in 1966. It was reported that 2.1 million acres of
agricultural land in the New England States returned to wilderness between 1810 and
1930.1

Much credit for the preceding information must be given to Rita Gross, who
retired as township clerk in 1987 and instrumental in compiling the CROYDON
BICENTENNIAL [1966] booklet that she presented this compiler. Compiler has visited
Croydon five times and awed each time with the beauty and the history retained. One
would suggest October 1 to greet the color of the sugar maples, second to none in the
New England States. Of course, one must visit the old JOHN ELLIOT farm and meet the
present owners, Connie and Dennis Howard. You'll find them to be your kind of people.
His family purchased the farm in 1879, Ezra ELLIOT having sold it ca 1841. Dennis
will be proud to show the barns built probably before 1800, the EZRA ELLIOT TURNPIKE
closed in 1832, wells and original location of John's house where Comfort was born,
and the new house [present residence] built about 1830 that contains many interior
items of the old house. Dennis has identified 13 different buildings on the farm and
they are chuck full of antiques - enough to stock any museum. Don’t forget and stop
on the west side of Spectacle Pond and meet Rita & Gerald Gross. Rita served as
township clerk many years after the long tenure of her father-in-law, Dana Gross. To
be township clerk there, one must be a genealogist and historian. This compiler met
Dana in 1965 when he was 86. He greeted me with, '"Welcome home. You sure took a long
time coming back!

John 5, Jonathan 4, 3, Daniel 2, 1] born 16 Jun 1782, the
oldest half-brother of Comfort. He married 16 Jun 1801 to Lois DODGE of
Grantham, Sullivan Co, NH. They left Croydon in 1815 and moved to Marston, P.
of Quebec. In 1853 they moved west and Lois died in Iowa in 1864. The 1811
Tax Records of Grantham Twp show John, Jr, with one pole [voting right], two
horses, two oxens, two 2-year old cattle, one cow, one acre of tillage, seven
acres of mowing, 16 acres of pasture, 50 acres of 1st 100 lots, and 196 acres
in 3rd 100 lots. Valuation of his total inventory for tax purposes was $9.56.
His taxes were broken down with $4.78 summer road tax, $2.39 winter road tax,
$2.40 school tax, $2.01 town tax, $1.07 State tax, and $0.28 county tax. John
may have married second to Elsie Dunning. Story County, IA, genealogical
records show an Edmund "Edd' Elliott, the son of John of New Hampshire and
Elsie Dunning. This Edmund was born 2 Sep 1830 and died 12 Sep 1909. He was a
Civil War Veteran, buried in Oakhill Cemetery in Story Co, and one of Story
County's earliest settlers. If this "Edd' is the son of our John, it would
make him a first cousin of Lemuel who also served in the Civil War and whose
son, Edmonton ‘Edd', settled nearly 25 years later than the older 'Edd' in an
adjacent township in Story Co. Incomplete records of Dr. Henry A. Elliot
indicates he may have had a son, Samuel, born in 1798 or 1803 who married
Judith Parker who died in 1834 and married again to the second sister of first
wife, Sally Parker, who died in 1883.

He married Martha
Wheeler ROWELL, daughter of Lemuel and Mary [SEVERANCE] ROWELL, born 7 May 1794
in Salem, Rockingham Co, MA. Comfort and Martha's marriage was published in
Croydon Twp on 8 Dec 1823. Lemuel was a Revolutionary War soldier. See
APPENDIX "H" for additional information on Temuel and Mary [SEVERANCE] ROWELL.
Comfort was a captain in the New Hampshire Militia. Comfort's family resided
on a farm in Croydon Twp east of Spectacle Pond. The farm has since been known
as the Hiram Clark farm. Comfort and Martha were on the Croydon Twp, Sullivan
Co, NH, tax list until Sep 1836 when they left for Illinois, leaving behind
their oldest daughter, Lucinda Jane, who was married at the time. By this
date, the thin soils on the steep upland slopes that had been cleared of rocks
and trees had been so badly depleted by erosion that the land was no longer
productive for farming. At one time there were more than one hundred farmers
listed in Croydon Twp tax rolls. In 1965 there was only one! Comfort & Martha
taried a year [1836] in Waterford, Le Beouf Twp, Erie Co, PA, where their sixth
child, Sherburn, was born. The family moved to Trumbull County in 1843. This
area was known at one time as the "Connecticut Western Reserve", settled
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largely by New Englanders and was described by some as being more New England
than New England. They also lived at Niles and Youngstown, OH. They left
Croydon by ox-cart but neither Comfort or Martha ever reached the Rock River
County of Illinois. Comfort died 3 Aug 1850 at Girard, Trumbull Co, OH, and is
interred there. Son Willard was crushed by saw logs near Poland, also in this
area.

