LESLIES of BALQUHAINE.

A very Honourable Family almost always Knights often
Shireffs of Aberdeen, and at One Time Three Lesleys were
Generals of Armies in 3 Kingdoms, as Walter Count Lesley in
Germany, Alexander Lesley Earl of Leven in Scotland and
Sir Alexander Lesley of Auchintoul in Muscovy besides many
Colonels and other inferior Officers.

LESLEY of WaARDIs.

Bears Argent on a Bend Azure betwixt Two Laurel Leaves
slipped Vert, Three Buckels Or.

1. Georce Lesiey Second Son to Andrew Sixth Lord
Lesley and Dowglas Daughter to Lord Dowglas
for his good Service to King Robert Bruce in the Wars
against King Edward the Second of England and against King

- Edward Baliol in the Minority of King David Bruce gat from
King David Bruce Anno 1340 the Lands of Balwhaine, Syde,
Bracaith! and Knockmalews, Knockblewes or Knockinglews
and others in the Garreoche. Of this George Lesley the
Houses and Families of Balquhain, Wardis (or Wardhouse),
Pitcapil, Kincraigie and Kinninvie are descended. He married
Elizabeth Keith Daughter to the Laird of Innerugy, who bare’

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" to him a Son called Hemline and a Daughter. His Son
" Hemline succeeded to him. Sir George got from King David
Bruce the Lands above named, and died in 1351.

2. Sir Hemune Lesiey of Balwhaine succeeded to his
Father George Lesley. He married Anna Maxwell Daughter
to the Lord Maxwell of Carlaverock, whose Posterity are Earl
of Niddisdale. She bare a Son Andrew and 2 Daughters

Lesleys.
Lescey Daughter to Sir Hemline Lesley of Balwhaine
was Lady of Baldathash.

8. Siz AnpreEw LEstey Son to Sir Hemline Lesley of Bal-
whaine succeeded to his Father. He married Helen (Isobell)
Mortimer Daughter to Bernard Mortimer of Craigievar. She
bare a Son William and 4 Daughters, Margaret,

and Lesleys. He was slaine at Brakah by the
Shirreff of Angus 22 January 1420, whereupon his Lady
founded a Chaplainry where he lies.

Tuis Sir Andrew Lesley of Balquhaine was Master of
Horses to Alexander Stewart Earl of Marr, and was One of his
chief Captains at the Battle of Harlaw in Anno 1411, who
loved him, and gave the Lands of Ludlaw to maintain a
Chaplain at the Chappel of Garrioch to pray for this Sir
Andrew perpetually. It is said That he had Seventy Children.
But most of them were unlawfully begotten. It is reported
That in One Night he begot Seven Children in sundry Places,
and That all their Mothers lay in Child Bed at One Time, and
That his Lady sent to every One of them in Charity Half a
Boll of Meal, Half a Boll of Malt,a Wedder and Five Shillings
of Money. At the Battle of Harlaw Eleven of his Sons were
killed at Lesleys Croce. Other Thirteen Sons who were left at
Banochie seeing the Battle joined out of Love to their Father,
and at his Lady’s Perswasion went to the Battle, and were all
slain. The Occasion of his going to Banochie was a Discord
betwixt him and Sir John Forbes of Druminer Predecessor to
the Lord Forbes, which occasioned the Earl of Mar to be
offended with him, whereupon he went to Banochie a high
Mountain near his House of Balwhaine, and fortified it, and
staid till his Peace was made. Yea, and after both he and his
Successors fortified it, and dwelt in it. While he staid at
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Banochy, he 'went to Stradone ‘(Strathdoun), and spuilzied
these Lands, and brought away with him a Heirship and also
a Daughter to the Baron of Cray of Enivarvine (Innervin)
Chief of the Clan Allan. She was called the fair Maid of
Stradone. He kept her,many Years in Banochie, and begot on
her Malcolm, to whom his Father gave the Lands of Cults.

Marcory Lestey Bastard Son to Sir Andrew Lesley of
Balwhaine got from his Father the Lands of Cults. He
married
She bare Two Sons, Sir Andrew and Alexander Lesleys.

Stk ANDREw LEsLEY eldest Son to;Malcolm Lesley of Cults
was Parson of Flisk. He married not, but had a Daughter a
Bastard called Marjory. She married John Gordun of Essie.
She bare many Sons, viz. Alexander Gordon Predecessor to

Gordon of Carnburron and Brockie, Duncan of
Knoven, William at the Budge of Gight, Alexander of
Cracallie and Crimond.

ALexaNDER Lrsiey of Second Son to Malcolm
Lesley of Cults was an honest and wise Man. He was Baillie
of the Lands of Frendraught for Dumbar Earl

of Murray and to Elizabeth Dumbar his Daughter. He

married Marion Cruickschank Daughter to Cruickschank [page314]

of Auchinden. She bare four Sons, George, Beroald, Malcolm
and M’ Galvine.

Georce Lesiey eldest Son to Alexander of Auchiny was
Laird of Earlfield and Baillie to the Laird of Balwhaine. He
got from his Father the Lands of Little Craig in Heritage, and
sundrie Wodsets. He was hurt at Flowdon, and died of his
Wounds at his Return. He left One Son Andrew Parson of
Fetterneir and Oyne and a Daughter Elizabeth, who married
First Henry Tarbet, and next William Thane.

Beroarp LesLey Second Son a wise Man. He was Parson
of Rothes and Vicar of Elgin. He educate Earl
of Rothes and Laird of Balwhaine and others of
his Name in his House very virtuously, and at his Death he
was buried in the Chanorie Kirk of Elgin with his Brother M*
Galvine (as the Monuments testify) 25'® May 1529. He left a
Daughter Margaret who married John Lesley Second Son to

Lesley of Arkenway.
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Marcor Lesiey Third Son to Alexander was taken
Prisoner in the Feuds betwixt the Lesleys and the Forbeses,
and carried behind a Man to Drumminor, and then basely
killed by the Perswasion of the Laird of Lenturk. He left a
Son George called George of Cults. He was slain at Pinkie
1547.

Mz GaLviNe 4 Son to Alexander of Achiny was Parson
of Kingusie. He studied and was licentiate of the Laws of
France, and at his Return was Official of the Diocess of
Murray. He was not married, but kept a Concubine
Butter Daughter to Butter of Gormack.’ She bare a
Son Mr. John.

Mke Joun Lestey Son to Mr Galvine Official of Murray and

Butter his Concubine studied long in France and
was Licentiate in the Civil and Canon Law. At his Return he
was made Parson of Snaw, then of Oyne, Official of Aberdeen,
Lord of the Session, after Co-Adjutor to the Abbay of
Lundores, and, at last Bishop of Ross. He was a faithfull
Servant to Queen Mary being of her Privy Council, her Agent
and Ambassador at several Courts during her Imprisonment in
England, and never ceased to act for her while he lived. He
wrote a Chronicle and History of Scotland faithfully and in a
good Style, and another Book of Queen Mary and her Sons
Title and Rights to the Crown of England after Queen Eliza-
beth. Also he penned an Oration to Queen Elizabeth for his
Release from Imprisonment. After Queen Mary’s Death he
went to France, and was Chancellor of Lyons. He died in
great Honour Anno 1595. He left Three Daughters, Janet
married to Andrew Lesley of New Lesley. The Second
married to M* Richard Irvine and the Third married
to Cruikshanks of Tullimoryne.

OF his (Sir Andrew Lesley of Balwhaine) Posterity many
are descended as Andrew in Cortachie, James in Ardeen, David
in Meikle Durno, George in Drumdelly and Andrew in Pits-
curvie. This Laird of Balwhaine was the Occasion of the
Feuds and Bloodsheds betwixt the Lesleys and the Forbeses.

Marcarer Lestey the eldest Daughter married Sir Alex-
ander Lesley of that Ilk in the Garreoch. He was the Second
Laird of Lesley of that Ilk.

Lesiey Second Daughter married
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Laird of Glack. Others say That she married Cheyne
of Straloch.
Lesiey Third Daughter married
Monro of Foulis.
Lesiey Fourth Daughter married
Cheyne.

4. Sir WiLLiam LesLEY succeeded to his Father Sir Andrew.
He was One of the Knights at the Coronation of King James 1%,
He married thrice, First, Elizabeth Fraser Daughter to
Lord of Lovat. She bare to him Two Sons, Alexander and
William and a Daughter Gaulde Lesley. Sir William after
the Death of his First Wife married Agnes Irvine Daughter to

Irvine Laird of Drum. She bare 8 Sons, Alexander,
George, Mr Thomas, and 5 Daughters,
and Lesleys, and after the Second
Wife's Death he married Eupham Lindsay Daughter to
William Lindsay of Cairnie Niece to Earl of
Crawfoord, and bare to him 2 Sons, David and James Lesleys
and 6 Daughters. This Sir William died 14* Aprile 1464.
His eldest Son Alexander succeeded to him. He was One of
Alexander Earl of Huntlie his Captains at the Battle of
Brechin 18 May 1452 against the Earl of Crawfoord. This
Sir William had many Bastard Sons, whereof One was Norman,
and another Patrick begotten on Marjory Meldrum Daughter
to Sir Thomas Meldrum of Fyvie.

Norman Lestey in Buchanstone Bastard Son to William
Laird of Balwhaine. He had 2 Sons, Norman Burgess of
Aberdeen (who had Two Sons John and Alexander both
Merchants in Aberdeen) and John in

Patrick Lestey in Brakah Clerk of Logydurno the Ls.u-d
of Balwhaine’s Second Bastard Son. He married Spens
Daughter to Spens of Boddoms. She bare Three
Sons, William, another William, Patrick,! and a Daughter

Lesley. This Man’s Posterity yet remain.

Avexanper his (Sir William Lesley of Balwhaine) eldest
Son succeeded to him. Sir William for his Valour at the
Battle of Brichen got from Alexander Earl of Huntlie the
Lands of Kincraigie in Marr and Abrachie in Strathbogie.

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This Sir William died 18® Aprile 1467. He had also a Son
Patrick born of a Good Gentlewoman.

WirLiam Lesiey of Craigtowie Second Son of the First
Marriage was the First Laird of Kincraigie of the Name of
Lesley. His Father Sir William got thir Lands of Kincraigie in
Marr from Alexander the First Earl of Huntley for his good
Service in assisting him at the Battle of Brechin against the Earl

of Crawfoord, as also the Lands of in Strathbogie.
Gaurpe (Goupie) Lestey Daughter of the First Marriage
married Barclay Laird of

ALEXANDER LEsLEY eldest Son of the Second Marriage with the
Laird of Drum’s Daughter was the First Laird of Wardis Lesley.

Besioes this Alexander First Laird of Wardes some Notes
bear That this Sir William had other Two Sons and a Daughter
of his Second Marriage, to wit, George, Mr Thomas and

Lesleys.

GrorcE LEsLEY Second Son to Sir William Lesley of
Balwhaine of his Second Marriage was the First Good-Man
of New Lesley. He married Comney Ramsay Daughter to

Ramsay of Dalhoussie. She bare a Son Walter who
succeeded to him and Alexander Lesley and Three Daughters.

ALexanpEr Lestey Second Son to George was the First
Laird of Kinninvie of the Name. When he was young he
travelled in France and Germany. At his Return he served
John Earl of Athol, and by his Father’s Counsel he got from
the Earl of Athol the Lands of Kinninvie in Balveny. He
married Mareon Caddel Daughter to Alexander Caddel alias
MacPhersone. She bare to him Six Sons, Walter, Mr Alex-
ander, George, William, M* Leonard and John Lesleys. This
Alexander built the House of Kinninvie.

WavLter LesLey his eldest Son succeeded to him.

[#ogesn7.] WartEr LEsLEy eldest Son to George the First of New
Lesley married Bigs! Bisset Daughter to
Bisset of Lessendrum. She bare Five Sons, George, Henry,
John William Mitchel and 5 Daughters, Bessie, Annabell,
Christian, Jean and Lesleys. This Walter succeeded
to his Father George, and George his Son succeeded to him.

Davip Lestey the Son of the Third Marriage was the First
Laird of Pitcapell of the Surname of Lesley.

Atrso the Notes bear That this Sir William had besides this
David other 8 Sons of his 3¢ Marriage, David, James of
Auchterallen, John and M" Andrew Lesleys and sundry
Daughters.

James Lesiey 2¢ Son of the 8¢ Marriage succeeded to his
elder Brother David. He married Bessie Seton Daughter to
the Laird of Meldrum. She bare to him Three Sons, David,
James, M* Walter.

Davip his eldest Son succeeded to him.

James Lestey of Resivet Second Son to James Second
Laird of Pitcaple. He was Tutor to his Nephew Alexander [sage315.]
Son to David, who was but young when his Father died.

Mz. Warrer Third Son was Parson of . He
married First in Edinburgh. Next he married
Elizabeth Stewart Daughter to John Earl of Athol. His First
Wife bare a Son Robert and a Daughter,

Lesley. His Second Wife bare Two Sons, Andrew Father to
Mr John, and George, and a Daughter Eupham Lesley.

Joun and Mr Axprew (Sons of Sir William Fourth Laird

of Balwhaine) had no Succession.
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JANET LEsiey the Daughter married John Forbes of

Dilpersie.

Otuer Notes bear That his Daughters of the Third
Marriage were

Bessie Lesiey married Alexander Menzies Provost of
Aberdeen.

MagcareT LEsLEY married George Forbes of Auchintoole.
Bessie married Duncan Davidson alias Thomson of Auchin-

hamper (Auchinlampers).
LesLey married Alexander Mar in Aberdeen.
Mavupie LesLey bore a Son to Earl of
Marshall.

Dovay LesLeEy married Thomas Guthrie in Kynblythmont.

OF these Three Sons (of Sir William Lesley Fourth Laird
of Balquhaine) are all the Lesleys of these Three Houses
lineally descended. Besides the lawfull Children this Sir
William had many Bastards.

5. ALExanpER LEesiey succeeded to his Father Sir William
Lesley of Balwhaine. He married Janet Gordon Daughter to
James Gordon of Carnburrows, whose Successor is Laird of
Rothiemay. She bare 2 Sons, Patrick and Robert, and 2
Daughters Margaret and Lesleys. After his

[#oge319.] First Wife's Death he married Mudziard Grant Daughter to
Donald Grant of Frewchie. She bare to him a Son William
Lesley. His Second Wife was Cumin a Daughter
of the Laird of Culter. Robert his Second Son died in France
at his Studies. This Alexander died 16" Aprile 1496.! His
eldest Son Patrick succeeded to him. This Alexander sold
Finlater in Touch to Duncan Forbes in Drumnalachie.
Another Account of this Man says

1. Daughter Lesley married Sir John Rutherfoord
in Aberdeen.

2. Daughter Lesley married David Anderson in
Aberdeen.

3. Daughter Lesley married John Stuart of
Strathdone.

Marcarer Lestey 1% Daughter to Alexander Lesley of

Lestey 2¢ Daughter married John Ogilvie of
Tulliesmachie in Boynd.

Wiuiam Lesiey the Son of the Second Marriage succeeded
to his elder Brother Patrick.

6. Parrick LesiEY succeeded to his Father Alexander, and
died sans Issue. Therefore his Brother succeeded to him. He
married Meuriald Grant Daughter to! Freuchy Knight. He
died Aprile 1496.

7. WirLiam Lesiey Son to Alexander Lesley of Balwhaine
of the Second Marriage succeeded to his Brother Patrick. (Yet
some Notes say this William was Son to Patrick). He married
Elizabeth Ogilvie Daughter to Sir William 2 Ogilvie of Boyne.
She bare Three Sons, John, Patrick and James, and 5 Daughters,
Isobel, Janet, Margaret, Agnes and Elizabeth Lesleys.

Arter his First Wife’s Death in September 1518 he married
Marjorie Keith Daughter to Alexander Keith Laird of Inner-
ugy, and she died without Succession. Thirdly, he married
Margaret Forbes Daughter to the Laird of Tochon. She also
had no Succession in August 1545. This Sir William Lesley
built the House of Balwhaine, and died 24'® August 1545.
John his eldest Son succeeded to him.

Tuis William lived very honourably. He acquired the
Lands of Whytecross, Ennerramsey, Pitbie, and Newlands,
and built the House of Balwhaine. He died in March 1545.
In his Time the Feuds betwixt the Lesleys and the Forbeses
were hot, and upon that Occasion he built the Castle of
Balwhaine for Strength. The First of the Feuds was occasioned
by Andrew Lesley on Pitscourrie his taking away
Bisset Daughter to Thomas Bisset of Balhagertie called the
Fair Maid of Kemney, and married her, which Sir John Forbes
of Drumminmor hearing (being then Baillie to the Earl of
Mar for his Lands of Balhargertie) he gathered a Company
of Men, and burnt the old House of Balwhaine,and this caused
much Blood. For the Laird of Balwhaine with his Friends
pursued them who burnt his House burnt many of their Houses,

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and killed many of their Followers in Anno 1526. The most
Part of the Shire of Aberdeen sided either with the One
Party or the other. So there followed many Slaughters, yea,
and of some considerable Gentlemen. But the Earl of Angus
and other Counsellours made Peace betwixt these Families.
But it lasted not long. For the Heir of the Family of Forbes
and the Laird of Linturk laid Wait for the Baron of Meldrum
a great Friend and Ally of the Lesleys, and murthered him,
and so the Quarrels broke out again more violently. But the
Nobility interposed, and banished the Murtherers, who went
to France, and were there in Misery, and so the Peace was
again patched up by Marriages, and yet there remained some
Animosities. For the House and Family of Balwhaine adhered
always to the Earls of Huntlie against the Forbeses.

