The above named persons, identified in the Memorandum of Association as constituting the board of directors of The Clan MacIntyre Trust held their first meeting on the day and at the place set forth as follows:

On the motion and by unanimous vote, the following persons were elected temporary chairperson and secretary for the first meeting:

Temporary Chairperson: Dr. Martin L. MacIntyre

Temporary Secretary: Mary Thow

WAIVER

The chairperson announced that the meeting was held pursuant to written waiver of notice thereof and consent thereto signed by all the directors of the association named as such in the Memorandum of Association. Such waiver and consent was presented to the meeting and on motion duly made, seconded, and unanimously carried was made a part of the records of the meeting.

Articles Filed

The incorporation documents of the Clan MacIntyre Trust (CMT) were signed by five founding members on 20th July 2008 at Glen Noe, Argyll, Scotland. Their signatures were witnessed by one of the two honorary trustees, Ian Malcolm MacIntyre, 17th chieftain of Camus-na-h-Eire. The other honorary trustee is Donald Russell MacIntyre, 10th of Glen Noe and chief of Clan MacIntyre. The trust was formally incorporated on 5th August 2008 as “A Company limited Memorandum and Articles of Association of The Clan MacIntyre Trust (the Company) No. 346619.

On 29th August 2008 CMT was granted charitable status No. SC03980 by the Office of the Scottish Charity Regulator (OSCR).  As such, The Clan MacIntyre Trust will be able to claim relief from various types of taxation and can accept donations that may provide the donor with tax deductions.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

In accord with Sections 45 of the Articles of Association, the meeting proceeded to elect Officer Bearers necessary for the good management of the Trust. These offices were chairperson, vice-chairperson, secretary, treasurer and the additional office of gentleman piper. 
The founding Members and Trustees were duly nominated and elected to the offices indicated before their names:

Chairperson: Dr. Martin L. MacIntyre, San Francisco, CA, USA. Nominated by John S. McIntyre, seconded by Colin McIntyre and unanimously carried.

Vice-Chairperson: John Sinclair McIntyre, Yackandandah, Victoria, Australia. Nominated by Archibald McIntyre, seconded by Mary Thow and unanimously carried.

Secretary: Mary Thow, Trenton, On. Canada. Nominated by Colin McIntyre, seconded by Martin MacIntyre and unanimously carried.

Treasurer: Colin McIntyre, Edinburgh, Scotland. Nominated by Martin MacIntyre, seconded by Mary Thow and unanimously carried.

Gentleman Piper: Archibald McIntyre, Ardchattan, Lorn, Argyll, Scotland Nominated by Martin McIntyre, seconded by Colin McIntyre and unanimously carried.

Each officer so elected, being present, accepted his or her office, and thereafter the chairperson presided at the meeting as chairperson, and the secretary acted as secretary of the meeting.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

The Treasurer, Colin McIntyre, is required to open a bank account in the name: “The Clan MacIntyre Trust” in Edinburgh, Scotland.

A motion by Mary Thow to require that cheques be signed by the Chairperson and the Treasurer. This was amended by a motion by Archie McIntyre  and seconded by Colin McIntyre that a cheque up to one thousand BPS (£1000) will require only one signature, being either the Chairman or the Treasurer, and any cheque over one thousand BPS (£1000) will require the signatures of both the Chairperson and the Treasurer. The motion as amended carried unanimously.
Martin MacIntyre moved that the Chairperson will submit to HMR&C the corporation tax form as a Dormant Company form until such time as the company has a bank account and begins business activity. The motion was seconded by Mary Thow and carried unanimously. This will be delayed pending inquiries by Colin McIntyre with HMR&C as to the Trust’s tax status as a charity.
Homecoming 2009 in Edinburgh

It was moved by Mary Thow moved and seconded by John Sinclair MacIntyre, that Dr. Martin L. MacIntyre will represent the Trust and Clan MacIntyre at the Homecoming to Scotland being held in Edinburgh 25 & 26 July 2009. The motion carried unanimously.
ADJOURNMENT

It was moved by Colin McIntyre, seconded by Archibald McIntyre and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 2300GMT and meet at 2200 GMT on 8th November 2008 via Internet.