She was
born 4 Jan 1808 at Newport, Sullivan Co, NH, and died 10 Mar 1863 at Jericho,
Chittenden Co, VT. Ezra and family resided on his father's farm and built the
brick house on the east side of the brook, on the road leading from East
Village to Grantham Hollow. The well preserved house built by Ezra about 1830
was still there in 1999 along with the barns that John had built probably
before 1800. The present proprietors, Dennis and Connie Howard, were busy
restoring the interior - attempting to remove eleven layers of paint! Many of
the “Christian' doors, drawers, and the interior trim were believed to be part
of the “o0ld' house built ca 1782. Dennis believed the brick used for the house
was from the same source as those used for the school house in East Village,
Croydon Twp - the oldest school in New Hampshire still in use in 1987. The
abandoned road [turnpike] to the west had been the first and main road into
Croydon and had been known as the "Ezra Elliot Turnpike". Ezra and family
removed to Jericho, VT, in Feb of 1841. He resided there until his death on 30
Sep 1880. Betsey and Ezra were born in Jericho, VT, and Betsey died there.
Their other children were born in Croydon or Grantham Twps. Dr. Henry A.
Elliot in a letter written ca 1930 referred to their son, Rev. Lester, as being
as saintly a human being that ever lived and his father, Deacon Ezra, in late
years saintly, too!

308. Lucinda Jane [ELLIOTT] [Blanchard] FOWLES [7] [160. Comfort 6, John 5, Jonathan
4, 3, Daniel 2, 1] was born 9 Jul 1819 in Croydon Twp, Sullivan Co, NH; died
24 Jul 1903 at Hudson, Lincoln Co, South Dakota. She apparently married first
to a Blanchard in 1836 or prior. "Lou' [Elliott] Fogleman stated that her
father, Rev. S.A., had told her that his sister, Lucinda, was left behind in NH
when they left there in 1836 because she was married. She married 9 Jul 1839 to
Jacob [Joseph/Josiah] FOWLES in Claremont, Sullivan Co, NH. This was a second

marriage for each. He was first married to Mary R. Fiske. Jacob was born 5
Oct 1804 in Braintree [now Quincy], Norfolk Co, MA, and died 1886 [1881 ?] at
Canton, SD. In 1846 Lucinda and Jacob removed from Claremont to Boston
[Charlestown area] and lived at 7 Piedmont St. The Boston city directory of
1867 lists Jacob FOWLES as a "carriage painter" - a lucrative "profession" in
those days. In 1871 they went to Hudson in the Dakota "Territory" [now North
and South Dakota]. Children of Lucinda and Jacob;