Lesley died without Issue.

Isorer LEsiLEY his eldest Daughter married John Panton of
Pitmedden, and after his Death Alexander Seton of Meldrum.

Janer Lestey 2¢ Daughter married Patrick Leeth of

Magrcarer Lesiey 8¢ Daughter married Forbes
Good-Man of Auchintoule.

Acnes Lestey 4% Daughter married John Strathachan of
Kincraigie. '

Evizasers Lesiey 5% Daughter married James! Dumbar of
Tarbet.

8. Sk Joun Lesiey the Eighth Laird of Balwhaine suc-
ceeded to his Father Sir William, and was Shirefe of Aberdeen.
He married Margaret® Lesley Daughter to Patrick Lesley
Provost of Aberdeen, who bare to him John and William$
Lesleys and Four Daughters, Janet, Agnes, Barbara, and
Grissel Lesleys. His eldest Son succeeded to him. He died
in France 15 February 1561, where he was to be cured of
a great Sickness. He got many Lands from the Abbacy of
Lundoris, and from the Bishoprick of Aberdeen.

Daughter married M' James Hervie of
Boynds, aliter M* James Hervie of Elrick.

Barsara Lesiey 3! Daughter married Mr William Con of
Achinry or Auchrie. She bare George Con created a Cardinal
by P. P. Urban.

GrisseL Lestey 4® Daughter married Dumbar
of Boneshfeild in Ross.

JouN Lesiey of Balwhaine died before his Father Sir John.
He married Janet Wood Daughter to William Wood of
Bonytoun, who bare to him only Two Daughters, Jean and
Marjory Lesleys. He died in Aberdeen 12% March 1569.
This young Laird of Balwhaine got a Fall from the Battle-
ment of the Tolbooth of Aberdeen, whereof he died.

JeaN LEesLEy eldest Daughter to John Lesley of Balwhaine
married Patrick Lesley of Kincraigie.

Magsory Lesiey the 2¢ Daughter married Alexander Bisset.

9. William Lesley Secortd Son to Sir John Lesley the Eighth
Laird of Balwhaine succeeded to his Father in Place of John
Lesley his elder Brother, who died without Heirs Male. He
married Anna Forbes Countess of Athol eldest Daughter to
William ! Lord Forbes. [page 322.]

SHE bare to him Three Sons, John, William and Arthur
Lesleys, and Three Daughters, Jean, Margaret and Isobell
Lesleys. After the Death of his First Lady he married
Margaret Colless Daughter to Colless of Balnamoon.
She bare to him Two Sons and Two Daughters, Andrew,
Gilbert, Elizabeth and Christian Lesleys.

Tuis Wittiam Lestey Laird of Balwhaine with Alexander
Gordon Postalate of Galloway and Mr John Lesley Official of
Aberdeen thereafter Bishop of Ross were instrumental and
chief Composers of the Difference betwixt the Earls of Huntlie
and Athol about the year 1560, & it was in his House that
the Earl of Huntlie designed to have killed James Earl of

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Murray afterwards Regent. But this Gentleman would not
consent to it, and diswaded Huntlie from it. He helped to
compose the Differences betwixt the Earls of Athol and
Huntlie, and did much to preserve the Cathedral Church of
Aberdeen from being demolished by the Zeal of the Reformers.
Hereby this Gentleman came to be in great Favour with his
Prince.
His eldest Son succeeded to him. He was a Knight and
Shirefe of Aberdeen and kept and defended
then Bishop of Aberdeen from the Fury of some Zealots, for
which he got from the Bishop the Borony of Fetterneir, &c.
in Few. He died 3¢ August 1569.

The First of them William died
a Courtier sans Issue, and Arthur was drowned

She bare to him a Son John, who succeeded to him. Next he
married Elizabeth Hay Daughter to George Earl of Errol.
She bare to him a Daughter Isobel. But he divorced both
these Ladies, and, Thirdly, he married Jean Areskine Daughter
to Alexander Master of Areskine of Gogar 2% Son to John
Earl of Marr and Sister to Thomas Areskine Earl of Kellie
Knight of the Garter. She bare to him Three Sons William,
Walter, and Alexander, and Two Daughters. There is a
Tradition That these Three Ladies lived in One Time, & were
all Three in One Church together. This John Lesley of
Balwhaine died in July 1622. John his eldest Son succeeded
to him, being his only Son of the First Marriage. The Father
rode always with 20 Horsemen.

IsoseL! LesLEy Daughter to John Lesley Laird of Balwhaine
of his Second Marriage married Gilb. Hay Brother to Hay of
Dalgattye, and after his Death She married William Grant
of Conglasse, and bare to him William Laird of Creichie.
Jean another Sister married Sir Patrick Lesley Provost of
Aberdeen.

Wiruiam Lestey his eldest Son of his Third Marriage
should have succeeded to his Nephew John Lesley of Balwhaine,
who died without Issue. But, the Estate being broken, and
he living in Holland renounced his Right and Title thereto
in Favours of his younger Brother Alexander Lesley of Tullos.
In Compensation whereof he got a yearly Pension from Walter
Count Lesley who lived in Germany. He was Esquyre to
King Charles 1*. He married One M™ Marjory Bernard an
English Woman. She bare him 5 Sons, and 5 Daughters,
who all died young, except Mary Lesley who married Colonel

Lichtoune. This William Lesley died in Holland,
whither he fled after the King’s Murther D= 1671. The
Author of the Lauras Lesleeana observes That only this
William Laird of Balwhaine and his Predecessor were Pro-
testants, and That they died without Heirs Male.

Walter Lesley 2¢ Son of the 39 Marriage would have suc-
ceeded to the Fortune next to William his Brother. But
acquiring a great Estate in Germany he was created a Count

the Wars under the Emperor Ferdinand 2¢ against the Swedes

But that which raised him so high was the Killing of Waller-
steen Duke of Freedland (who was the Emperor’s General of
his Forces and designed to betray the Army to the Enemies,
as was discovered by his Letters to the Swedes, which this
Gentleman gave up to the Emperor) with John Gordon a
Scotsman in Anno 1634, whereby he came to greater Honour
abroad than any Scotch-Man in his Time. For he was made
Captain of the Emperor's Guard, Colonel of a Regiment,
Marshall General of the Emperor’s Camp, Privy Counsellor,
Governour of Sclavonia and Pitrinia, and a Count of the
Empire. Yea, and the Patent was to him and to his Two
Brothers, William and Alexander also and their Posterity,
That in Case he should die without Children (as he did) they
might succeed to him in his Estate and Honours. He was
made Ambassador both to the Pope and the Grand Seignior,
which Employments he discharged with great Abilities and
Honour, and so much to the Satisfaction of the Grand Vizier
that he acknowledged in his Letters to the Emperor of
Germany That the whole Court at Constantinople was better
pleased with that goodly Person he had sent than if he had
sent a Million of Presents, and the Grand Seignior himself
beholding his Entry into the Seraglio through a Window was
heard say That in all his Life he never saw such a Shew. See
Mr Ricant his Preface to the Book of the Turkish Fashions.
He was Governour of Verasdan and of the Confines of Sclavonia
and Petrinia, Lord of Pettow and Neostadt, Privy Counsellor
to the Emperor and Marischall of his Army. He married
Anna Francisca the Princess of Deisterchune (Dietriechsteine)
Daughter to Maximilian Aulee Cesarea Prefectus—but had no
Issue by her. "He died (short while after his Return from that
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famous Ambassy to Constantinople) 4® March Anno 1667,
etat. 61, whither he was sent by Leopold the present Emperor,
which Ambassy was written by Taferner the Jesuit One of his
Retinue.
ALeExaNDER LEsLEY the Third Son of the Third Marriage of
John Lesley Tenth Laird of Balwhaine at Length succeeded to
the Fortune ut infra.

undelivered Boll, and, at last, Sir Robert upon that Pretext
and Ground comprized his Lands, and entirely broke the For-
tune and Estate. At the same same Time the Earl of Marr
Superior of many of the Lands belonging to this Laird of
Wardes did pursue for great Debts and many bygone Feu
Duties. Whereupon this Laird of Wardes resigns his Lands
in Favours of the Laird of Cluny, to avoid Distresses, upon
Cluny his Back-Bond for his Security. But Cluny himself
was put to the Horn and inhibited Three Years before. So
that not only his own Creditors, i.e. Wardes’s but Cluny his
Creditors fell upon the Estate, which this Laird of Wardes
knowing, and finding himself unable to debate his Right, he in
Anno 1634 disponed his whole Right of his Fortune to John
Earl of Rothes wishing him rather to get it than another,
hoping, if the Earl of Rothes should recover it, That he would
allow him some of it for him and his Family. But neither the
Earl, to whom it was disponed, nor the Duke his Son, took
any Care about it. So that now the Estate is perished, and
yet it is thought That the Debt that was truely resting by
the Lands of Wardes themselves was but inconsiderable, if
there had been a prudent Man to manage the Business. This
Laird of Wardes died without Heirs Male of his Body. Yet
the Laurus Lesliana says his eldest Son John was the 7*® Laird
of Wardes, and at his Return out of Musco. he died unmarried.

He unworthily dilapidate his Lands, the Tithes belong-
ing to the Abbacy, and the Patronages of sundry Kirks to the
Number of 15, whereof many belong now to the Laird of
Craigievar. He kept little to himself. He had many Bastard
Children such as James a Lieutenant in England.

Davip Lesiey Fifth Son to Patrick Lord Lundoris. He
lived in a considerable Command in the Wars in Germany
under Gustavus Adolphus King of Sweden against the Emperor,
and in Anno was brought Home by the Scotch Cove-
nanters, and was made Lieutenant General of their Armies
against K. Charles 1. In 1650 he was Lieutenant General of
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K. Charles 2 his Army against the Rebells and Sectaries in
England till the Battle of Worcester 1651, where he was taken
Prisoner till the Restauration Anno 1660. He was suspected
of Breach of Trust. But K. Charles 2 by his Letter dated
10 Junii 1667 gave him a large Testimony of his Conduct,
Resolution and Honesty. He also created him Lord Newwark.
He purchased the Fortune of St. Monance and Abercrombie
Anno 1649 with the Money he brought Home with from
abroad having gained none in the Civil Wars.

A~vo Domini 1107 King Alexander 1 succeeded to his
Brother King Edgar, who died without Succession. This
Alexander was a valiant Prince Anno Domini 1110. He was
assassinate within his Court by a rebellious treacherous Band
of Assassinates. The King assaulted and surprized rushes
manfully out of his Chamber, First killed his Chamberlain.
The rest escaped. The Incendiaries discovered. The King
raised Forces, pursues them towards the North, a mixed Rable
Cummings, Macdonalds and Murrays being the Traitors, at
the River of Spey overtakes a Croud of them. One Alexander
Carron Ensign Bearer to the King grapples with their Leader,
whom he takes First by the Breast, and kills, for which the
King named him Grim-gere, i.e. a hardy Gripper, and after-
wards called him Scrimgier Constable of Dundee.

Tue King going forward through Murray settles One Ramsay
Constable of the Castle of Elgine. One Bar Constable of the
Castle of Forress, and One Soules at Nairnden, One Boys
Constable of the King's House of Inverness, One Beaton
Constable of the Castle of Dingwall, and One Gillchrist
Mc<Killiveraiche Constable of the Fort of Lovat, who sur-
rounded it with a broad Ditch quadrangliter yet extant in
vestige round about within a strong Wall Palace Work. He
built the Front Tower and Gate, and his Arms is over the
same yet extant. Whether this Gillchrist or his Son was
that Man who was killed at Glachkfachrist in his Journey to
Glenelg we cannot tell.
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Tais King in his Expedition settled Peace in the North,
and for his Courage and Conduct in pursuing the Chase to
Ross was ever after called Fierce feared of all his Subjects.
The Historian saith That Ex his rebus ab Alexandro nostis,
sunt qui artis nomen ei in ditum putant.

Tue Gilchrists or Grahams continued in Lovat during the
Reign of King Alexander 1, King David, King Malcolm the
Maiden till Anno 1170. One John Bisset a great Courtier
with King William the Lyon matched Agnes the King’s own
Daughter, and was settled in Lovat with Commission from
the King, a Man of great Courage and Activity. His 2¢
Son John succeeded him in the 20* Year of his Age, and
married One Jean Haliburton Daughter to the Baron of
Culbrynie Anno 1206.

THE Barrons here vulgarly termed the Bisset Baronet.

M Chium Tomson Baron of Pharnua.

Gilbert Corbat Baron of Drumcardony.

Eugenius M°kleod vic killeandris Baron of Moniack.

Christy Baron of Foynas.

Allanus Haleburton Baron of Cubirnie Constable of Douny
Castle, which afterwards was called by the French Monks
Beaufort.

Thomas Fenton Baron of Eskidall Kinnariis Straithglass, &c.

THE Mac Rays a numerous Clan and the Brasen Wall of the
Bissets they possessed the Clunes Easter and Wester, Achey-
vaich, Obriacheans, Kill-finan, Corrifoinos, Carrowgare, Kill-
St. Ninian and Drumbuy in Urquhart. These were the only
Trustees and Supports of the Bisset in his Expedition to
Glenelg & getting up his Rents thereof. One Finlay M°Ray
matched with the M°Leans of Urquhart, and got Possession
there, whence the M°Rays came hither.

Kine Alexander 2¢ succeeded his Father King William
Anno 1214, who settled Peace, and married Jean Sister to
King Henry 8¢ of England, and Anno 1238 the King went
over to France, and settled the antient Achaian League with
Philip the 2! King of France. In that Expedition the King
had in his Retinue the Flower of the Nobility and Gentry
in Scotland such as Maxwells, Crightoun, Grahams, Melvil,
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Fraser, Sinclair, Campbell, Lindsay, Ramsay, Hay, Mount-
gomery, &. Mean Time Queen Jean died at Canterbury in
England, whither she had gone in Pilgrimage to St. Thomas
Becket his Tomb. The King having no Issue by Queen Jean
married Mary Daughter to Ingelran Duke of Canouay in
France, and the Marriage solemnized at Roxburgh Anno 1240.

Tae King at this Feast Knighted all the young Nobles that
conveyed Home the Queen, and generously gratified each of
them with Offices about his Court or Forefaultries, or matched
them upon Heretrixes, as he did Sir Simon Fraser with both
Forefaultrie and Heretrix of Lovat, which we shall set down
after we have shown the Fate of the Bissets.

Anvo 1224 John Bisset of Lovat pactioned with Brisims
Bishop of Murray anent the Transportation of Ecclesia St.
Maurity in Dounbaclach to Balbray or Mons St. Mariz,
where it was erected into a Mensal and Parochial Church.
The Charter we have in good Latin (too tedious to be insert),
and subscrived by Bishop and Chanter.

Axvo Domini 1245 By Bull from Pope Innocent 4% the
Priory of Bewly was erected for the Benedictan Monks Ordinis
vallis Collinom, and King Alexander the 2¢ mortified and con-
firmed to the said Monks all the Lands of Strathalvay, the
Monastry to be erected in Insud de Ackinbady in Strathalvy,
where stood a Chappel of St. Michael, and John Bisset en-
trusted with the Erection, and to take Care of the Edifice,
which he did accordingly carried on. The Prior Pater Jawmo
with 6 Monks came to Lovat then, and the Countrey provided
for them, and the Monks called that Place, which was formerly
termed In the Trenie Boulu a fair good Place.

Axnno 1243 King Alexander keep a Convention of the
Nobles at Haddingtoune. The Historian saith Patricius
Cuminus Comes Atholiee juvenis egregius in Omno de Noto
in Domo combustus est, and this horrid cruel Act of burning
the young Earl of Athol was imputed to the Bissets, because
of a Gum and Hatred bred twixt them and the Cumins.
Quare Consanguinei Comitis Atholiz Gullielmum Bissotum
Bissetorum principem crudeliter Juraserunt &c. But by
Adyvice of the Nobles the King gave Bisset his Life, but is
banished the Realm, his Lands forefault and confiscate in the
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King’s Hands, and the Bissets run under a great Odium every
where, especially, among the Cumings.