309. Willard Wilcox ELLIOTT 7] [160. Comfort 6, John 5, Jonathan 4, 3, Daniel 2, 1]
was born 14 Oct 1825 in Croydon Twp, Sullivan Co, NH, and died 14 Feb 1863 -
only four days after the birth of his son. He was a blacksmith. Tradition has
him killed by a falling tree while cutting timber while alone near Youngstown,
OH. Letter [APPENDIX Q.3 page ] written by his sister, Martha, on 6 Apr
1863 indicates that he was getting lumber to build a blacksmith shop from a
sawmill one and a half or two miles from where he lived. He had gone there
with his team of oxen and sled, taking his lunch. A man chopping wood in sight
of where he was working noticed his team hadn't moved for some time. He went
to see where he was and found him dead under a log, having been there probably
three hours. He is buried at Poland, Mahoning Co, OH. [Martha's letter states
he was buried at Powers Bank in the Loveland Graveyard.] The Loveland
Graveyard was undoubtedly a family cemetery as his sister-in-law's name was
Sarah Loveland. Sarah stated that the horses and cattle that no other man
could do anything with would go to Willard when he went to the field. She
thought it strange but he said he always spoke kindly to them and they all
loved him and would come to his call. A Mr. Powers said he did not think he
left one enemy in this whole world. At the time of his death they were living
three miles south of Candfield with her sister. He had recently purchased
[paying cash] three acres with a house that he planned to move into the first
of April. He had invited his sister, Martha, to live with them until her
husband, Thomas Jones, returned from the army who at that time was stationed in
Franklin, Tennessee. [Thomas never returned from the Civil War.] Willard
married 29 Dec 1853 in Youngstown, OH, to Mary URMSON, born 10 Nov 1835 in
Virginia. She died 20 Sep 1914 in Sigourney, IA, and is buried in Oxford
Cemetery, Henry County, IL. Her parents were Ralph and Nancy [PRATT] URMSON,
both born in England. They sailed for America in October, 1830, and landed in
New York on 15 Nov 1830, and was followed by three brothers. According to 1860
census records of Youngstown Twp, Mahoning Co, OH, one of these, Henry B.
URMSON, was residing in the household of Willard and Mary along with her sister
Nancy and her husband James Thompson. In an adjacent home, lived her parents
and four of her younger brothers and sisters. The adult men, including her
father, uncle, Dbrother, brother-in-law, and husband, were all listed as coal
miners. Note 1875 map of Oxford Twp on page . When the railroad came
through Alpha, many of the houses in Oxford were moved to Alpha. Five years
after Willard's death, Mary married his brother, Charles S. Sister Martha in
her letter indicated she was urging Charles to join them so she may have served

as the "match-maker'. Children of Willard and Mary were;

Jonathan 4, 3, Daniel 2, 1] born 20 Dec 1826 in Croydon Twp, Sullivan Co., NH,
and died 10 Jan 1919 in Sigourney, Keokuk Co, IA, and buried in Ottumwa,
Wapello Co, IA. She married three times, helped raise nine children from her
first and second husbands but had none of her own. She married first to Thomas
JONES in Aug 1852 in Youngstown, OH. He died in 8 Jul 1863 in No. 7 Hospital
in Louisville, KY, from Amacmea while a soldier in the Ohio Vol. in the Civil
War. His first wife was Elizabeth BROWN who died 31 Mar 1852 in Brier Hill,
Mahoning Co, OH. Thomas and Elizabeth had two daughters; Mary [Jones] Young,
deceased by 14 Dec 1916, and Catherine b. 16 Aug 1848. Catherine married K. E.
Thompson and they celebrated their 50th Wedding Anniversary [See poem written
by Martha on page ]. She married second on 28 Oct 1864 to David C. EVANS,
also a soldier in the Civil War. He died 14 Feb 1872. He left her financially
independent. Martha married third on 10 Oct 1877 to William P. McMILLAN who
died 21 Jan 1896 in Iowa and is interred in Sigourney. Martha was very proud
of her ancestry, growing up with President William McKinley, and having been
baptized by Rev. James A. Garfield who later became President of the United
States. She was a member of the D.A.R. as a descendant of Lemuel ROWELL, her
grandfather. APPENDIX "I" is a history of her life as she was growing up -
information that she provided to the D.A.R. about 1887. She enjoyed writing



and reciting poetry. APPENDIX "P" includes some she composed, including one at
the age of 88.