Tue Cumings levelled next at John Bisset of Lovat (who, as
the Historian saith) simili fato perit. For unhappily he
entered in Confederacy with the MacDonalds, and the Earl of
Ross by express Mandate of the King enjoined to apprehend
him as Traitor, and send him South to be tried by his Privy
Council. Mean Time John Bisset escaped clandestinely from
Lovat to Achterloss, where he lurked obscurely for a While,
and so much Money by Law laid upon his Head. At Length
George Dempster of Moor-House apprehended him in the
Wood of Achterloss, carries him South from Shire to Shire,
presents him to the King, is incarcerate, forefaulted and
sentenced. I saw the Original Charter gi[ven] to John Bisset
by MacDonald, which begins in these Terms. Ego Donaldus
Insularum Rex de Dono et Concesso amico nostro Charissimo
Johanni Bizeti Do. de. Lovat totarum et integras terras de
Achterloss Idem Monteffen etc.,and the Charter closes thus,
Datum apud Castrum nostrum de Dingwall Anno a parti
Pontificis Optimi Maximi coram Consanguiniis & Consiliariis
nostris M°Leod de Lews et McLeod de Harris.

THE King having the Bissets Forefaultry in his Hand
entails upon Sir Simon Fraser 2! Son to Alexander Fraser
Lord Twedell, and having an Action Right against the Estate
of Kinell, upon which Account he was commonly termed the
Knight of Kinell, and Anno 1247 he married Mary Bisset the
eldest Daughter, and Heiress of Lovat. The 2¢ Daughter
Elizabeth Bisset was married to Alexander De Roses in Spitle-
wood. Cecilia Bisset the 3¢ Daughter was married to William
Tenton. John Bisset the Father by a Reprive from the King
is allowed to go to Ireland voluntary Exile, and his Brother
William along with him Anno 1249. Walter, Malcolm and
Leonard Bissets the other 3 Brethren, who lived in Abertarfe
at Killichuiman finding the Bissets generally hated went all 8
to Ireland after their Brother John. Simon had with Mary
Bisset 3 Sons, Alexander, Simon and Andrew, Daughters,
Mary, Anna and Isobell. Alexander a valiant Youth after a
violent Course of Hunting in Corricharbie daily decayed, and
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died in the 17 Year of his Age Anno 1269. Simon at the
King Call went South with One Sister Mary the Queen’s God-
Daughter, and at a Meeting in Dumfermling was Knighted
by King Alexander 8¢, and left his Sister at Court, who after-
ward was married to Weems Thaine of Fife Anno 1249 King
Alexander went in Pilgrimage to Iona, in Tyry, and in his
Return died at Carnary in Cantrie, and was interred at
Molross 38* Year of his Reign and of his Age 58**. Among
other Nobles that were with the King in that Expedition
Simon Lord Lovat never parted with him till he saw him
interred and his Successor King Alexander the 8¢ crowned at
Scoone. The Historian saith, Alexander Tertius ejus filius
eodem anno coronator ab Epicopo Sante Andrese est Imunitas,
Et ecce quidam Scotie Montanus, quem Sylvestrem vocant
venerande Comitiei in Procerum Prosentid novum Regum
Alexandrum sui Lingui Vernaculd Salutiis his Verbis, Ben-
nachie de Rie Albin Alister McAllister, M°William, M°Henry,
M<David, M°Killichalaim &°, and deduced the King’s Gene-
alogy from Father to Son, ad Fergusium Primum. Simon
Lord Lovat was in such Esteem and Favour with the King
and with the Queen Dowager Mary after his Death that, as
Sozomen says of Appollonius, Hic homo potuit apud Deum
quod voluit, So hic Simon potuit apud Regem quod voluit,
and, because Lovat was a Gift of the Crown, to fill up his
Shield and Eschutcheon, he gave him 8 Crowns with the 8
Freezes, and, because of his Strength and Nimbleness in Hunt-
ing, the Dear’s Head cut from the Shoulder for his Crest, and
his Motto, Je suis prest, ‘I am ready.’

Smton being weary of the Court returned Home, and his
1* Work was to divide the River of Boulou with the Monks,
and all below the Crives afterward called the Monk Water,
and very much advanced the Edifice. His Son Andreas called
to Court travelled abroad. His Daughter Isobel was married
to John Randolph, Amia Celibation degit. The News of
King Alexander 3¢ broke Simon’s Heart, and died at Lovat
in the 70® Year of his Age interred at Bou-lu before the
great Altar.

24 SrmoN Lord Lovat married at Court with Anna Weems
only Daughter to Laird of Weems long before his Father’s
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Death, with whom he had 3 Daughters and 3 Sons, Jean his
First born, Simon the 2¢, Margaret the 89, Alexander 4%,
Anna 5%, Hugh 6%. This Simon stayed little at Home. For
after the Regency, during the Contention betwixt Bruce and
Baliol, he was engaged in the Wars, and going with John
Cuming as T'wo Generals fought the Battle of Rossline against
the English, and carried so valourously that then 80,000
English were defeat and slain in 8 pitched Fields, and the
Valour and Conduct of that Day attributed to Simon, for
which the Cumings had bore him Fewd ever after. He
returned North the same Year 1299 with King Robert Bruce
to compose the Highlands. Shortly after the King sent him
upon Expedition, and was betrayed by the Cuming Dolo Io.
Cuminii Comitis de Buchan Simon Fraserius et Johannes
Loganus duo Equites Aurati Anglis traditi, et Londini Capiti
plexi &°. The King recommends My Lady Lovat being left
with Child to the Care of Hugh Earl of Ross, and bearing a
Son was called Hugh after the said Earl the First Hugh
Fraser we ever read of. This Simon entered the 836® Year of
his Age, and died Anno 1806. King Robert the Bruce used
to say That it was One of the greatest Losses his Crown ever
sustained the Loss and Death of his Simon Fraser.

8¢ Lorp Lovat Simon entered in the 19*® Year of his Age
Anno 1806, and, next Year, was married to Cecilia Ross
Sister to the foresaid Hugh Earl of Ross, and was served Heir
to his Father at Edinburgh Anno 1810.

His Mother managed
all well. Never married after her Husband’s Death, the 1*
Lady that lived in Kirkhill, where she died. This Lord
married Janet Kalder only Daughter to Laurence Kalder of
Kalder Anno 1826. He had Two Sons Alexander and Hugh
well educated with the Monks in Bewly. Two Daughters.
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Elizabeth devoted to St. Michael never married. 29 Cicilia
married to John Innes of that Ilk. This Lord was an un-
doubted Man, a gallant Soldier and States Man, in great

Favour with King Robert Bruce and his Son King David.

He was the 1* Lieutenant of the North wounded in Bannack-
burn Battle, which he never recovered, died at Mons Mariee.
His Lady lived & died a Widow.

5 Lorp Alexander entered Anno 1347 served Heir to his
Father Hugh Anno 1350. We find Balife to Fentone in the
Right and Confirmation of 2 Baronies, Moniack and Foynase.

With her he got the Brayes of the Aird, Strathglass, Erchiles,
Giusachan, Buntath and Glenelg, which the Fenton had got
before with the Bisset’s Daughter Cicilia. With her he had
8 Sons and 2 Daughters, Hugh, Alexander, James, Anna,
Mary. Alexander married Anna Saintclair Sister to the then
Earl of Ross, of whom came John Mac kin vic Allister Tarralin
and all Slichk ean vic Allister a numerous Clan and Alexander
of Craigroy, and all the Frasers of Brae Murray. James
married Janet Hay, and got the Lands of Cowart, Kinsterie,
Kinnudy with her. Anna went South with her Uncle Boyd,
and Mary died a Virgin very devout.

7% Lorp Lovat Hugh served Heir to his Father Anno 1400,
and married Janet Daughter to Thomas Dunbar Earl of
Murray. By her he had Two Sons Hugh and Thomas, and
Two Daughters, Alison, who died young, and Isobel, who
married Cuming of Ernside. Thomas was a great Student
Prior of Bewly ad Commendam, never married. This Lord
died young at Kirkhill. He got the Rights of Abertarf from
the Earl of Murray.

8% Lorp Lovat Hugh served Heir to his Father Anno 1450,
and married Margaret Lyon Daughter to the Lord Glames,

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who bare him Thomas, Hugh and Agnes and Janet. In his
Time Robert Earl of Fife was Regent and Murdo Stuart.
James 1* entered King. James 2¢ entered King. James 3¢
entered. King James 4% entered. So that he was Co-
temporary with 2 Regents, 8 Kings, and died at Lovat in the
76™ Year of his Age Anno 1500.

Tromas the eldest commonly called the Master was at Court
with King James the 3. John a great Student educate with
his Grand-Father Glames, who sent him to Oxfoord, and in his
Return Home had the Government of the Monastery of Bewly
and afterwards Rector of Dingwall. I find his Name in a
Reference and Submission betwixt his Brother Lord Lovat
and . Lord Hugh had a 4 Son called Hugh,
as is thought begot in his Widowhood. This Hugh was long
in France, and at his Return vulgarly called Hutchen Frankach
of Foyer.

Next was contracted with, and married Jean Gordon
Alexander of Achindoun, Master of Huntly’s Daughter, with
whom he had 8 Sons, Hugh, William and James, and 2
Daughters Margaret and Isobel.

His Son Simon an excellent
Youth bred in France, and came Home in the 19 Year of
his Age. The Daughter Catharine, who was married to Jo.
Rose of Kilravock and Janet, who died young. After the
Death of Anna Grant Hugh married Janet Ross Daughter to
Balnagown, by whom he had 3 Sons, Alexander William and
Hugh, and One Daughter Anna. William the 2¢ Son got
Struy and Culgeran with the Wood thereof for his Heritage.
Hugh a pretty Youth provided to Belladrum, and Toynes
died in the 18 Year of his Age. Margaret married to
Mc¢Leod of Harris Anno 1541, whose Daughter married
Achinbrake, after him, Mc°Nell of Barry.

He married Katharine
Daughter to John M°Kenzie of Kintaile in the 21* Year of
his Age, and by her he had 2 Children, Hugh and Mistress
Elizabeth, who was married to Alexander Dunbar Sheriff of
Murray. Lady Lovat died at Bewly Anno 1593 being 8
Years Lady.

Lozp Simon married the 2¢ Time Dame Jean Stuart Daughter
to James Lord Doune, by whom he had 4 Children, Sir
Simon Fraser Laird of Inverslachie, Marg* Lady Arbuthnot,
Thomas, who in his 7® Year died at Douny Castle, 4 Sir
Simon of Braes.

THE EarL oF Panmore bears Per pale Argent and Gules, a
Border of Eight Escullops counterchanged supported by
Two Grey Hounds.

Tue or Word is Misericordia desiderium meum, the
above seems to be a Boar’s Head, and the (Latin )
is Clery a Burn of the Barony.

Tae Lands and Barony of Panmore ly in Angus in the
Sheriffdom of Forfar towards the East End of the Shire near
and at the sea extending from South and South-East to North
and North West for the Space of Five Miles marching at the
East with the Lands of Kelly. On the South Westward to
the Burn Mouth of Panmore which separates betwixt it and
Panbryde and Balmakie, and so to the Marches of Balskellie in
the Barrony of Barrie and to the Marches of Downy and unto
the Croce of Camiston Northward to Dilto Moss and Kirk-
buddo and to the South Marches of the Barony of Tovie the
Lands of Both and Grange of Connan and Guinde.

THe First Charter of these Lands now extant is granted [page 474.]

by King William to William Valence circa Annum 1197 (it has
no Date) which also bears the Lands of Benewin (now Benvie)
and Balrudry lying in Perth Shire. And thereafter, when
Panmore was made a Barony in the Time of Christian Valence
this William’s Daughter, then these Lands of Benewin and
Balrudry were united and comprehended under the Barony of
Panmore, albeit they did ly in Two distinct Sherifdomes. For,
at the granting of that Charter, Panmore was not a Barony,
because, 1, William Valence, to whom the Lands are disponed,
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was not a Knight, and then only Barons were Knights. 2, The
Reddendo and Service in the Charter for the Lands is Servitium
dimidii militis. Nota. Knights Service was of Old in the
next Degree of Honour to that of an Earl. Therefore by the
English Laws Knights Service includes Homage, Fealtie, and,
for the most Part, Escuage, that is the Service of the Shield.
But this Service was after enlarged in the Time of Sir Peter
& Christian Valence his Wife only Heir to this William
Valence, and Panmore was made a Barony circa Annum 1240,
and of Old was counted One of the Three Baronys of Angus
which then were Ardbroth, Panmore and Plattoun, which last
belonged to the Earls of Crawford, and sometime after it was
counted One of the Three great Barronys in Angus, which
were ranked thus (forte metri gratii) Dun, Duddop and Pan-
more. The Barons of Panmore have been stiled in the Old
Writs Domini de Panmore as Sir Thomas Maule, yea, and once
One of Sir Peter Maule (The First Knight of the House) his
Successors is designed Nobilis et Potens Dominus. And ever
since this Sir Peter they were Knights, an Honour, if not the
same with Lords, yet equal to it. There is an old Evident
that designs the Lord Gray thus, Sir Andrew Gray Knight
Lord of Fowlis.

Tuis Barony of Panmore contains not only the Lands of
Benvy and Balrudrie by Union, as above is said (albeit lying
in another Shire) but many other Lands and Towns in Angus
lying near to Panmore itself and in the Parishes of Panbryde,
Moneikie, Carmylie, Arbirlit, and of Old was a Fourty Pound
Land, which was very low, because it was long ago erected
into a Barony, and now some Parts of the Barony were sold
off. But many more Lands are lately acquired and joined
thereto, as is notour being conquest by Patrick the First Earl
of Panmore, ut infra, Page 320.

Panmore is the Name of the Barony of Old, and of the
Earldom thereof of late. It may be from the Old Irish
Language it should be called THANE-MORE, i.e. the chief and
principal Thane. As it is, Panmore is of the same Language.
More is a Lord or Master, and Pan is chief and principal, that
is the Over Lord or chief Lord; And it seems the Old House
of Panmore has been built for a Thane's Residence, that is the
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Ingatherers of the King’s Rents, whereof there were some in
every Shire; And it appears there has been more in Angus
than One ; For in King Kenneth the Third his Time about the
year 990 Cruthinetus was Thane of that Part of Angus which
lies betwixt North Esk and South Esk ; And it seems that the
Thane of Glames had the Intromission with all that lies along
the Strath of Angus betwixt South Esk and Sidelay (or Sid
Law) and the Third had the Charge betwixt Sid Law & the
Sea, and that his chief Dwelling has been Panmore. Which
Thanes had the same Jurisdiction within their own Bounds
that now Shirefs and Stewarts have, and he who of Old was
called Ochiern or Abthane was either the Great Treasurer of
the Kingdom, or had the Office of Great Stewart of Scotland,
which Title now belongs to the Prince; And it appears that
the Justice of the Shire or else of the Barony has been mini-
strate at a Place in this Barony called Law-Bothen; And it
may be this was done in the Thane’s Bounds before the Shire
was divided in Baronies; For Thanagia of Old answered to
the Barons Power and Privilege now.

Tue Old House or Castle of Panmore (now demolished
about 20 Years ago at the Building of the fair new stately
House in the present Earl’s Father George his Time) was very
old; For the Monks of Ardbroth had a Saying That of Old
there were but Two Castles in Angus, to wit, Panmore and
Glames; And it is uncertain who built the Old Castle of
Panmore whether the same was built by the Picts as a
Strengthe for keeping Peace in the Countrey which was then
full of Woods whether Robbers had their Recourse, and who
keept in great Troops together and overlaid the Poor, for
repressing of whom there were Castles built on or near the
High Ways, Or next if this Old Castle and the Towers of it
was built by some of the Kings now after so long a Time not
known to us; For by the Ruins and Grounds thereof it may
well be accounted a King’s Work. And the Greatness of it
and the Barmakin sufficiently proves it’s Antiquity as well as
Glamis and Both which all seem to have been built to place
Thanes therein.

Tur Form of the Old House was this, The Castle has had
Four Quarters all compleat in every Quarter, an high and

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Square Tower with a great Barmakine Wall from Tower to
Tower. The hail Circuit batteled both within and without
Five Foot in Breadth and Fifty in Length all of great Square
Stone an Argument of the Strength of the Age in which it
was built or Wit rather to carry great Stones so high; And
this Castle of Panmore continued in good Condition till the
Reign of King David Bruce. But in Anno 1336 Sir Andrew
Murray then Governour of the Kingdom having taken the
Castle of Dundarg from the English, he took all the Strength
benorth Forth (except the Castles of Coupar and St. Johns-
toun) which he demolished, and Panmore being One of the
chief Strengths in Angus, it is like it was then destroyed ; For

[#age478.] both it and the Castle of Panbride had been taken by the
English, and were cast down by them or the Governour after
the Battle of Panmore, as were others also, to wit, Kinclaven,
Kinneff and Dunotter, which Battle was fought be East the
House of Panmore; And, howbeit the same was repaired and
rebuilt after, yet all is now cast down, and the Old Castle was
made a Quarry for building of the New House by George the
Second Earl of Panmore about 20 Years ago.

Tue Castle and Barony of Panmore is conjectured to have
First belonged to some Person who had assisted Donald Bane
to usurp the Crown after King Malcolm Canmore’s Death who
was forfeited by King Edgar the righteous Heir when he came
to the Crown, and then was given off by him in Heritage to
some Person of Note a Stranger who came from England with
him and assisted him or else had come thence before with his
Mother Margaret and Agatha and Christian and Edgar, or
else they were then Crown Lands being a King's Castle, a
Thane’s Residence for collecting the King’s Rents, repress
Robbers and minister Justice to the People thereabout.