Comfort 6, John 5, Jonathan 4, 3, Daniel 2, 1] His
middle initial 'R' represents either “Randolph' or "Rowell'. He was born 15 May 1830
in Croydon Twp, Sullivan Co, NH; and died 22 Jun 1875 - interred in "Old" Morristown
Cemetery, IL. He joined the Union Army as a corporal at Trivoli, IL, on 11 Aug 1862.
His description listed him as being 5 feet 5 1/2 inches; hair, dark; eyes, hazel;
complexion, dark; native, Mahoning County, OH. He was a member of Capt. Hitchcock's
Co, 86 Reg't. Ill. Vol. Inf. In 1863 he was promoted to Sgt. in Co D, 86 Reg't IL,
and mustered out 6 June 1865. He married Thankful Caroline JACOBS, born in 1837 and

died in 1917. After Lemuel's death, she married second to Thomas ROGERS. While
serving in the Civil War, Lemuel and Thankful sold 120 acres located in Sec 26, Rice
Twp, Ringgold Co, IA, to his younger brother, Rev. Sherburn. (NOTE : 23 Jan 1864 -

Lemuel R. ELLIOTT and Thankful ELLIOTT of Peoria County and State of Illinois sold to
Sherburn A. ELLIOTT of Bureau County and State afforesaid for the sum of $600 a tract
of land in Ringgold County and State of Iowa being the E 1/2 of the NE 1/4 and the SW
1/4 of the NE 1/4 of Section No. 26 in TWP No. 68 North of Range 30W in State

aforesaid.) They purchased this with an additional 120 acres from Sherburn in 1858
probably for speculation purposes and likely sold due to economic problems brought on
by his participation in the Civil War. This land and adjacent land in the same
Section No. 26, starting in 1871, was to become the home of Rev. Sherburn and
birthplace of several of his descendants.

Now [1985] only a few houses and the cemetery
where Lemuel and Thankful are buried remain.) Charles and Mary are both buried
in Oxford Cemetery.

also an early Methodist Minister - in Illinois between 1852 and 1866 and in
Iowa from 1866 until his retirement in 1889. Rev. Sherb died 10 Oct 1926 and
is interred beside his daughter, "Mattie' BARNES, in Middle Fork Cemetery in
Ringgold Co, IA. He and Louisa were divorced ca 1891, and she made her home
their son, "Will', and daughter, Jessie. Will and Jessie never married and
spent much of their lives on a farm in Poe Twp, three miles south of Mt Ayr.
Louisa is interred with many of the Elliotts in Rose Hill Cemetery in Mt Ayr,
IA. Rev. S.A.'s middle name, Allamando, was the title of a popular song of the
day. After moving to Peoria County, IL, in 1853, he started to study ministry
there. He was a minister of the Methodist - Episcopal Church and joined the
Peoria, IL, Conference in 1858 when he was ordained an elder at Galesburg. He
preached in Fulton County of that state. He directed a letter 14 Oct 1858 from
Oquawka, IL, to his brother Charles, living at Walnut Grove, Knox Co, IL. In
1866 he transferred to the Des Moines Conference and in 1868 preached in Warren

Co, 1IA. The Rev. and Louisa buried an infant daughter, “Annie', while at
Carlisle, Polk Co, IA, in 1869. Church records show him at Hopeville and
Chariton [1870], Bethel [Corning District] [1871], Mormontown [Corning] [1873],
and Conway [C. D.] [1874]. He was on the superannuated list with the exception
of one year until 1875. The 28 Oct 1880, issue of the Ringgold Record reported
that he left the pastorate on account of failing health. He continued
performing marriages and funeral services after 1880 - substituting for

ministers in the area.