Tue old and First Possessors of the Barony & Lands of
Panmore, so far as we know or can learn, and of whom the
present Earl of Panmore is lineally and lawfully descended (as
I shall prove in the Sequel in the speciall following Genealogy)

[page 479.] were the Varouns or Wallouns or Walloun, which is the
same the People now commonly call Vollum and long ago
Valence; For it was sometime written with the Fourthe
Vowel O and not the Second E in the Second Syllable; And
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in the Foundation of the Abbacy of Ardbroth it is written
Philippo de Valen. It was also then written Varoun which
thereafter came to be corrupted by the common People into
VaLence, It is to be observed That all the Writers in King
William’s Days were French or English Men, and hence some
concluded That the Name has come of Wallouns or the Town
of Valentia. Hence these of the Name were called Valenses,
and in Latin Valentini, and some call them de Valentia.
These came First out of France from the renowned Towns of
Lusignan in Poictou (of which House came some Kings of
Cyprus) with William the Conqueror into England. And
then he who came was called William. The Name continued
long in great Honour in England ; and in the Days of King
Henry 89 (who was crowned Anno 1217) William of Valens
married Joanna Daughter of Guarinus de Monte Canisio, i.e.
Mount Chensie whereby he became Earl of Pembroke; For
Guarinus married One of the Heirs of William Marischal of
England and Earl of Pembroke who bare to him this Joanna
Wife to William Valens, and so he got the Earldom of Pem-
broke. To this William succeeded his Son Oudomarus who
was made Viceroy of Scotland under King Edward 1 of Eng-
land, and in this Man ended the Race of Valens on the
Earldom of Pembroke ; For he died without Children, and his
Sister succeeded to him. It is a probable Conjecture that the
Valenses came to Scotland long before the Oudomare, and got
the Lands of Panmore from King Edgar about the Year 1098,
as having come out of Northumberland with him into Scotland,
he being then assisted in his Enterprize (against Donald Bane
who had usurped the Crown after King Edgar his Father
King Malcome Canmore’s Death) by many Persons of Quality
partly sent by King William Rufus and partly by Edgar his
Uncle, many of whom he retained and rewarded with the
Lands which belonged to the Traitors who had assisted Donald
Bane, and possibly with the Crown Lands; And then probably
Panmore was given off to the Valenses.

Tre First of the Name of Valens of Valence who got the
Lands of Panmore was Sir Philip Valens Father to William
Valens, which William had only One Child Christian Valens
who was married to Sir Peter Maule, ut infra, and so the

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Maules came to be Proprietors of the Lands of Panmore
which King William gave to this William Valens by a Charter,
which, though it want a Date, yet it is conjectured to be
about the Year 1197, wherein he is designed Son to Philip
Valence who is thrice named in the Charter without the Desig-
nation of Quondam, which may infer that he has then been
living, and that the Charter has followed upon his Resignation
of the Lands in the King's Hands in Favours of this William
his Son, and that this Sir Philip was the rather content to
give his Son the Lands in his own Time, because it is supposed
by some that Sir Philip was then Great Chamberlain of Scot-
land, which Office by the Change of Court at King William’s
Death Anno 1214 they say this Sir Philip lost, and yet that
the next Year 1215 being the First of Alexander 2¢ Son to
King William he was restored to the same Employment in a
Parliament at Edinburgh. So writes Mr. Robert Maule a Son
of the House in his M.S. of the Barony and Family of Panmore
in Anno 1611. But in his Additions thereto Anno 1614 he
conjectures that by King William’s Charter of the Lands of
Panmore to William Valence his Father Sir Philip was dead,
and so that he is not Philip who in King Alexander the
Second his Time was restored to the Office of Chamberlain.

To the Valences in Panmore succeeded the Maules, particu-
larly, Sir Peter Maule married Christian Valence Daughter to
William Valence, and so got the Fortune which their lawfull .
Heirs have possessed and enjoyed continually since, as shall
appear in what follows.

Tue Name of Maule came First, and originally out of Hun-
gary (according to our Historians) with Queen Agatha and
her Son Edgar the righteous Heir of the Crown of England
and his Sisters Margaret and Christian into England, where
some of them stayed, others went from that to France (during
the Wars betwixt these Two Kingdoms) and settled in the
Countries of Guien or Gasovigne and Poictowe, especially in
the First where the House of MauLEoN stands. And, Lastly,
some of the Maules came from England to Scotland about the
Time of King Malcolme Canmore’s Marriage who then distri-
bute to the English and Strangers who came alongst to Scot-
land with his Queen the Lands which remained with the
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Crown ever since the Extermination of the Piets and others
wrested from the English who had formerly settled and
acquired Lands here, but especially to the Five Names who
came out of Hungary with Agatha and her Children, to wit,
CricaroN, MauLe, BorrawicE, GiFFarp and FOTHERINGHAME,
who at First all got Lands in Lothian, and settled there;
And the Maules afterwards came, and settled in Angus, but
when, it is uncertain; For their First coming to Angus was
not when Sir Peter Maule married Christian Valence, because
before then Panlathine had been Sir Peter Maule’s Residence.
Yet the First Lands the Maules had in Scotland were in
Lothian, specially Maule’e Castle lying be West Edinburgh
Three Miles which belonged to Sir Henry Maule Father to [sage 453.]
Sir Peter whose Predecessors had gotten the same from King
Edgar with whom they came to Scotland, and did him good
Service with the Crichtons and Borthwicks who all Five got
Lands, and built Castles there naming them after themselves
(being all Chiefs of the Name) which keep the Names to this
Day.

Tue Name Maule is found diversly written and spoken also
by the common People and Writers who not keeping the
Original through Ignorance corrupt all Languages and chiefly
strange and forreign Names. Among others this Name is
diversely corrupted, and yet the principal and radical Letters
are still retained, to wit, M. A. L. which furnishes the hail
Name, and leads Men to the true Origin of the Word. In
France it is written MavLuE, MauLaiv and MavuLuy, and there
is there a Lord of the Mauleon. See Froissard Capp. 154
et 161 et Capp. 65. 86. Also MauLiN has been read Maulni by
Letter 1 before the N being postponed. In England the Name
has been Mauleon and Maule; For the First of the Name
found there is called Savorie de Mauleon who was Governour
of Guien in France for King Henry 3 of England Anno 1225.
Says D. Serres and Paulus Amilius Lib. 7. says he was Gover-
nour of Aoquitane, and gives him this Epithet, Magni in Auli
Anglici Nominis, magneque domi Nobilitatis Virum. Also
John Fox mentions Sir Edward Maule an English Man (in the [eg 484]
Days of King Edward the First) killed at the Battle of Stirling
Bridge Anno 1299.
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In all the Old Evidents written in Latin this Name is of
Three Syllables with the Preposition de passive before, and is
written de Maulea; But after it is written Maule of One
Syllable, except sometimes with the French Article le thus, Le
Maule, and sometimes The English The Maule. Also it has
been written Mauloy, and some have written it thus, Maull
with a double ll. By the common Pronunciation in Fife and
Angus it is Maile having the Third Vowel in Place of the
Fifth, which Corruption is much used in Monosyllables so
oft as A and U are joined, as Paul, we pronounce it Pail.
Others cast a D to the L, and leave out the U thus, Mald.
But in all this Diversity the radical Letters are kept which
are M A L ut supra. The truest writing is thus, MauLE.

Now to the Genealogy. I find in some Notes as follows,
(They were Sir James Balfour’s) [from this to the foot of
page 486 are Sir Ja* Balfour’s Notes which seem altogether
fabulous.]!

1. RaporrHus bE MAULEA Miles was one of the Pursuers of
the Tyrant Macbethe. He was a valiant and generous Soldier,
and followed Malcolme then Prince of Cumberland (after
King Malcolme 8¢ called Canmore) in his greatest Afflictions.

THE Author of the foresaid Notes written or copied by Sir
James Balfour his own Hand agrees not with Boethius Lesley
and others who say That they of the Name of MauLEa or
MavLe came either from Hungary with Queen Margaret or
from France. But he thinks it probable that this antient
Surname came but a very little Way off, and that a familiar
Servitor to One of our best Princes King Malcolme 3¢ came
with him from Northumberland ; For Fordon in his M.S. General
History of Scotland mentions a valiant Exploit done by
Dominus Radolphus de Maulea Miles at that Time when
King Malcolme 8¢ was killed at the Siedge Alinrouk (now
Anweek). Also the Author says That Turgote in his History
of Scotland Page 73% says Egregius Bellator Dominus Radol-
phus de Maulea Dominus de Newbey which is a Barony in
Northumberland now the Inheritance of the Grayes; And the
Author adds That he can be easier brought with learned and

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religious Turgote to think that the Family de Maulea of
Panmuire took Beginning from this very Man, and from no
other. Albeit these of less Authority and Credit will have
them rather to be from the Hungarian MauLi, the French
MauvLEY or de MauLE. :

2. ArNaLpos DE Maurea Constabularius Scotie a parte
Australi Aquee de Forth. He is a Witness in a Charter of
Confirmation granted by King Malcolme 3¢ of a Gift of the
Lands of Aldmuire given by Etheldredus comes de Fife his
Third Son to Abbot and Convent of Dumfermling. This by
an antient Record of the Monastery of Dumfermling.

8. GaLrreDUS DE MAULEA terras in tene-
mento de Palmure ab Edgaro Rege Scotize Anno Regni sui
Secundo, et Salutis Humanes 1099. And this by a Charter
which is confirmed by King David 1* Anno Regni 9°i.e. in
Anno 1188. The Witnesses to the Confirmation are MeDuff
comes Fifee, Gilli Christ comes de Anegus, Gillebryde comes
de Stratherne, Alwinus Abbas de Sanctd Cruce, cum multis
aliis.

4. Perrus bE MauLEA de Panmuire it seems Grand-Child to
Galfredus de MauleAi married Margaret de Gallouns; For
King William Anno Regni 7™ i.e. in Anno 1172. gives dilecto
et fideli suo Petro de Mauled et Margaretee de Gallouns ejus
Sponsee, and to the longest Liver of them Two and the Heirs
whatsoever gotten betwixt them omnes terras suas in liberam
Baroniam. Dat. apud Castrum de Palinmure. This Margaret
de Gallouns Lady Panmuire in her Widowhood with Consent
of Henricus de Maulei her eldest Son and Heir Dominus de
Palinmuire dispones to her trusty and beloved Servant Joanni
filio Henrici the Lands of Glaster jacen. infra Baroniam de Pal-
muire et Vicecomitatum de Forfar. There is in this Charter
of Alienation a very singular Clause, which is That she with
Consent foresaid dispones these Lands E4 preesertim conditione
ut nec Judeis nec Religiosis ei religare liceat, which if he
contraveens, then & in that Case the Lands shall return again
to the Lands of Palinmuire. Dat. apud Castrum de Panmuire
7=° Idus Agusti 1207. regnante Scotorum Rege.

Dominus HumrreDUs DE MAULEA lived in the Time of King
Alexander 3¢; For that King in the Fourth Year of his Reign

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gives Dominus Humphred de Maulea de Palinmuire unum
plenarium Tostum in Burgo nostro de Forfar Anno Domini
1253.

(1.) Siz Perer MauvLk Son to Sir Henry Maule the First

. we read of in Scotland of that Name (says Mr. Robert Maule)

about the Year 1240 in the Reign of King Alexander 2¢ (who
died 1249) did marry the foresaid Dame Christian Valence.
This Peter Maule is counted by some to have been a Noble-
man, because, when he married so great an Heretrix as Chris-
tian Valence who had the whole Lands of Panmuire, Benewin,
(now Benvey) Balrudry etc., he did not change his Name nor
Arms, which, in such Cases, was ordinary in these Days. At
least, both the Arms of the Husband and Wife were then
used to be set in Quarter Shield Per Pale. He got the Lands
of Panmuire erected in a Barony.

- Dame CHristiAN VALENCE bare to her Husband Sir Peter
Maule Two Sons, William (who succeeded to his Father) and
Thomas Maules both Knights. Afterwards she outlived her
Husband ; For in her Viduity she gave a Charter of the Lands
of Baldounie and Panlathane to John Liddel Son to Thomas
Liddel. Which Lands she had received in Excambion from Sir
Henry Balliol Knight Father it is like to Sir Eustache Balliol,
and that before her Marriage with Sir Peter Maule, Other-
wise he or his Heirs had been conjunct in their Excambion,
which they are not. So the Excambion was in her Virginity.
But the Disposition was during the Marriage. The Holding
of these Lands by that Charter is observable in these Words,
Dicto Joanni et Heeredibus suis vel Assignatis, exceptis viris

page 488.] religiosis et Judeis. So the Jews have been sometimes in

Scotland, albeit our Histories do not mention them. For
Anno 1290 they were banished England, and then some of
them have come to Scotland where it seems they had been
before which gave Ground to this Caution. The Lands then
held of the Earl of Angus, though it is not certain who was
Earl at the Time. But I find that then either Bertrald
Cuming or his uterine Brother Gilbert Umphravell was Earl of
Angus at that Time, and it was undoubtedly the Second ; For

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he succeeded to Bertrald being both Sons though of different
Marriages to Sponda Heretrix of that Earldom. The Charter
wants a Date; But it is sealed with her Seal very large in red
Wax, and is thus, A Gentlewoman with a Goose Hawk on her
Hand and her Right Hand on her own Breast a little above
the Belt with this Circumscription, Sigillum Christiane de
Valouns. Nota, That in this Charter the Witnesses are
Dominus David Betun, Robertus Betun de Glenesk
(Predecessor to the Old Earls of Crawford) Adam de
militibus, Valter of Blueshin, Bul of Glacelester, Adam of
Innerpyfri &c. The Date is thought to be in Anno 1250.

In the Charter Chest of Panmore there is extant a Charter
granted by Christian Valouns to John Lydell of the Lands
of Balbanin and Panlathan quam recepi in Excambium de
Domino Henrico de Balliol quam Dominus Petrus de Maulea
quondam Vir meus et Ego Thomz de Lydell patri dicti
Joannis dedimus.

In the Reign of King John Balliol mention is made (in a [2az:459.]
Perambulation of the Lands of Kinblathmuth) of Petrus de Ibis Paragraph
Mauled miles Dominus de Palinmuire et Vicecomes de Anegus James Balfour's
in Favours of Richard then Abbot of Abirbrothocke and
Convent of the same. Witnesses Gilbertus de Hayea Dominus
de Errol, Dominus Robertus Scrymgeour de Didope Consta-
bularius de Dundee et Vexillarius Domini Regis, Thomas
Lovell de Balumby etc. Apud Castrum de Brechin Anno
Regni 8% Regis preedicti.

Trms Petrus de Mauled has from King Robert 1* Anno asis aiso this.!
Regni 14* i.e. 1820 a Confirmation of his Lands and Barony
of Panmuire to himself and Isabella de Hayed his Spouse in
conjunct Fee and to David de Mauled then eldest Son and
appearand Heir and his Heirs and Successors whatsoever.

In Liseram WarrenNaM. Apud Castrum de Palinmuire die
Martis proximo post purificationem beatz Virginis. )

Sie Tromas MavLe Second Son to Sir Peter Maule and yipesfrom
Dame Christian Valence got the keeping of Brechin Castle
from his Brother Sir William (who probably got that Trust
from William Wallace the Warden of Scotland against the

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English). Matthew of Westminster who lived in the Days of
King Edward 3¢ of England, and wrote the War, 1. betwixt
Scotland and England from the Death of King Alexander 8¢
till the Year 1807 mentions this Thomas Maule, and that he
was Keeper of the Castle of Brechin which he stoutly defended
sometime against the Siedge laid thereto by the English
Army, and that he was killed upon the Walls defending the
same, and that the Castle held out so long as he lived. But
after he was killed the Soldiers rendered it. This was Anno
1803. And this was in the most dangerous and troublesome
Time of any since the Days of King Fergus 1* for many and
notable events.

(2.) Sie WiLLiaMm MAULE eldest Son to Sir Peter Maule and
Dame Christian Valence succeeded to his Father. He married
Euphemia de vallibus i.e. Wallace; And so it is probable that
he got the keeping of Brechin Castle from William Wallace
against the English, and that he placed therein his Brother
Sir Thomas Maule ut supra and retired himself out of the
Way for a Time. This Man brooked the Lands of Panmore
which his Father or he got erected in a Barony. And he
First gave off the Lands of Benvin and Balruthry, cum
Advocatione Ecclesiz by a Charter granted to Rodolph of
Dundie (who is alleged by Mr. Robert Maule to be the
First of the Scrymgeours,) in Feu Farm and for Payment of
Six Pennies at the House of Benvin si petatur tantum, and
this in the Year 1293, which is confirmed by King Robert 1%
Anno Regni 24%, Also Sir William subscribed an Indenture
relative thereto Anno 1309 Six Years after Sir Thomas’s
Death, which proves Sir William to be the elder Brother.
His Lady bare to him a Son Henry Maule who succeeded to him.