Rev. Sherburn acquired 80 acres of land in McLean Co, IL, in 1862, - Lot
1, SW 1/4 Sec 7, Twp 23 Range 6E. He sold this in 1864 to a Wm. Thomas. While
still a resident of Henry Co, IL, on 17 Sep 1856 he purchased, from John and
Louisa Borland, 240 acres for $300 located in the east half of Sec 26, Rice
Twp, Ringgold Co, IA. [$1.25 per acres was the gov't price of land in the
county at this time.] Borland had acquired the land from John H. Abansfield,
who had purchased the Warrant from James Harvey, Sergeant Captain Dorsey's
Company, Illinois Militia, Black Hawk War. This was granted to Harvey by Act
of Congress, approved 3 Mar 1855. On 25 Nov 1858 Rev. S.A. sold this 240 acres
to his brother and brother's wife, Lemuel and Thankful, for the sum of $800.°
All three parties were residents of Peoria Co, IL. On 26 Jan 1864 Rev. S. A.
purchased the back half of this land for $600 [120 acres] located in the Nw 1/4
of Sec 26 from his brother and wife, Sgt. Lemuel R. and Thankful Elliott. Rev.
S.A. was listed as living in Bureau Co, IL, and the Sgt. and Thankful still in
Peoria Co. A Quit Claim Deed shows Lemuel and Thankful transferring the south
120 acres on 14 Aug 1871 to Benjamin J. Burgess of Ringgold Co for one dollar.
A book could be written on the land transactions that took place in the next 70
years dealing with the parcels of land in the east half of Sec 26. This
"Section 26" became the home of four generations of Elliott descendants,
starting in 1871 when Rev. S.A. and Louisa moved to this farm and ceased when

his grandson, Mark ELLIOTT, retired from this farm in 1968. The last
descendant born while the mother was 1living on the farm was David Elliott
NICHOLS, son of Zoe [ELLIOTT] and Donald O. NICHOLS, on 14 May 1943. "Don' was
serving in the Army Air Force in World War II. On 21 Oct 1890, Rev. S.A. sold
80 acres bordering his original purchase to his son, "A.W.', and his wife,
Emma, for $1500. They purchased an additional 40 acres on the west on 1 Jan

1907 for $1780 from N.V. Tyrrel and his wife, Flora. A.W. and Emma moved to Mt
Ayr in 1915, when it became the home of Mark and his new bride, Ilah SPENCER.
The latter couple purchased this 120 acres on 1 Mar 1934 at the height of the
depression for $3400, having obtained a five percent interest loan for $2500
from the Federal Land Bank at the height of the depression. (NOTE: This
compiler asked his Dad shortly thereafter, "How did you determine the value of
the farm? His reply was, "We had three appraisers evaluate it, took the
average, and added $5 per acre to that number." Five dollars sounds small
today but would have represented almost 20 percent of the acre value of land in
Ringgold Co at that time!) With this loan paid off in 1957, they sold the farm
in 1972 for approximately $200 per acre.

At the time of Sherburn's departure, he resided on land bordering that
acquired from Lemuel on the east in the NE 1/4 of Sec 25, a mile walk from the
A.W. ELLIOTT Farm but a walk that he made frequently until his death. He had
several apple trees and frequently delivered a sack of apples to his daughter-
in-law, Emma. This had to be a sizeable task for an elderly man that was only
five foot three inches tall. A frequent request was, "Emma, I am feeling
rather poorly today. Could you scald me some milk and give me some crackers?"
Bald at an early age, he maintained a long white beard. Grandchildren and
other family members were obviously very fond of him. Letters between he and
his brothers, sisters, and grandchildren preserve the high regard that they
held for each other.

Rev. S.A. was an active participant in community affairs throughout. One
newspaper article that he clipped and saved would indicate that he felt deeply
indebted to the Civil War Veterans. An oath manual among his keepsakes

indicated that he was a member of a FREEMAN'S Organization whose pledge was;
"To defend and perpetuate freedom and the Union, I pledge my life, my fortune
and my sacred honor. So help me, God.'" He was a contributor and promoter of
the Methodist Health Center in Des Moines and Simpson College in Indianola, IA.
He did his part in promoting railroads in southern Iowa and served as president

of the Industrial Mutual Telephone Company in 1905. [Telephone lines came to
the Rev. S.A. and A.W. farms in 19007]. He also served as Justice of Peace for
Rice Township [1880-88]. In 1915 he was President of the country school board
while minutes were being kept by the secretary, his grandson - Mark ELLIOTT,
the new groom. In politics, he was a Republican and Prohibitionist and,
fraternally, was a Mason. New Englanders had belonged to the Mason's since the
Eighteenth Century, inscribing the emblem on tombstones and sometimes in the
peaks of barns. Rev. S.A. and Louisa were the parents of eight children.
Annie died in infancy in Carlisle. Lillie died at the age of five near Mt Ayr
and is interred in Middle Fork Cemetery. [NOTE : After the death of the five-
year old 'Lillie', Rev S.A. wrote a poem in her memory, entitled "LILLIE", that
was published.