(3.) Sz Henny MavLe Son to Sir William Maule and Eu-
phemia de Vallibus succeeded to his Father in Anno 1312.
He gave a Charter of the Lands of Benvine and Balrudry
(formerly disponed by his Father Sir William to Rodolph)
Joanni filio Rodolphi in the Terms of his Fathers Infeftment,
wherein this Granter is designed Dominus Henricus Maule
filius Domini Willielmi Maule. This Charter is confirmed
per fratrem Alanum Dominum de Cowpar, and has the Seal
of the Convent appended.
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Siz Hexzy MAuLE married
who bare to him Two Sons Walter and Peter Maules.
Walter the eldest succeeded to him.

Tuis Man’s Arms are Nine Escalops in Border counter-
charged, Argent and Gules.

Nora. I find in the English History Lord Edmond de

- Maule killed on that Field at the Battle of Bannockburne in
Anno 1814.

Prree MauLE Second Son to Sir Henry Maule of Panmore
turned a religious Man, and was Chaplain to William Lam-
bertoun Bishop of St. Andrews, and is insert as a Witness in a
Gift of some Lands by this Bishop to the Abbacy of Ardbroath.

(4.) Sir WaLter MavuLE eldest Son to Sir Henry Maule of [#age 492.1
Panmore succeeded to his Father in his Inheritance ; He lived

-in the Days of King Robert 1%, & still followed and owned
his Part and Interest, whereby he much wronged his Fortune ;
For he disponed the Lands of Carmylie to the Strachans, and
wodset the Lands of Seryne to Sir Robert Lawder for 106 Lib.
18 sh. 4d. Sterling. But his Son William Maule First gave
the Heritable Right thereof, and sold the same. This Sir
Walter Maule was made Captain of the Castle of Kildrumy
in the Beginning of King David Bruce his Reign, as appears
by John Winton. Though the Captain’s Surname be not
clear, there yet a Tower of that Castle on the East Quarter
next to the Tower called the black Lardner towards the South
is called Maule’s Tower to this Day. This Man is called by
these of the Family William the Waster, because he sold and
wodset so many Lands. Mr. Maule the Author; of the M.S,
grants Ignorance of this Mans Wife. But says he had Two
Sons William and Henry and a Daughter Margaret Maule.
And it is thought he died leaving his Children young. His
eldest Son William succeeded to him. Nota, That the Author
observes That in Scotland in this Man’s Time they counted all
by Sterling Money, which Compt came First into England
with the Saxons, and then into Scotland, and has the Name
of the East Countrey, that is Easterling Compt.

Heney MauLE Second Son to Sir Walter Maule of Panmore
got the Lands of Glaster in the Old Writs Glacester, when he [page98.]
came to perfect Age from his Brother William by a Charter
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dated 1 Maii 1389 for Homage and Service and for a Pair of
Gloves or else Two Sterling Pennies payable at the Castle of
Panmore at Whitesunday, and hereto Panmore’s Seal is affixed
in red Wax set in White having Six Clam Shells only set
about the Shield, and no Timbrell. Nota, Alexander Scrym-
geour is a Witness, and his Seal is appended also, which is
Two Swords in Croce and a Lyon betwixt the Blades. Mr.
Maule makes here a special Observation That the Wax was
white, and not yellow. See the Reason in Shedis Page 6,
which the Author assigns to be this, because only K. K. could

‘use yellow Wax of Old.

MarcaRET MAULE Daughter to this Sir Walter Maule of

* Panmore was married to William Ouchterlony the First Laird

of Kellie of that Surname and her Brother William gave in
Tocher with her the Lands of Line and Greenfoord. Also
Kellie had at that Time an Annualrent of Five Merks Yearly
forth of the Lands of Panmore or Mains thereof, and it may
be it was then given off.

(5.) WitLiam Maore eldest Son to Sir Walter Maule suc-
ceeded to his Father being young. He recovered the Lands
of Seryne from Sir Robert Lawder (to whom his Father had
wodset them ut supra) by the Help and Counsel of Alexander
Strachan Anno 1361. He married Marjory Flyming Daughter
to Sir David Flyming of Biggar and Dame Jean Barclay full
Sister to the last Sir David Barclay Lord of Brechine who had
no Sons only One Daughter Barclay married to Sir
Walter Stewart Knight Earl of Athol youngest Son to King
Robert 2¢ by Euphame Ross his Wife. Nota, That this Jean
Barclay Sister to the Lord Brechine bare to Sir David Flyming
her Husband Two Daughters, to wit, Janet the eldest (married
to Seton, and bare Alexander of Seton) and this Marjory
Flyming the youngest who married this William Maule of
Panmore the Fifth of the House. This Sir David Flyming
was killed with James Earl of Douglas at the Battle of Otter-
burne Anno 1888, and this Sir David Barclay was killed in
Aberdeen by John of St. Michael or Carmichael & his Accom-
plices upon Fasting’s Even Anno 183 in the Reign of King

" David Bruce (by the Instigation of William Dowglas Lord of

Liddisdale then a Prisoner in England) for the Slaughter of
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John Dowglas of Dalkeith where Sir David Barclay was present.
It is probable that this Sir David Barclay was Son to that Sir
David Barclay who was execute in King Robert 1* his Time
for Treason being the King's Sister’s Son, for which the King
sore repented, and restored this his Son to his Father’s Estate
and Honour of Lord Brechine. Yet he was the last Lord
Brechine or Male of that Race or House. This William
Maule gave to his Lady the Lands of Seryne and Bawshin in
conjunct Fee and an Annualrent of 20 Shillings forth of
Strechine and Two Merks forth of Camston, and her Infeft-
ment thereof is confirmed Anno 1381. She bare a Son Thomas [sage 495.]
to him. But no others of his Children, except a Daughter
Jean are mentioned, and he succeed to him, and it is probable
William lived long; For his Son was married in his Time.

Maule Daughter to this William married Alexander
Ouchterlonie of Kellie, and her Father gave them the Lands
of Greenfoord, which was confirmed by King Robert 8¢ Anno
Regni 5% i.e. 1895. '

(6.) Sir Tromas MauLe Son to Sir William Maule of Pan-
more married Elizabeth Gray Daughter to Andrew Lord Gray
Knight of Fowlis and Elizabeth Weyms (Daughter to
Weyms of that Ilk), which Elizabeth Weyms built the Kirk
of Fowlis while her Husband was Ambassador at Rome for
King James 1%, and her Arms are yet ingraven in Stone on
the South Door of the Kirk. This Laird of Panmore did not
live long after his Father’s Death ; For (his Wife being only
Three Moneths gone with Child) he went to the Battle of
Harlaw Anno 1411, and carried himself most gallantly. For
being dealt with by John Ogilvie Sheriff of Angus to sit still
on Horseback and keep out of Danger, because there was then
no Man of his Name living except himself, yet he refused to
do it, and entered the Battle with the First, and was killed
leaving his Wife Three Moneths conceived of a Son, who
when he was born was called Thomas after his Father. It is
like that at this Man’s Death the Writs of Panmore (which [rag 456}
were left with his Wife) did miscarry, and they were never
well recovered again; Kor she was afterwards married to

Murray of Tulliebardine to whom she bare Two
Sons and Andrew Murrays. The eldest succeeded
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to his Father, and Andrew the Second was the First Laird of
Balwaird of that Name. After Tulliebardine’s Death she
married Clepan of Carslogie in Fife, and bare to him
a Son Clepan who succeeded to his Father. At that
Time the Lands of Kippo fell to a Daughter whom Carslogie
thought to have gotten to his Son. But his Lady loving more
Andrew Murray her Second Son to Tullibardine who was but
meanly provided, she carried the Matter so that this Andrew
Murray carried her away. Whereupon Carslogie was so
incensed with his Wife that he put her in Prison where she
remained till her Death. ]

This Paragraph Siz Jaues Bavrour’s Notes bear Henricus de Mauled D. de
P. Witness in a Charter by King James 1* to the Carthusians
of Perth Ecclesiz de Eroline. Dated at Holy Rood House in
die nativitatis Domini. Anno Regis 6% Salutis 1430.

(7.) Siz Tomas MavLe posthumous Son to Thomas Maule
[#4¢497.] of Panmore killed at the Battle of Harlaw succeeded to his
Father at his Birth which was Six Moneths after his Father's
Death. He fell also to be Heir to the One Half of ,the Lord-
ship of Brechine as representing his Great Grand Mother
Dame Jean Barclay Sister to Sir David Barclay the last Lord
Brechine, and intented Action before, and was diligent to get
all such Writs and Rights that served to that Purpose. Par-
ticularly upon the 26* March 1487 about 3 Hours Afternoon
he caused take an Instrument against Walter Earl of Athol
who had married Elizabeth Barclay Daughter to the last Sir
David Barclay Lord of Brechine his Grand Mother’s Neice ut
supra, where the said Walter (as the Instrument bears) post
confessionem suam sacerdoti completam in sui ultimé voluntate
asseruit et in animam propriam juravit Quod terras Barronie
de Brechine Barclay post sus uxoris decessum habuit et possi-
debat simpliter ex Curialitate regni Scotiee, Et quod postquam
uxor sua quondam viam universe carnis fuerat ingressa terras
preedictas Baronie de Brechine Barclay in manibus Regis
Scotise resignavit. Preeterea terras quas de Curialitate regni

? Side note by Macfarlane,
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Scotis ex parte quondam uxoris suse possidebat et babuit in
Fyfe nunquam in manibus Regis resignavit. Verum asseruit
quod David Stewart filius ejus et quondam’ hseres nunquam
fuit in feodo dictarum terrarum Baroniz de Brechine Barclay [segr s}
in Fyfe constitutarum quas ipse comes ex curialitate Scotie
habuit post uxoris suze decessum. This Instrument is dated
the same Day wherein the Earl of Athol was for the First
Time put to Torment for murthering King James 1*; For
immediately after the taking of the Instrument in the Tol-
booth of Edinburgh he was brought out thereof, and carried
through the Town of Edinburgh: For he had been convicted
and condemned before. Nota, That in the Instrument men-
tion is made of the Earl’s Son David Stewart, and he was
born to him by his Lady Elizabeth Barclay. But he was
dead before the Conspiracy leaving behind him a Son Robert
Stewart who was accessory, and also suffered with his Grand
Father the Earl for the same, and this Robert was the Earl's
Grand Child, and was then the Master of Athol. So that the
Lordship of Brechin after the last Lord thereof and all his
Descendents died without Issue fell of Right to his Sister the
Lady Biggar, and so to her Grand Children Alexander Seton
and this Sir Thomas Maule equally betwixt them. And Sir
Thomas thus having a Right to the Half of the Lordship he
was diligent in the Persuit of his Right for the Welfare of
his House.

Tuis Siz Tuomas MauLe married M. Abercrombie eldest
Sister to Sir Robert Abercrombie of that Ilk (aliter Comarchus [sage 4%.}
Murthlei) a famous Gentleman in these Days. He had 9
Sisters. The eldest was Lady Panmore, the Second Lady
Cultmalunde Bruce, the Third Lady Balkaskie, the Name then
Strang. The Fourth was Lady Pitcorthy also Strang etc.
His Lady bare to him a Son Thomas and Two Daughters

and Margaret Maules. His Son Thomas succeeded
to him, and he was in his Mother’s Belly the Time that his
Father was killed at Harlaw. So he died before 1450 under
the Age of 40. It is reported and believed That he was
poisoned in Edinburgh by the Competitors he had in the
Action and Cause pursued by him for the Recovery of the
Half of the Lordship of Brechine to which he had Right as

said is in the Minoritie of King James 2 while William Lord

They say also that his Son Sir
Thomas Maule and the Laird of Parbroth got some Lands in
the Mernis in Contentation and for Assythment, whereof a
Part were wodset by Sir Thomas Maule his Pronepos who was
killed at Flowdoun to the Laird of Dun and others thereof to
Alexander Wood of Witstoun. His Son Sir Thomas sue-
ceeded to him.
MauvLe Daughter to Sir Thomas Maule the Post-
[#age500.) hume who died at Edinburgh ut supra married Sir David
Guthrie of that Ilk.

MarcARET Mavie another Daughter to this Sir Thomas
married William Lindesay Third Son to Alexander Earl of
Crawford called Earl Beardie. In their Marriage they con-
quessed the Lands of Mountague First, & thereafter the
Lands of Evelick, from which last he took his Style. She
bare to him Three Sons Lindesay the eldest he
succeeded to his Father in the Lands of Mountague
Lindesay the Second was Predecessor to the Lindesays of
Kinnetles. Lindesay the Third got the Lands of Pitairlie.
Nota, The Lairds of Evelick yet bear in their Arms the Arms
of the Earl of Crawford and of the Maules of Panmore in
Quarter Shield. '

(8.) Sie THomas MauLk (called blind Sir Thomas) Son to Sir
Thomas the Posthume succeeded to his Father. He married
Catharine Lindesay Daughter to David and Sister to Alexander
Earls of Crawford who fought the Battle of Brechine against
the Earl of Huntlie Anno 1452. This Sir Thomas Maule
obtained an Indulgence from Pope Innocent 8% the 3¢ Year
of his Pontificate 1487 to him and his Wife to have Mass said

{7egr601] in the Chappel of Panmore and that it should be consecrate
for that Effect. His Lady bare a Son Alexander Maule who
married in his Father’s Lifetime ut infra. This Sir Thomas
thereafter repudiated his Lady, because Sir David "Guthrie
who married his Sister after she had born him sundry Children
did pursue a Divorce before the Official of St. Andrews because
they were within the Degrees defendant and after the Divorce
the, Earl of Crawford assisted Sir David Guthrie which so
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incensed Sir 'Thomas against the Earl of Crawford that he
repudiate his Wife the Earl's Sister albeit an innocent Woman.
She survived him, and lived and died at East Haven. After
the Divorce Sir Thomas married Catharine Crawmount
Daughter to the Laird of Auldbar, in whose Time riding at
the Hunting near the Greenlaw of Brechine he suddenly
became blind, and therefore was called the blind Knight. His
Second Lady bare a Son to him William who was also blind,
and stayed with his Uncle the Laird of Auldbar the most Part
of his Time. By his Mother’s Craft he got some Right to the
Lands of Bawshen which occasioned much Trouble to Sir
Thomas who was killed at Flowdoun but specially to his Son
Robert who very wisely recovered the same. This Sir Thomas
lived long. So that his Grand Child who was slain at Flow-
doun was a Knight before his Death, and he gave the Lands
of Bawshen to his Oye by a Charter dated 14* March 1497
which is confirmed by King James 4 the same Year. Sir
Thomas being of great Age contracted Sickness, and made his
Testament by Way of Instrument dated 16* January 1497
whereby he disponed to Sir Thomas Maule his Oye Heir and .
Successor omnia sua bona mobilia, viz. oves, boves, &c. upon [page504.]
the Condition of his Oye’s entertaining him in all Necessaries
and paying all his Debts, and it is like he died shortly there-
after. His Lady after his Death married Robert Keith Brother
to the Earl of Marischall, and lived till An. 1532. Nota. It
seems he lost not his Sight till he was old; For he granted
and subscribed a Charter to his Grand Child of the whole
Barony of Panmore Anno 1490. He had a Daughter

Maule,

MavrLe Daughter to this Sir Thomas Maule
married Strachan Laird of Carmylie, and bare to
him a Son called David Strachan.