She and her mother moved to a
farm two miles northwest of Alpha when she was eight years old, her father

having been killed three years previously. She married in Alpha in Jan 1879 to
ohn Fremont CALKINS born in Alpha 1 Dec 1856 and died there 25 May 1922. They
moved to the Calkins farm in 1879 and she lived there for 57 years. His

parents were Mr. and Mrs. Anson CALKINS who were amongst the first settlers of
Alpha, and built the first house there, that was occupied in 1936 by Mr. and
Mrs. Walter PETERSON.

Willard Wilcox ELLIOTT) [8] [309. Willard 7, Comfort 6, John 5, Jonathan 4, 3,
Daniel 2, 1] born 10 Feb 1863 in Mahoning Co, OH, and died 8 May 1936 at the
home of his nephew and niece, Mr. & Mrs. Walter Peterson, in Alpha, Henry Co,
IL. Funeral service was held on Sunday afternoon at the Baptist Church in
Alpha and sunset burial was in Sigourney, Keokuk Co, IA, at the West Cemetery,*’
conducted by the local IOOF Lodge. He was a member of the Sigourney Church of
Christ and the Local IOOF. In 1868 he moved with his parents from Ohio to
Alpha, IL. In 1898 he moved to Sigourney, IA, where he married 19 Oct 1898 to
Janette "Nettie' Josephine GAYLORD born 27 Nov 1858 in Cadis, Green Co, WI, and
died 20 Jan 1917 near Sigourney, IA. She spent her early life around Windslow,
IL, and moved to Sigourney in 1888 where she kept house for her two brothers,
William and Frank Gaylord, until her marriage. At her death William was living

At this time he was a
traveling salesman for J. R. WATKINS MEDICAL CO - well known pharmaceutical
company in the midwest for many years after the turn of the century. [See his
letter - Appendix Q.10] The Pharmacy Commission, Des Moines, listed “licenses
of itinerant vendors of patent medicines in force July 1, 1905, and included W.

site of the Clearview Care Home for senior citizens - Emma was the first
resident when opened in 1962. After leaving the farm, he worked some for the

railroad assembling Model T's. "Al' and Emma were active members of the
Methodist Church. He joined in early manhood at Eureka southeast of Delphos,
IA. At five feet eleven inches, he towered over his five-foot three-inch
father. He detested the name ‘Allamando' ’and much preferred his friends to
call him "Al' or "A.W.' At the age of nine, he lost his left eye when struck
accidently by an ax

while watching a young friend chop wood. He is remembered for his fine sense

of humor and cheerful disposition, always seeing the bright side of everything.
He enjoyed quoting poetry -

generally ending by giving credit to an author that may or may not have
existed. He also played a harmonica and Jew's-harp that delighted any
grandchild that may have been around as an audience. This compiler was one of
the many grandchildren that enjoyed his many stories on the chain supported
bench swing on their front porch - stories of trapping prairie chickens, prairie
fires, etc. Al chewed tobacco, always “saucered' his coffee, and said “grace'
before every meal. The ‘“carom board' was always readily available when the
grandchildren arrived for overnite stays. Emma was an extremely strong-willed
person and often spoke of being Yankee and Pennsylvania Dutch descent. She
taught in a country school in her early years. She worked for a doctor after
moving to Mt Ayr, and learned to give massages in her home. They owned one
automobile purchased new - a 1928 Whippet. Only Grandma drove it. They both
enjoyed gardening and had many peach trees. Compiler often wondered what
instigated their naming their second son, REES. Reading "Local Items" in the 2