(9.) Arexanper MaupE Son to Sir Thomas Maule and Dame
Catharine Lindesay Daughter to the Earl of Crawford died
before his Father, and was never in Fee of the Fortune, but
only of the Lands of Camstown and in an Annualrent of Six
Pounds out of Panmore. Therefore in the Writs he is stiled
Dominus de Camstoun and that because he was a prodigal and
profuse Man. He was also Portioner with the Laird of Par-
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broth of the Lands of Lukland and Hedderweek. But he
either sold or wodset them. He married in his Father’s Time
Guthrie Daughter to Sir David Guthrie of that
Ilk, and to Dundass his Wife Daughter to Dundass
of that Ilk. She bare to him Two Sons Thomas and
Maules. But he and his Second Son went off the Countrey
Anno 1498 to England with great Sums of Money, where, it
is thought, they were robbed and murthered for their Money ;
For they were never heared of more. His eldest Son Thomas
married Anno 1490 ut infra, and was put in Fee of the whole
Fortune by his Grand Father. They say this Alexander
Maule left the Kingdom, because of a Hatred conceived against
his Wife and her Friends for Misbehaviour, and because
[#ege603.] Alexander Guthrie his Brother in Law and Uncle to Thomas
Maule his Son had vexed and molested them with some Pro-
cesses, After his leaving the Kingdom he was never heared
of again. His Wife lived and died a Widow at Camstoun
Anno 1526, and was buried in the Kirk of Moneikie upon the
East Side of the Pulpit near the South Wall.
(10.) Siz THoMas MAULE eldest Son to Alexander Maule
‘appearand Heir of Panmore and Grand Child to the last Sir
Thomas succeeded to his Grand Father being First put in Fee
of the Estate by him Anno 1490. He married Elizabeth
Rollock Daughter to David Rollock of Ballachie and Margaret
Gray Daughter to Patrick Master of Gray. This David
Rollock had only Two Daughters, to wit, this Elizabeth
married to Sir Thomas Maule and Rollock married
to Colles of Balnamoone, and therefore disponed
his Lands to the House of Duncrub. This Sir Thomas Maule
was dearly beloved of his Grand Father who infeft him in the
hail Barony of Panmore to be holden of the King. It is said
he was subject to Vermine. He took a Displeasure at John
Liddel of Panlathen, and burnt his hail Bigging, for which he
took a Remission under the Great Seal, and afterwards sore
repented the Deed and other Offences done in his Youth
against God and his Neighbours, and gave Gifts to Religious
Houses, and went in Pilgrimage to France to St. John of
Amiens in Picardie, and for that End got a Licence under the
Great Seal to go off the Kingdom. He obtained a Letter of
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Confraternity from the Vicar General of the Minorites that
he his Wife and Children should be participant of their hail
Prayers, Suffrages and Divine Services of all that Order not
only in Scotland, but of all others dispersed through Christen-
dom, and not only of the Brethren of St. Francis called Gray
Friars, but of the Sisters of St. Clara, Dated at St. Andrews
20* Aprile 1504. This Sir Thomas Maule was Sheriff Depute
of Forfar under Andrew Lord Gray the Sheriff Principal, as is
clear by a Service and Retour led before them in the Tolbooth
of Forfar upon the 10® of January 1511 whereby Robert
Strathachin of Balwissy was served Heir to Christian Gordon
his Mother in the Fourth Part Lands of Balmachie and Barn-
yairds lying in the Barony of Panbryde and Sheriffdom of
Forfar. The Retour is authentick and is the Principal, now
in my Possession; And it affords this Observation. That it
bears, Heec Inquisitio facta fuit etc. coram nobili et potenti
Domino Andred Domino le Gray Vicecomite de Forfar et
Domino Thomi Maule de Panmoore Milite Vicecomite Depu-
tato de Forfar conjunctim et divisim. The Inquest was very
honourable, and consists of very counsiderable Gentlemen in
the Shire at that Time. Alexander Strachan Laird of Car-
mylie gave to this Sir Thomas and his Heirs his Bond of
Manrent to ryde or gang with him when charged thereto, and
became his Man both in Household and outwith Household
on his own Expences under the Pain of his losing his hail Lands
of Carmylie. The date is 9 February 1508. His Wife Eliza-
beth Rollock bare to him Two Sons Robert and William
Maules, and Three Daughters Elizabeth, Margaret and
Maules.

Arter Elizabeth Rollock’s Death this Sir Thomas Maule
married Grahame Sister to the Earl of Montrose, and
at that Time Relict to Haldan of Glenegles. But she
had no Children to him, and at his Death lived a while in the
Barnes of Panmore, and after returned to Glenegles, and long
outlived her Husband who being with King James 4* in
England Anno 1513 would not leave the King albeit Carmylie
left him, and came Home. But Sir Alexander Guthrie, Pan-
lathan, Balwissey and John Carnegy of Kinnaird stayed with
him ; And Sir Thomas being a fat grown Man could not draw

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his Sword in the Press just before the Armies joined at Flow-
doun. Therefore the Laird of Guthrie drew it to him
immediately before the Battle. But Sir Thomas was killed
there with many of his Friends and Vassals. Robert Maule
his eldest Son succeeded to him.

WoLiam Mauvre Second Son to Sir Thomas Maule slain at,
Flowdoun married Janet Carnegy Sister to Sir Rober Carnegy
of Kynnaird Daughter to John Carnegy, and bare to him Two
Sons, Thomas who was killed at Pinkie and David Maule who
conquessed the Lands of Both, and married Catharine Balfour
Daughter to David Balfour of Tarrie. She bore to him
David Maule who succeeded to his Father. He married
Catharine Lindesay Daughter to David Lindesay of Kinnetles
and had Issue.

THis Man's Son was killed at the Battle of Pinkie.

Euzagers Maure eldest Daughter to this Sir Thomas
Maule married Alexander Strachane younger of Carmylie Son
and appearand Heir to David Strachan of Carmylie and Janet
Drummond his Wife. The Contract is dated 13*® Junii 1507.
The Tocher is 320 Merks.

Marcarer MauLe the Second Daughter married David

[poge506.] Ramsay Laird of Panbryde, and bare only One Daughter
Ramsay.
MauLe the Third Daughter married John Liddel
of Panlathin slain at Flowdoun, and bare Two Daughters
and Isobell Liddels who got the Lands of Panlathin
in equal Division. The eldest of the Two was married to
Sir Thomas Maule (this Sir Thomas his Grand Child) to
of Arntullie, and he paid her Tocher, and so he
got her Half in Property. The Second Isobell Liddel married
Thomas Douglas Bastard Son to Archibald Earl of Angus.

(11.) RoserT MAULE, eldest Son to Sir Thomas Maule slain
at Flowdoun and Elizabeth Rollock succeeded to his Father
at 16 Years of Age. He married Isobell Mercer Daughter to

Lawrence Mercer of Meikleour and A. Wardlaw a
Daughter of Torrie. Nota, She (Queritur, Whether Mother
or Daughter) had Three Sisters. the eldest married
Gilbert Gray of Bandirren Brother to Lord Gray,

and bare Three Sons to him. Patrick Gray the eldest was
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afterwards Lord Gray, Robert the Second of Drummelie, and
the Third was James Gray of Buttergask. The Second Sister
was Lady Carslogie. Her name was and the Third
called was Lady of Rankeillor Sibbald, and both
these Houses are descended of these Two Sisters. This Isobel
Mercer Lady Panmore was a virtuous Lady. In her Time her
Husband got a Tack from Cardinal David Bethun then Abbot
of Ardbroth of all the Tiends of the Parish of Panbryde.
Also he got a Letter of Bailliary of the Barony of Barrie from
the Abbot called Forrester. He bought from
James Carnegy the Lands of Carnegy,and he paid the Tochers [sage507.)
of the Laird of Panlathan’s Two Daughters who were Heirs
thereof, and so got the Lands of Panlathin. This Laird of
Panmore was with John Earl of Lennox at the Battle of
Linlithgow (potius Aven.) Anno 1525, and afterwards took a
Remission therefore. He was deadly hurt at the Burn of
Barrie by Ogilvie of Balfour in Angus and

Grahame of Fintrie who were carrying off a Poynd from the
Lands of Panlathan Anno 1527, and passing through Barrie
well attended accidentally met with this Laird of Panmore,
and wounded him. But the Matter was afterwards agreed
and taken up by the Cardinal’s Moyen who favoured Balfour
and Fintrie whose Wife was then called Bethun. Isobell
Mercer bare to this Robert Maule Three Sons who outlived
him (besides John who died at ) Thomas, John
and Robert Maules and 8 Daughters, Margaret, Elizabeth,
Janet, Agnes, Isobell, Geils, Jean and Catharine Maules.
When Isobell Mercer died, i.e. Anno 1540 this Robert Maule
married Isobell Ardbuthnot Daughter to James Arbuthnot
Laird of that Ilk & Stewart, and she bare to him
Three Sons, Henry, William and Andrew Maules and a
Daughter Marjorie. De hisce infra. In Anno 1548 this
Laird of Panmore and his eldest Son Thomas were carried
away Prisoners by the English Men to the Castle of Bruchtie,
and he was there shot with a Culverine, but not deadly. His
Son Thomas was relieved by the Lord Gray his Means, but
himself they carried to London, and made Prisoner in the [page505.]
Tower for a Year, and then relieved him without Ransom by
the Means of the Marquis of Elbuisse with whom he came to
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Scotland. He was a proper comely Gentleman of a sanguine
Complexion, high Stature and cholerick, & had been Seven
Years Sheriff of Angus while My Lord Gray was in Prison.
He builded the House of Panmore. He was letcherous and
much given to Hunting and Hawking, the Golf, Foot Ball
and other Manly Exercises, but could neither read nor write.
Yet he embraced the Reformed Religion, and loved the
Ministers who then were. He died 8% Maii 1560 (full
Twenty Years after the Death of Isabell Mercer his First
Lady), and is buried in the Quyre of Panbryde Church before
the Altar at the North Wall. In this Sir Robert his Time
the Lands of Panmore fell in Non Entry, for which he paid
7000 Merks to King James 5%. But the Composition of
Benvy, Balrudry and Carmylie was reserved to himself. He
had great Trouble with Crawmount of Aldbar for
the Lands of Bellesone and with the Laird of Kellie for his
Marches and the Lands of Pitlivy. But through his Diligence
and Dexterity he overcame these Difficulties. Thomas Maule
his eldest Son of his First Marriage succeeded to him.

Joun MauLe Second Son to this Sir Robert Maule of Pan-
mure of his First Marriage never married, but died in Pitcurr,
and is buried in Rettins.

RoserT MauLe his Third Son of the First Marriage. He
never married. He dwelt at Pitlevy and died October 1600
sans Issue.

[Page509.] MarcARET MAULE his eldest Daughter of the First marriage
married Andrew Haliburton of Pitcurr, and bare to him
Three Sons Haliburtons and
a Daughter Haliburton.

EvizasetH MAULE the Second Daughter married William
Haliburton Brother to the Laird of Pitcurr.

Janer MavuLE the Third Daughter married James Strachan
of Baluissie Anno 1540, and within a Week after, her Mother
Isabell Mercer died.

Acnes Maure the Fourth Daughter married
Strachan of Carmylie, and was his Second Wife.

Isoser, Gris, JEAN and CatHariNE MauLgs, the 5%, 6,
7% and 8% Daughters were all but meanly married, and my
Notes do not tell How or To whom.
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Hexey MauLE eldest Son to Sir Robert Maule of Panmore
of his Second Marriage with Isobell Ardbuthnot married
Catharine Boswall Daughter to John Boswall "of Balylillie.
He conquessed the Lands of Balgreigy in Fife, and after sold
them, and bought the Lands of Innerpefer Easter. She bare

a Son Henry Maule who Anno 1612 married Dur-
hame Daughter to Durhame of Pittarrow,! & a
Daughter Maule married to Drummond
of Colquhalie. Also another Daughter Maule

married to John Strachan of Balwissey. This Henry Maule
after his First Wife’s Death married Janet Lyon Widow of
Coliestoun. But she bare no Children to him.

Axprew MauLE Second Son to Sir Robert Maule of his
Second Marriage conquessed the Lands of Guilde. He married
Margaret Durhame She bare to him Three
Sons Robert, William and David Maules, and these Five
Daughters Barbara Maule married to Thomas Wishart of
Bondarge. 2? Grissel Maule married to Gilbert Wishart
Son to the Laird of Logie. 3¢ Elizabeth Maule married Mr.
Thomas Peirsone Son to the Laird of Lochlands. 4 Marjory
Maule married First to William Nairne Son to the Laird of
St. Ford Nairne in Fife, and bare to him Thomas Nairne.

Axp after William Nairne’s Death She was married to John
Earl of Ethie, but had no Children to him.

Witrtiam Mauie the Third Son of the Second Marriage

married Beatrix Guthrie Daughter to She bare
these Daughters Maule married to

Murray of Blackbarronie. Maule married to James
Dundas of Duddingstoun. Marven Maule married to S*
Alex* Seton of Kilcroich. Maule married to James
Murray of Priestfield. Maule married to

Moriesone of Prestongrange.

Magsorie MauLe only Daughter to this Laird of Panmore
of his Second Marriage married Andrew Guthrie of Kingenny,
and bare to him a Son William Guthrie.

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succeeded to his Father. Being bred sometime in Edinburgh,
he waited on Cardinal David Bethun, and was contracted on
One of his Natural Daughters. But he was disswaded from
marrying her at length by King James 5%, for which his
Father and he payed 3000 Merks. He attended the Cardinal
in his Embassy to France Anno 1541. But he was absent and
at Home the Time of the Cardinal’s Murther in May 1546.
He married Margaret Halyburton Daughter to George Haly-
burton of Pitcurr and Janet Ogstoune Second Daughter and
Air Portioner to Walter Ogstoun of that Ilk who First was
Wife to Evenus Creichton slain at Flowdoun. And this
Margaret Halyburton, when Panmore married her was the
Widow of John Ogilvie of Balfour who died in Edinburgh of
the Pestilence within a Year of the Marriage. This Thomas
and his Lady dwelt in Panlathin in his Father’s Time, which
Lands belonged to the House of Panmore at that Time, as
above is said in his Father Robert Maule his Time. Thomas
was at the Battle of Pinkie, and hardly escaped, 14 of his Men
being killed there ut supra. He was after made a Prisoner
by the English who kept Broughtie Castle, and after that was
again taken at the Road of Haddinrig. Also being oft in
Action, and being with Queen Mary at Aberdeen Anno 1562
against George Earl of Huntlie, because of his Wife's Sickness
he was not at Corrichie Fight, but got Leave to go Home by
the Moyen of James Haliburton his Brother in Law. After
the Earl of Darnlie’s Murther he was a constant Follower to
all the Regents, and agreed to their Parties against Queen
Mary’s Interest. He was a Man of a fair and good Com-
plexion, and never was daunted with Adversity. He delighted
much in Hunting and Hawking even to the neglecting of his
Affairs, and was very intimate with the Lord Gray who was
Sister Bairns with him, and with Sir George Haliburton of
Pitcurr who was his Sister’s Son and with many other good
Gentlemen. There fell a great Misunderstanding betwixt
him Patrick Maule his eldest Son by the Instigation of
Friends to the great Hurt of the Family. So that it occasioned
the Selling of Panlathan, Glacester and Carnegy. He lived
in great Love with his Wife for 52 Years, and died
42 March 1600 /Etatis sue 78. His Lady died October 1602,
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a most virtuous Gentlewoman. She bare to him Eight Sons,
Patrick, William, David, Robert, Thomas, George, James and
Alexander Maules, and Three Daughters, Margaret, Agnes
and Isobell Maules. Patrick Maule his eldest Son succeeded
to him.

WiLLiam Maure Second Son to this Thomas Maule Laird
of Panmore at 22 Years of Age went to Sweden with Archi-
bald Ruthven to the Wars against the Muscovites, and died

abroad of the Kingdom sans Issue.

Davip MavLe the Third Son died at Panmore Anno 1579
sans Issue. His Disease was a Feltic Gravel.

M-e. Rosertr MauvLe the Fourth Son was Licentiate in the [page518.]
Laws and Commissary of St. Andrews which he quate to his
Cousin David Maule of Both. He was a Learned Man and a
great Antiquary in Scottish Affairs and History, and a good
Etymologist in the Old Language, and great Master of the
Latine Tongue. All which he hath abundantly testified by
his learned M.S. ¢ De Origine et Vetustate Gentis Scotorum* in
Latine, whereof a good Part is now lost at the Burning of Dr.
Robert Sibbald his House in Edin* Anno 1684, which I had -
lent him in Order to the Design Sir Robert then had for the
Honour of his Nation. But Mr. Robert Maule in that Work
of his doth but too much second or patronize Buchanan in
limiting and depressing the Antiquity of our Kings, yea, and
partly unhinges their Succession also. He wrote also a M.S.
Treatise of the House of Panmore (whereof he was a Son)
which I have now in my Hand to the full Evidence and Proof
of his Knowledge, Diligence and Industry being all written
with his own Hand in Anno 1611, whereunto he added some
Emendations, Corrections and Enlargements Anno 1614, from
which I have composed the former Genealogy abridging and
methodizing the same in thir preceeding Leaves (and some
other Sheets apart) wherein are contained many other Pur-
poses and Matters fit to be known which he hath interlarded
in his Discourse by Way of Digression always learnedly
enough though always not so pertinent, seeing they disturb
the Course of the Treatise, and oftimes occasion Repetitions. [sage514.)
He wrote the First Treatise abovementioned (which, albeit
very learned, yet abounds too much with long Digressions)
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being well stricken in Years with a great Deal of Industry and
Judgement at St. Andrews Anno 1617. But now I fear much
of it is lost.

He married Catharine Myretoun youngest Daughter to
William Myretoun of Cambo in Fife who bare to him a Son
Patrick on the 7*® January 1606. This Patrick Maule married
First Forbes Daughter to of Rires who
bare to him a Daughter Catharine Maule married to John
Oughterlony of Goond, and bare many children. Next Patrick
married Jean Aytoun 4® Daughter to John Aytoun of Kin-
naldie. She bare no Children.

Parrick Mavre himself is alive at this 839 Junii 1692, and is
in the 87® Year of his Age.

Tromas MauvLe the Fifth Son to this Laird of Panmore
Married Margaret Lichtoun Daughter to
She bare to him these Children, Thomas, Robert, Margaret
and Catharine Maules. After her Death he married Martha
Forrester, and she bare to him a Daughter

Maule. He died at the Barns of Panmore Novem-
[page515.] ber 1600 aged 40 Years.
Grorce MAuLE the Sixth Son was a Mariner in England
- where he married and had a Son William Maule who died at
Sea.

James MauLE the Seventh Son. He married in the Merse,
and dwelt at Eyemouth, and had a Son called Alexander.

ALEXANDER MAULE the Eighth Son to this Laird of Panmore
died a Child sans Issue.

MagrcARET MauLE eldest Daughter to this Laird of Panmore
and Margaret Halyburton was married to James Stewart
Brother to John Earl of Athol. But the Author of the
Treatise in his additional Notes says this James Stewart was

Second Son to Stewart Lord of Innermay.
AcNes MauLe the Second Daughter died young sans Issue
Anno 1568.

Isosery MauLe the Third Daughter married Henry Dur-
hame Son to Robert Durhame of Grange who died Anno 1602.
(13.) Patrick MauLe eldest Son to Thomas Maule of Pan-
more and Margaret Halyburton succeeded to his Father. He
was born March 1548 in Janet Ogstoun Lady Pitcurr his
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Grand Mother’s House at the Milne of Pitcurr. At Fourteen
Years of Age he married Margaret Ereskine Daughter to Sir
John Ereskine of Dun the Superintendent and Barbara du
Borle a French Woman of Picardie in France Daughter to the
Lord Camnecourt who came to Scotland with Queen Mary of
Lorrain the Regent. This Patrick bigged the House of Baw-
shen, and dwelt there till his Father's Death, after which he
came to Panmore, and repaired the House which was then
very ruinous, yea, and the Fortune was then low; For many
Lands were sold. Others were wodset. His Lady bare to
him an Son Patrick and these Seven Daughters, 1. Elizabeth,
2. Jean, 8. Margaret, 4. Eupham, 5. Isobell, 6. Barbara and
7. Christian Maules. His Lady died Anno 1598, and himself
1% Maii 1605. His only Son Patrick being then in England
in King James 6% his Court succeeded to him at the Age of
20 Years.

Euzasers Maure eldest Daughter to Patrick Maule of
Panmore and Margaret Ereskine married James Strachan of
Carmylie and bare to him a Son James.

JEAN MaucLe the Second Daughter married David Ereskine
Second Son to Sir John Ereskine of Dun, and bare a Son John
Ereskine who came to be Laird of Dun, because
Ereskine his Brothers Son died without Heirs.

Magcarer MauLE the Third Daughter married Mr. Arthur
Ereskine Uncle to the said David Ereskine.

Evpnam MauvLe the Fourth Daughter married Patrick
Ouchterlonie Son to Ouchterlonie Lord of Kellie.

IsopeLr MauLE the Fifth Daughter married William Ard-
buthnot.

Bagrpara Mauvrk the Sixth Daughter died unmarried sans
Issue.

CurisTiaAN MauLE the Seventh Daughter married Mr. Simon
Durrie.

(14.) Patrick MAuLE only Son to Patrick Maule of Pan-
more and Margaret Ereskine born at Bawshen 29'* May 1585
succeeded to his Father at 20 Years of Age being then an
Attender and Servant to King James 6% who some Years
before had a great likeing to him and a good Conceit of him
from his Carriage at the King’s Hunting in Monromont.

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When he succeeded to his Father, the Fortune was extreme
. low, and so depressed that the Family had certainly perished,
and the House of Panmore in the Maules had been ex-
tinguished if he had not gotten great Favour at Court, where
he became of the Bed Chamber to King James 6. But he was
happy in serving a generous and kind Master the King who
disponed to himself his own Ward and Marriage, and dealt and
[page518.] interceeded with James Marquis of Hamilton, and procured
to him from the Marquis a Tack of all his Teinds valued at
Fourty Pennies the Boll for the Space of Three Liferents and
Three Nineteen Years thereafter. By which Means and his
own wise and discreet Conduct he bettered, relieved and en-
larged his Fortune exceedingly. He got his Ward Holding
changed into Taxt Ward. He also made a Taillie of his
Fortune to the nearest of the Name, got the East Haven
erected in a Burgh of Barony. All which was confirmed in
Parliament Anno 16 . As he had Favour and Riches, so
King Charles 1* in Anno 1646 made him a Nobleman 1646,
and created him EagL of Panmore, Lord Maule and Brechine.
He relieved the Lands of which had been wodset
above 60 Years, Item the West Barns, the whole Barony of
Panmore, the Town of Camistoun, except the Milne thereof,
the Town of Ball-Easone, the East Side of Pitlewy, the Half
of Seryne, the Half of Burneside, the Quarters of the Milne
thereof. He bought the Heritage of Balwissy redeemable
upon the Sum of 7800 Merks, and with his Honour he mightily
increased his Fortune. He also acquired from Sir William
Murray of the Bed Chamber to King Charles 1* the Baronie,
Lands and erected Lordship of the Abbacy of Ardbroth and
the Burgh of Barony and Regality thereof with the Milnes,
Fisheries, Kirkes, Patronages, Annualrents and Priviledges
[page529.) pertaining thereto with all Liberties and Right of Regalitie,
etc. All which had been erected by King Charles 1* in a free
Lordship, Baronie and Regalitie by a Charter under the Great
Seal to the said Sir William Murray in Anno 16 . And
this Earl of Panmore his Charter thereof from the said
William Murray is of the Date the Day of 16 .
Mr. Robert Maule in his M.S. Treatise of this Family and
Baronie says he was the Thirteenth Laird of Panmore (Maule).
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But I find him the Fourteenth who was lineally descended
from Father to Son counting Sir Peter who married Christian
Valence the First and Alexander the eldest Son to Sir Thomas
to be the Ninth, albeit he came never to the Fortune by
Reason of his Father lived long, and he himself went off the
Kingdom, and died. Mr. Maule also finds him the Fourteenth °
who had the Title of Knight and Baron.

Parrick Earl of Panmore was thrice married First to Lady
Francis Stanhope Daughter to Edward Lord Stanhope of
Grimstone. The Family is now Earl of Chesterficld in Eng-
land. She bare to him Two Sons George and Henry Maules
and Two Daughters Ladies Elizabeth and Jean Maules. The
Earl of Panmore his Second Lady was Lady Mary Waldrun
One of the Queen’s Maids of Honour. (She left no Issue.)
Thirdly, he married Lady Mary Ereskine Daughter to John
Earl of Mar the Treasurer then Dowager Countess of Marischal
being Relict of " Earl of Marischall. But
he had no Issue by her. The Earl himself died Anno 1661, [#2s¢52.]
and George his eldest Son succeeded to him.

Hexey MauLe Second Son to Patrick the First Earl of
Panmore usually designed, while he lived, Colonel Hary
Maule, because he had been Colonel to a Regiment of Soldiers
under King Charles 29 at Worcester, at the Battle whereof
he was taken Prisoner. He married twice, First, Lady Jean
Weyms Daughter to John Earl of Weyms. She bare to him
M™ Mary Maule not yet married. After his First Lady’s

(15.) GEorckE the Second Earl of Panmore succeeded to Earl
Patrick his Father. He was a worthie and gallant Person, had
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the Command of a Regiment of Horse under King Charles 2¢
against the Sectarian Armie of England under Oliver Cromwell,
and behaved most gallantly., He caused throw down the Old
House and Castle of Panmore, and built a new fine and noble
Fabrick about 20 Years ago now a House of the modern
Fashion, One of the prettiest in the Kingdom. He married
Lady Jean Campbell eldest Daughter to John Earl of Lowdon
Lord High Chancellour of Scotland. She bare to him Three
Sons George, James and Henry Maules and a Daughter
La. Mary Maule. This Earl of Panmore died Anno 1671,
and his eldest Son George succeeded to him. The Countess
Dowager of Panmore is still alive.

Jamis MauLe Second Son to George Earl of Panmore was
First Laird of Balumbie; But, George Earl of Panmore his
elder Brother dying without Issue, he succeeded to him in the
Earldom of Panmore, ut infra.

Heney MauvLe Third Son to George Earl of Panmore is at
present Laird of Kellie in Angus, and married
Flyming Daughter to Earl of Wigtoun.

Lapy Mary Maure his Daughter married Charles Earl of
Mar, and bare to him John Henry, James, Charles and One
Daughter Lady Jean.! At present She is Countess Dowager
of Mar.

(16.) Georce the Third Earl of Panmore succeeded to his
Father George the Second Earl of Panmore. He married
Lady Jean Flyming Daughter to Earl of
Wigtoun who bare some Children to him. But they died
all Infants. And this Earle & his Lady died both young
Persons without any Issue behind them.

CARNEGY of KINNAIRD
now Earls of Southesque.

THe Earl of Southesque bears Or An Eagle dis-
played Azure, armed and membered Gules; And for
his Crest Azure Jupiter's Thunder Bolt in Pale Or
enflamed at both Ends proper shafted Saltire-Ways,
and winged in Fess Argent fold they gave a Hand
through the Thunder Bolt.

A true and satisfactory Etymologie of the Name (Carnecy)
is certainly ill to find, which these of the Name do not assign;
And our Antiquaries (for Ought I know) have scarcely adven-
tured on. It is true, Mr. Robert Maule (both learned and
daring more than enough in such Attempts) hath pleased his
Fancy rather than satisfied other Mens Judgements (in his
larger Account of the Genealogy of the Family of Panmore
whereof he was a Son being Uncle to the First Earl) by giving
this Derivation of the Word, Carneneagie or Nagie, that is,
the Horse Carne. But How a Gentleman of any Note or
considerable Interest (as the Predecessors of this Honourable
Family of Old were) would assume such a Name carrying in
it so mean an Epithet, Derivation and Signification is hard to
conceive, and worse to believe. Although it was very ordinary
in antient Times among great Men to take Topical Surnames,
that is, Names from Places, or Officiarie Surnames from the
Offices they enjoyed. And it hath been long a Custom amongst
the Highlanders to give Agnames or By Names to Persons
either from Colour or Complexion, as Ban, Roy, Dow, &c.,
or from notable and eminent Actions of Men or Accidents
happening to them, or from the Qualities they were endowed
with (of all which many Instances may be given) or by the
Patronymicks of Mac, Gill &c. All which at Length came
to obtain and take Place.
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I conceive the true Original of the Name is some Hungarian
Word ; For the First Predecessors of that Family came from
that Kingdom ut infra in the next Page; And, since that
there remains yet in that Kingdom a considerable Family
called Carnaske or Carnasky bearing the same Original Coat
Armorial with the Family we now treat of, it is most rational
to belteve that some of that Family coming into Scotland ut
infra and being of the Name came at Length to change the
last Syllable and Termination of the Name as exotick and
barbarous to Scots Men into & more easy and flexible One,
and, it may be, at that Time, more suited to the vulgar
Dialect of this Kingdom. But to criticize a little more upon
the Etymology of the Name Carnegy, it may be derived from
the Two Words Carnea and Agios. The First Carnea is from
the French Word Carneau, i.e. the Embattlement of a Wall,
and the other a Greek Word Ayios Holy. Otherwise from
these other Two Words Carnem and as if the First
of the Name had been Master Household and Usher up of the
King's Meat as well as he was Cup-Bearer, Two Offices which
might well consist in One Person. But as the Derivation of
the Surname is thus difficult to find out & fix, so also Nota,
Car in the Teutonick signifies All. So R. Verstegan in his
restored Intelligence. This Family is sufficiently obscure even
to these come of it (as well as to others) as to it’s Original,
Succession and Marriages, albeit it is both very antient and
honourable, and hath produced many notable and eminent
Persons ; And the Reason is because about 240 Years ago the
House of Kinnaird which hath been long, if not always, their
chief Dwelling & Residence was with it’s Furniture and the
Charter Chest of the Head Family burnt and destroyed upon
the Occasion after expressed. So that, before that Time, we
are left in the Dark in our Enquiry having few Documents yet
come to Light to instruct us in Things necessary to be known
and communicated in this Genealogy.

THE common received and most likely and probable Tradition

as to their Original is That the First of the Name in Scotland [sase554]

came hither from Hungary with Prince Edgar (the true un-
doubted Heir of the Kingdom of England being only Son to
Edward the Outlaw so called because he lived long out of

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England) See the Royal Genealogy Page«7® and Agatha his
Mother and Margaret (after Wife to King Malcolme Canmore)
and Lady Christian Prince Edgar his Sisters who were forced
to fly England (whether they had come from Hungary) by the
Persecution of William the Conqueror (who then subdued that
Kingdom) and intending to return to Hungary by a Tempest
were driven up the River Forth (then and a long Time after
called the Scottish Sea) and landing near Innerkeithing King
Malcolme Canmore took Margaret the eldest of Prince Edgar’s
Sisters to Wife, and this in Anno 1066 ; After which Marriage
our Antiquaries affirm that the First of the Carnegies was
promoted to be Cup-Bearer to King Malcolme Canmore ; In
Token whereof they then got the Cup in their Arms which
these descended of him used for a long Time even till of late
that caused dash it out.

To instruct their Original from Hungary this is a strong
Document That there is yet a Family in that Kingdom of
Hungary called Carxaske which carry the same Arms with
the Carnegies in Scotland, which together with the Vicinity of

[page 535.] the Two Names seems a Proof of the Carnegies Original from
Hungary amounting in Matters of this Nature to a satisfactory
Demonstration, at least, a good Proof.

WE cannot learn the Name of this Gentleman (if he had
any other than Carnegy) who was King Malcolme's Cup-Bearer,
nor of his Successors after him for Three or Four Generations,
and herein even Tradition itself is faulty; For we hear no
more of the Family after King Malcolme and his Cup-Bearers
then till the Days of King William (the Fourth from him who
began to reign Anno 1165, and succeeded to King Malcolme
the Maiden his Brother.) In this King William's Reign

Carnegy was Constable to the King’s House at Fetter-
cairne in the Mernis, for which Service he got the Lands
of Fesdow now belonging to James Falconer (One of the
Lords of Session) and the Lands of Pitnemoone.

ArTER this Carnegy King William’s Constable
at Fettercairne his Death we are again in the Dark as to his
Successors, nor are they known for some Generations; And the
First authentick Document that is to be had of any in the
Family is above 200 Years after, & it is the Extract of a
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Charter out of the Publick Registers granted by Robert Duke
of Albany Earl of Fife and Menteith Governour of the King-
dom of Scotland in the Time of King James 1* his Captivity
in England to Dutnacus of Carnegy of the Village of KynNNairp,
with the Pertinents. The Charter is dated 21 February [ag 5%.]
1409, that is, Three Years after the Death of King Robert 34,
The Charter has been extracted about 140 Years after the
granting ; For it is subscribed by Mr. Thomas Marjoribanks
Clerk Register who had that Office about the Year 1550 in
Queen Mary’s Minoritie. It appears that this Duthacus
Carnegy had a Son or Grand Child called Walter Carnegy.
Warter Carnecy of Kinnaird Son'or Grand Child to
Duthacus Carnegy. He lived about the Year 1450; And the
Documents anent him are these, 12, There is in the Charter
Chest of Brechin a Brieve direct forth of the King's Chancel-
larie to Walter Ogilvie of Beaufort Sheriff Depute of Forfar
ordaining him That by an Inquest of Honourable Persons he
should make the Bounds and Marches both Property and
Commonty of the Lands of Menmuire clear betwixt the Bishop
and the Kirk of Brechin on the One Part and John Collace on
the other Part. And accordingly the Lands were perambulate
and marched upon the 13% of July 1450 Years the 8% Year of
the Reign of ‘King James 2%. In the Service and Retour of
this Brieve mention is made of these who past upon the
Inquest, and, amongst others, of these Three (called Viri
honorabiles) Walterus Carnegy de Kynnaird, Walterus Carnegy
de Guthrie and of Joannes Carnegy de Eodem. In this
Walter Carnegy of Kynnaird his Time was the House and
Charter Chest of Kynnaird belonging to him burnt and [eg557.]
destroyed by Alexander the First Earl of Huntlie after the
Battle at Brechine fought betwixt him and Alexander (or
David) Earl of Crawford agnamed Earle Beardie upon Ascen-
sion -Day 1458 (the Occasion and Issue of which Battle may
be fully had from our Histories) and that because this Walter
Carnegy assisted and joined with the Earl of Crawford against
the Earl of Huntlie then King James the 2¢ his Lieutenant
against the Douglasses and their Adherents whereof Crawford
was chief. And this Burning of the House of Kinnaird and
the Charter Chest of the Head Family at this Time has buried
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all the Account of these of the Family before this Man's Time,
and has put them to so great a Loss as the utter Ignorance of
their Predecessors and their Honours, Fortunes, Marriages
and Succession.

THE Proof of this Burning is this. There is in the said
Charter Chest the Verdict of an Inquest proceeding upon a
Brieve out of the Chancellarie bearing That it was lamentably
complained by Walter Carnegy of Kinnaird That in the Time
of the War betwixt Alexander Earl of Huntlie, Lord Gordon,
and Alexander Earl of Crawford Lord Lindesay his Mansion
House & Charters thereof and of little Carcary were
destroyed. This Brieve is dated 1** January 1454; And it is
directed to Thomas Fentoun of Ogill then Depute to Alex-

[ page 535.] ander of Ogilvie Sheriff of Forfar, and hath his Seal appended
thereto, and the Seals and Subscriptions of the Persons of
Inquest, to wit, William of Ouchterlony of Kellie Thomas of
Ogilvie of Clova, John of Ereskine of Dun, Patrick of Gairden
of that Ilk ; James of Rynd of Broxmouth. John Guthrie of
Essie, Alexander Lambie of Dunkeny, William of Gairne of
the Burrowfield, William Guthrie of Glenquharadie, Thomas
of Crawmond, William Symer of Balzordie, and several others
of the antientest Gentlemen of the Shire of Angus; And in
Answer to the Points of the Brieve they gave this Verdict,
That Walter of Carnegy held the Lands of Kinnaird and
Little Carchary with the Pertinents of the King for the Service
of the keeping of the King’s Ale Sellar within the Sheriff-
dom of Forfar when the King should happen to reside there,
and when he is lawfully thereto, and for Payment of a Penny
in Name of Blensh Farme if it were asked.

Arter this Walter Carnegy the Race & Posterity coming
of him and his Marriage also are Something Obscure. Yet I
find about 60 Years thereafter One James Carnegy Anno 1512,
who, I suppose was this Walter his Son or Grand Child.

James CarNecy of Kinnaird Son (or Grand Child) to the
last Walter Carnegy was living at the Field of Flowdoun. Mr.
Robert Maule in his M.S. of the Genealogy of the Family of
Panmoore makes Mention of him, but has Nothing of his

[pagess9.] Actions, Marriage or Posteritie. He also speaks there of
John Carnegy, who, it seems, was Son to this James.
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Joun CaenEcy Son (as it appears) to James Carnegy of
Kinnaird was killed with King James 4% at Flowdoun
September 1513.

Janer Carnecy Daughter to this John (For She was Sister
to Sir Robert) married William Maule Son to the Laird
of Panmore, & bare to him Two Sons, Thomas who was
killed at Pinkie, and David Maule who conquessed the Lands
of Both and married Catharine Balfour Daughter to David
Balfour of Tarrie. She bare to him David Maule who suc-
ceeded to his Father. He married Catharine Lindesay
Daughter to David Lindesay of Kinnetles, and had Issue.
This Man’s Son was killed at the Battle of Pinkie.

I find Alexander Carnegy of Kynnaird about the Year 1540
or 1544.

Siz Rosert CaeNecy of Kynnaird (forte Sone to John
Carnegy killed at Flowdoun) after a Generation or Two suc-
ceeded to the Fortune of Kinnaird, and in the Minority of
Queen Mary had a great Stroke and Hand in the Government
both under James Duke of Chastleherault and Earl of Arran
the Governour and in the Regency of Queen Mary of Lorraine
the Dowager after the Power came to her Hands by the Duke
and Governour’s Dimission Anno 1554. He was a Lord of
Session Anno 1553, and was admitted an Ordinary Lord in [page540.]
1561, and designed Sir Robert Carnegy of Kynnaird. Buchan.
Lib. 16 prope initium. He was Chamberlain to the Abbacy
of Ardbroth, thereafter Knighted, and made a Lord of the
Session.

Pag. 160. The Carnegies have risen to great Fortunes and
Honours by being Members of the College of Justice. All our
Historians make honourable Mention of him for his Wisdom
and Conduct, and that most deservedly, and his Posterity and
the Friends of the Family know well what great Accessions of
Lands and Rights he brought to them by his Prudence. Being
that he was a Person of great Judgement and Action he came
to have a great Interest with the Earl of Arran the Governour
who sent him to England to redeem George Earl of Huntlie,
he being then a Prisoner there after Pinkie Field where he was
taken Anno 1547. Some Years thereafter this Sir Robert
Carnegy and David Panter Bishop of Ross persuaded the Earl
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of Arran the Governour to demitt the Regency in Favours of
Queen Mary of Lorraine the Dowager in Anno 1554, and
prevailed with him to do so, which procured him much Favour
from her who in Anno 1556 sent this Sir Robert Carnegy and
Sir John Bellenden Ambassadors to England to treat and
conclude upon the Laws anent Fishing. Also in Anno 1559
she sent him with a Message to the Duke of Chastleherault.
(pages41) ‘This Sir Robert Carnegy married Margaret Guthrie Daughter
to Guthrie Laird of Lunan. She bare to him Six
Sons, John, Mr. David, William, James, Alexander & Walter
Carnegies, all whom he provided to Fortunes in Land in his
own Time ut infra. His Lady also bare to him these
Daughters all
whom he got married very well and honourably ut infra.

Joun Carnecy eldest Son to Sir Robert Carnegy of Kyn-
naird succeeded to his Father in the Fortune. He died
without Issue. Therefore his Brother Mr. David at Length
succeeded to him. He was living in 1585.

Mg. Davip Carnecy the Second Son came at Length to the
Fortune ut infra.

WirLiam Carnrkcy the Third Son.

Jamrs Carvkcy the Fourth Son got from his Father the
Lands of Messindue.

Mge. Davip CarNecy Second Son to Sir Robert Carnegy of
Kinnaird was ordinarily designed of Colluthie in his Brother’s
Life. He succeeded to his elder Brother John who died with-
out Heirs male. He was for a long Time styled Mr. David
Carnegy of Colluthie, and was in good Account and Esteem
with King James 6%, who employed him often and much in [sage 644}
the great Affairs of the Kingdom. Specially he created him
a Lord of Session and One of the Octavians (as they were
called) which was a Court erected by King James in Anno
1595 to order his Revenues. He was twice married, First, to

Ramsay Heretrix of Colluthle, by whom he got that
Part of the Fortune which lies in Fife, to wit, Lewchars,
Broadlands, Colluthie etc., with the Pertinents. She bare to
him Three Daughters, Ca.tharine, Elizabeth and Jean Carnegys,
and after her Death he married Weyms Daughter
to Weyms of that Ilk who bare to him Four Sons,
David, Mr. John, Sir Alexander and Robert Carnegys who
were all Heads of considerable Families and Fortunes of whom
after. This David the eldest his Posterity. This Mr. David
Carnegy died Anno 1599.

Davip his eldest Son succeeded to him ; And for his Three
Daughters of his First Marriage, we have this Account of them.

[rage580.])  JouN MarTINE eldest Son to George Martine married Janet
(but her Surname is not expressed). The Document is an
Evident granted to them Anno 1498, and then Wives
Surnames were seldom insert in Evidents. Their Children
were John the eldest and Mr. George Martines.

Jonn succeeded to his Father.

Mz. Georce MartiNe Second Son to the First John
Martine and Janet his Spouse turned a Church-Man,
and was in Anno 1529 Preceptor, Master and Possessor of the
Hospital or Leper House beside the City of St. Andrews
(founded for the Honour and Worship of St. Nicholas) and the
Fruits and Annualrents thereof. And thus I find him and
the Hospital both designed in an Original Charter granted by
James Bethun Arch-Bishop of St. Andrews ratifying the
Union and Annexation of that Hospital to the Place of the
Friars Predicatores of the City of St. Andrews. To which
Union this Mr. George Martine then Preceptor, Master and
Possessor thereof consented conform to an Instrument dated
19t Julii 1629. Yea, and by his Procuratory he dimitted the
said Hospital in the Arch-Bishop’s Hands, and so it became a
Part of the Patrimony of the See; And the Arch-Bishop of new
gave, united and incorporated the same Hospital to the saids
Friars, and inducted Frater John Greirsoun their Provincial in

[poge 581 the Possession and Institution thereof and Fruits of the same
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by Delivery of the Arch-Bishop’s Ring; And the Charter
contains other Solemnities of the Friars Possession as the
Delivery of the Keys of the Church, Vestments of the Altar
and Yeard and Stone etc. The Charter is dated 24" July
1529. I have found yet no further Mention of this Mr. George
Martine. See the Charter ad longum in Rel. D. Andrew in
fol. prope finem.

JorN MaeTiNE eldest Son to the First John Martine. I
find him married to Beatrix Meffen Daughter to Thomas
Meffen or Methven sometime before the Year 1513 ; For then
(as well as in 1519) I find them mentioned in authentick
Writs conceived to them and to John Martine their eldest
Son and designed only Citizen of St. Andrews. Yet in 1509
I find him without Mention of his Wife. Their Children
were John, Thomas, James, Christian, Janet, Margaret,
Beatrix Martines. John the eldest succeeded to him. The
Father was Proprietor of an House and Yard in the Mercat
Street of St. Andrews lying on the South Side thereof.

Tromas MARTINE Second Son to John Martine and Beatrix
Methven married Janet Wauch who bare to him a Son
Thomas. The Father came to be Baillie of St. Andrews, and
died, it seems, before 1540. For in that Year 1 find-this
Janet Wauch designed Relict of Thomas Martine.

Tnomas MarTiNE Son to Thomas Martine and Janet Wauch
was also Baillie of St. Andrews, and in Anno 1555 was sent [Page582.]
the Town’s Commissioner to an extraordinary Convention of

Burrows with as their Commission in Latin
(and which I have) bears. He married Margaret Heriot
Daughter to Heriot of Lathones, who, because he had

no Sons, disponed the Lands of Lathones to this Thomas
Martine his Son in Law and his Heirs with this Margaret
Heriot his Wife. Yet it was at First only under Reversion
as I hear. Their Children were James

Anno 1562 I find Mention of this Thomas, Margaret Heriot
his Wife and James Martine their Son.
James MArTINE Son to Thomas Martine and Margaret
Heriot was either Father or Grand-Father to John Martine
of Lathones. If he was Father, then he married
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Martine Daughter to George Martine of Cardovan For she
was Mother to John Martine of Lathones who had an elder
Brother who died young and these Sisters, Susanna never
married, and Margaret Martine married to William Bowman,
and Janet Martine married to Mr. John Mernis Minister at
Carnebie.

JouN MarmiNe of Lathones married First Isobell Balfour
Daughter to William Balfour of Nydie and Elizabeth Schevez
who bare to him Elizabeth Martine (married to Thomas
Third Son to D* George Martine Provost of St. Salvator’s
College, and bare to him James, Mr. Thomas, John, Helen &
Mary Martines) Helen Martine married to John Leitch of

(#age 583.] Moonsie Milne, and bare to him a Daughter Margaret Leitch,
and Eupham Martine married to Mr. John Peirsone Son to

But she died sans Issue. Secondly, John Martine married
Elizabeth Durrie Daughter to the Laird of Durrie of that Ilk,
and had no Issue by her. Thirdly, He married Mary Keith
who bare a Son Robert. He died young sans Issue, and
Catharine Martine married to Gordoun of Auchan-
nachie in the North. She hath Issue.

James MARTINE Third lawfull Son to the Second Jobhn
Martine and Beatrix Methven married Elizabeth
I find them in & Seasine Anno 1553.

CHRISTIAN MARTINE Daughter to John Martine and
Beatrix Meffen First married George Winchester of Kinglassie
Son to David Winchester and Beatrix Monepennie, and bare
to him these Eight Children Alexander, John, David, James,
Norman, Winchesters. But she and
her Husband came to much Trouble; For he was cited to
compear before John Hamilton Arch-Bishop of St. Andrews
with many Prelates and Doctors of the Law to answer for
Heresy (as it was then called) and was convict thereof and
forefaulted therefore and his Escheat disponed to Mr. William
Arthur of Carnes his own Brother in Law with his hail Lands,
Acres, Houses, etc., and George himself (they say) fled off the
Kingdom, and died abroad, and Mr. William Arthur was

[page584) accordingly infeft in the House, at least upon a Charter
granted thereof to him by the Arch-Bishop upon Queen
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Mary’s Letter of Presentation and this in the Year 1550. Yet
Mr. William Arthur by his Disposition dated 27® of August
1555 out of Pity to this Christian Martine and her Eight
Fatherless Children disponed to her in Liferent the fore Tene-
ment and the Tacks of Kinglassie and Polduff sometime per-
taining to the said George etc. with his hail Moveables fallen
in Escheat upon her paying to him the Composition that he
paid therefore ; And so George Winchester’s Fortune returned
to his Children again.

Tris Christian Martine is infeft in the Half of a House and
Yard lying in the Mercat Street of St. Andrews upon her
Father's Resignation with Consent of Beatrix Methven his
Wife. The Seasine is dated 29** March 1525, and is sub-
scribed by Andrew Olyphant Clerk of St. Andrews as Notary
thereto, and hath John Martine his Seal appended thereto.
Nota, This Instrument is in Favour of Christian Martine
Daughter to John Martine and Beatrix Methven his Spouse,
and is not in Favours of Janet.

Twis CHrisTiaN MaeTINE after the Death of her First
Husband married Mr. William Cook Baillie of St. Andrews.

JANET MARTINE Daughter to this John and his
Wife Beatrix Methven
MarcarET MARTINE Daughter to John Martine and

Beatrix Methven married Mr. William Arthur of Carnes, and [#ag586.]
bare to him William, Henry, James, Robert, John
Arthurs, as appears by a Contract of Marriage past betwixt
Mr. W™ and this Margaret Martine and William Arthur their
eldest Son on the One Part, and Andrew Birrel of Newtown
and Agnes Birrel his eldest Daughter on the other Part,
whereby a Marriage was contracted betwixt young W™ Arthur
and Agnes Birrel when these should come to Age, and, failing
W= with his Brother Henry, and so forth for all the Sons,
and, failing Agnes, with other her Sisters etc. Dated 6*
October 1551. Nota, Albeit W™ Arthur younger lived, yet
he perfected not the Marriage with Agnes. But his Brother
Henry married her.

Nora, 2%, This James Arthur was killed by the Smiths and
Geddes of St. Andrews about the Year 1588, for which Cause

Mg. James MarTINE Second Son to John Martine and Mar-
garet Ramsay First was a Regent in the Old College under
Mr. John Rutherford Provost, and ascended to be Third
Master Parson of Duninnow Second Mr. and Parson of Kem-
back, and Anno 1577 to be Provost of the College and Parson

. of Cults having been 10 Years a Master there before. He did
much Good to the College in his Time ; For he repaired much
of the Fabrick built some Part of it new from the Ground,
and recovered many of the Tithes and much of the Patrimony
which were dilapidated by his Predecessors. He commenced

WiLtiam MarTiNeE the Fifth Son to John Martine and
Margaret Ramsay died without Children; For Anno 1607
James Martine Son to Mr. Allan was served Heir to him in an
Acre of Land. He had lived to a good Age; For I find him
presented to the Prebendry of in Perth Shire by
Thomas M. of Cassils and Tutor to John Earl of Cassils upon
the 4 December 1579 upon the Dimission of Mr. James Win-
chester last Prebendar thereof, and in the Presentation (in
Latine) he is called Student of the Old College and Brother
German to Mr. James the Provost to whom the Presentation
is directed.

Nora, I find Mr. Thomas Martine entered to an Acre as
Heir to his Father Thomas Martin Citizen of St. Andrews in
Anno 1603. Forte the Father was Son to John and Margaret
Ramsay.

MarcarReT MARTINE their eldest Daughter in Anno 1557
was married to William Carstairs eldest Son to David Carstairs
Baillie of St. Andrews, and after his Death I find her in Anno
1565 married to Mr. William Skeene.

BEATRIX MARTINE another Daughter was married
to Alexander Winchester of Kinglassie eldest Son to George
Winchester of Kinglassie and Christian Martine, and was his
Second Wife.

Avexanoer WincHester married Catharine Inglis Third
Daughter to John Inglis of Tarvet and Elizabeth Carnegy
who bare to him Four Sons, James, Alexander, Patrick and
Mr. George Winchesters, and One Daughter Catharine, and
after his Death she married W™ Moncrieff of and
bare no Children to him.

Joun Marting eldest Son to John Martine Dean of Gild of

Isobell Ramsays (lawfull Daughters to Henry Ramsay of Pan-

For
the whilk Causes the said Henry Ramsay obliged him to resign
the hail Lands of Panbryde, West Haven, Privilege of Port,
Rattinraw, Balmawky and Half Lands of Bain Yairds and
Dirletoun in the Queen’s Hands or in the Hands of the Laird
of Glastre Superior thereof for Infeftment to the said John
Martine elder in Liferent and John younger & Ramsay

GEorcE MARTINE Second Son to D* George Martin and
Catharine Schivez was long a Regent in the Old College, and
after was Third and Second Master there, which he discharged
about 7 Years, a learned, courteous, good and eloquent Man,
specially in the Latin Tongue. He had a singular Conduct in
overseeing and governing that Society. But, notwithstanding
of his Right to be Provost, Mr. James Wood was thrust into
that Place by the usurping English. Mr. George then accepted
of a Call to be Minister at Dundie where he served till the
Spring 1660, at which Time he died of a Fever.

He married Barbara Gladstanes Second Daughter to Dr
Alexander Gladstanes Arch-Deacon of St. Andrews, who bare
many Children to him. But, at his Death, he left only Three
Daughters, Jean Martine, who died of the Small Pox aged 18,
Helen Martine married to William Dalmahoy of Ravelrig
Brother to Sir Alexander Dalmahoy of that Ilk, and Barbara
Martine married to D* Charles Carnegy Dean of Brechine
Minister at Fernell Son to Sir Alexander Carnegy of Pittarrow.

She bare to him, besides Children who died, James who went
off the Kingdom about his Age of 20, Mr. Thomas Schoolmaster
at Lithrie, and John a Mariner, and these Two Daughters
Helen and Mary Martines with divers other Children who died
young.
